TAKE STEPS TO INCREASE
WINTER WHEAT AND RYE

Conference to Be Held for Discussion
of Means to Promote
Production.

A conference to discuss ways and
means of increasing production of win-
ter wheat and rye in 1918 will be held
at the call of Secretary Houston in
Indianapolis beginning Monday. State
agricultural colleges, state commission-
ers of agriculture and chalrmen of the
agricultural committees of the state
councils of defense of Indiana. Ohio,
Michigan, Kentucky, Illinois and Wis-
consin have been invited te attend. Dr.
Raymond A. Pearson, assistant to the
Secretaryfi and a number of wheat and
rye apecialists will represent the Die-
partment of Agriculture.

To Plant 10,623,000 Acres.

The purpose of the conference is to dis-
cuss ways and means of bringing about in
the six states named the planting of 1n.-
823,000 acres of winter wheat and }.455.-
000 acres of rye this fall. This is the part

to these states in a national pro-
gram calling for the planting of 47,337,000
acres of winter wheat and of 5,131,000
acres of rye this fall, throughout the na-
tion, as recommended in the department's

recently anncunced program for the In-|

creased production of these breadstuffs to
meet the nation’s needs.

Special consideration will be given
to the planting of these acreages with-
out disturbance of the 1218 corn and
other crops.

Conference One of Series.

The conference at Indlanapolis is one
‘of a series of regional conferences on
this same subject, two of which already
have been held, in Washington and At1-
lanta. After the Indianapolis meeting
the representative=s of the department
will proceed to other regional confer-
ences, to be held in Kansas City, Mo,
August 22, and in Spokane, Wash.,, Au-
gust 27.

JOHN DILLON SCORES
SINN FEINERS! POLICY

Parliament Leader in Britain De-
clares Reliance on Germany to
Triumph Is “Horrible.”

After the rebellion, when the Sinn Fein-
ers were deprived of their arms, the volun-
teers were allowed to retain theirs, some
of them having served with the troops in
suppressing the insurrection.
