$ FOR ALL THE ALLIES
Bernard Baruch, B. S. Lovett and
B. S. Brooling Appointed as Com¬

mission by President Wilson.

Bernard M. Baruch, Robert 6. I#ov-
.tt and Robert S. Eroding, all mem¬
bers of the War Industries Board,
have Veen designated by the President
as a commission in the United States
to make purchases for the British,
French and Russian governments. Allother allies are expected to follow suitend put their business in the hands ofthis commission. Secretary McAdoo ofthe Treasury Department makes the
announcement.
An agreement providing for thecommission was negotiated with theallied representatives by SecretaryMcAdoo at the instance of President"Wilson, and marks the first step of thePresident toward carrying out his an¬nounced policy of seeing that the'allies get their war supplies at the

same prices charged the American gov¬ernment. A stipulation laid down bythe President in connection with thispolicy was that each allied govern¬ment force Its own producers to selltheir products to all the allies at pricesno higher than charged their own gov-'ernment.
To Fix Prices Soon as Possible.

This international price-fixing pro-gram will be put into "Deration assoon as possible. The American gov-ernment will start with food and fuels,over both of which it has assumedcontrol under acts recently passed byCongress. Coal prices already an¬nounced and wheat prices about to befixed will apply alike to the Americanand allied governments. The Ameri-1can people, too, will share in theseprices.
In the case of other materials thegovernment is moving more slowly,first, because it wishes to arrive atproduction costs, and. second, becausethere is some doubt as to its powerswider existing laws to force producersto sell to the American public and theallies at tbe prices the American gov¬ernment can obtain.

Men of the District of Columbia final¬
ly selected as a part of the District's
quota in the new National Army in a

few days will receive a green postal
card notifying them of the fact.
It will be handed to them by a spe¬

cial delivery boy from the city post of¬
fice, who will take a receipt for it. This
receipt will be filed as a part of the
records of the boards.
Postmaster Merritt O. Chance, chair¬

man of exemption board No. 3, is to
provide the special facilities for the
boards, which will assure them of the
fact of the delivery of the notices to
the persons for whom they are in¬
tended.

Cautioned to Be Beady.
The cards, which will be sent to Post¬

master Chance for delivery by his messen¬
ger force, instruct the man regarding his
selection, telling him in bold black type
that "from the date specified for you to
report you will be in the military service
of the United States and subject to mili¬
tary law," and cautioning the men to be
ready to report on twenty-four hours'
notice. !
"You are hereby notified," the card

8ays, "that you have been selected for
military servico as a part of the quota
from local board for . You will
therefore hold yourself in readiness to
report for military duty at the office of
the local board at a time to be specified
by notice posted at the office of this
board in the near future. Notice will
also be mailed you, but the posting of
notice at the office of the board will
charge you with the obligation to re¬
port. From the date so specified for
you to report you will be in the mili¬
tary service of the United States and
subject to military law.

Notice May Be Short One.
.While as much time as possible will

be allowed you, you are hereby cau¬
tioned that the necessities of the eerv-
ioe may require you to be called on
very short notice. You should, there¬
fore, put your affairs in or^er to re¬
port upon twenty-four hours' notice."
The local boards have all received

their cards and await only the certifica¬
tions from the District board showing
its action on cases referred to it before
sending the cards out. Practically all
of the boards are up with their work
and are marking time while waiting
to receive cases back from the District
board.

New Bole Governing Information.
After a lengthy hearing yesterday the

board of appeals announced the adoption
of a policy to govern the giving out of
Information concerning its action in in¬
dividual cases. This policy is set forth in
the following resolution:
"Resolved, That no member of the

board shall, in response to inquiries or
otherwise, communicate to any person
not an official of the United States or
of the District of Columbia any in¬
formation concerning the causes or
reasons for any decision of the board,
or the vote by which such decision was
reached; but shall refer all inquirers
to the board. »|

"Provided, That this rule shall not
in any manner abridge or curtail the
right of any person to receive from the
board, or from the secretary thereof,
access to the records and information
concerning actions of the board to
which such person may be legally en-
titled."

TEN ATTACK A THOUSAND.

Bluejackets Try to Lynch Pacifists,
But Are "Beaten Up." '

PHILADELPHIA, August 25..With
cries of "Lynch the traitors," ten
United States sailors in uniform charg¬
ed a crowd of nearly l.opo here last
night in front of a theater, where ths
police had forbidden the holding of
an anti-draft meeting. The sailors
were badly beaten before the police
rescued them and ordered them away.
The seamen arrived as several men

attempted to make curbstone speeches
after finding police on guard at the
theater where they expected to par¬
ticipate in a meeting under the aus¬
pices of the peoples' council of America
for democracy and peace. Prior to this
three men and a woman were arrested
for stating their views as "conscien¬
tious objectors to war."

ACCUSED OF PERJURY.

Former State Senator W. H. Rey¬
nolds Indicted in New York.

NEW YORK, August 25.Former
State Senator William H. Reynolds,
one of the largest real estate dealers
in New York, has been indicted on a

charge of perjury in connection with
certain real estate transactions with
the city.
The indictment charges that Reynolds

perjured himself when he testified be¬
fore a condemnation commission June
4. 1912, that he had no interest in the
Neponsit Realty Company, which at
that time owned the Seaside Park land
at Rockaway, and sold it to the city
for more than $1,000,000. Charges of
gross profits in the deal were made by
William Bullock, formerly a city em¬
ploye and head of a so-called "bureau
of city inquiry."
.Reynolds testified before the con¬
demnation commission, it is alleged,
that $8,000 an acre was a "reasonable"
average for the Rockaway Park site,
while the city's ^appraisal expert testi¬
fied the land was worth from $2,500 to
$3,000 an acre.
Reynolds entered a plea of not guilty

and was released under $10,000 bonds.

STATIONS AND CANTEENS
FOR TROOPS IN FRANCE

Establishment at Once Will Be Un¬
dertaken by American Bed Cross.

$700,000 Appropriated.

Rest stations and canteens for
French and American troops will be es¬

tablished at once in France by the
American Red Cross* it was announced
today. The wrfr council has appropriated
5700,000 to erect field canteens, where
hot and cold drinks will be furnished
men in the trenches.
At railroad junctions and depots rest

stations will be established for the
comfort of soldiers going on furlough.
They will be equipped with dormitories,
shower baths, laundries, disinfecting
and mending rooms and quarters for
social diversions. Small stores will be
opened, where tobacco and various deli¬
cacies may be purchased at a reason¬
able price.

Tiie war council has been trying to
find out just what the Red Cross could
do. most effectively to hearten the
French army and to give to French
soldiers a token of the fact that Amer¬
ica is with her ally with all her power.
The French army officers have told the
lied Cross that canteens and rest sta¬
tions would do more for the immediate
welfare and contentment of the sol¬
diers than anything else that could be
<lone. Therefore the problem is going
to be met thoroughly and at once.

To Change Present Conditions.
The poilus come out of the trenches,

to go home on leave, mud-stained, ver¬
min-covered, reeking with infection.
They are marched to the nearest rail¬
head in that condition, where, perhaps,
they find a little station with scanty
accommodations for a dozen passen¬
gers. The American Red Cross plans
to revolutionize this.
Nearly 50,GOO soldiers are passing

through eleven of these stations every
day. They will have a convincing proof
of American friendliness when they
find American women.the woman's
bureau is now recruiting fifty of them
for such service.ready to help them.
Just behind the firing line, the Red

Cross will put field canteens. Extend¬
ing the work already begun by the
French Red Cross, we shall see that
every corps of the French army, and
ultimately our own. has one of these
stations, whheh will supply hot and
cold drinks to the men who are fight¬
ing. Many of them now have nothing
to relieve their thirst except their day's
ration which they carry in containers,
which may be smashed at any minute.

Drinks Carried Into Trenches.
The canteen is placed in or near the

second line, and refreshing drinks are
carried right into the front trenches.
Each station can keep about 125 gallons
of hot drinks at the boiling point, and has
several thermos containers holding six to
twelve gallons apiece. Four thousand
portions.coffee, tea, cocoa, bouillon, lem¬
onade, mint.are sometimes served from
one canteen in a single day.
Here, too, American workers will be

found. The "convoyer" in charge of the
canteen will be a Red Cross man, with
French soldiers to help him. Many of
the poilus will get their first glimpse of
the American uniform in this way. Just
the cup of cofTee, or the cold drink, may
make all the difference between sagging
morale and spirited fighting.
