Total of $12,339,681.87 AlreadyAppropriated for War
Relief Activities.

FIVE MISSIONS ABROAD

Tn six months the American Med Cross;
has appropriated $12.339.6M.87 for war
relief activities in Kurope, of which $1".
692,601 is for use in France. This in-
formation is contained in an official re-

port made by Henry P. Davison, chair-
man of the war council, to the American
people, in fullfllment of his pledge to keep
them closely advised of what the Med
Cross is doing and proposes to do

Resides France, the other countries to
which America has sent relief are1 Rus-
ida. Rumania. Italy. Serbia. Kngland and
Armenia.
Most of the persons in charge of the

Red Cross work in France are giving
their time and paying their own expenses.A special fund of $10^.000 has
been privately contributed to meet the
expenses of members of the commission
in r ranee utihim** in jut* men «!. »*<«.».

The war council has pent to Fram e
flvr separate commissions, each composedof representative Americans skill-
ed in business administration, in medi-
ml and surgical work and In other lines
of Red Cross effort The work covers
a wide scope of n lief, from the estab-
lishing and maintaining of hospitals for
soldiers in the American Army ir.
France to civilian aid. fholuding the care
and education of destitute vbtfdren and
the rehabilitation of the devastated areas.

Commissions on "Way.
The commission to Russia has recent

Iv arrived in Petrograd. and the com-
mission to Italy reached Rome on August31. Commissions to Rumania and
Serbia are now on their way to those
countries, and it is planned to send a
commission to Great Britain also.
The Red Cross in France has assumed

the management of the war relief
clearing house. It has t iken over, undercontrol of the United States Army,
the administration of the American
Ambulance Hospital at Xeuilly. It has
assumed financial responsibility for I >r.
J. A. Blake's American hospital iJi
Paris. It has allied with itself the.
work of the American surgical dress-'
ing committee, which distributed in
France in July 7S2.?4f> dressings
among 435 hospitals.
The effort has been in accordance

with the expressed views of the Presidentof the United States and f the
civic and military authorities of France

relief work being done in France and
America. The first and tlie supreme oh-
iect of The task is to care for our own
Army and Navy. Toward this end the
Red Cross is establishing field canteens.which it will provide for every
corps of the French arm v. as well as
for the American Army. There are now
large reception camps nenr the coast
where United States soldiers are received.
Along the route to the firing line the

Red Cross has established infirmaries
and rest stations. At railway stations
canteens are being established where
soldiers may find rest and refreshment,
Baths. food, games and other comforts
will be available. When American
troops start for France the men are
given comfort kits. Christmas parcels
will be sent over later.

Worthy Causes Aided.
Various appropriations have been

made to worthy causes, such as $1,000.-
000 for the relief of sick and wounded
French soldiers and their families;
$100,000 for medical research work in
France. $500,000 for supply warehouses.
$1,500,000 to buy foodstuffs to be sentt<*> France, and $1,000,000 for the hospitalsupply service.
The transportation problem with

which the Red Cross has had to cope in
moving supplies overseas has been
most difficult, but through official
French, British and Italian co-operationwith the United States Shipping
Board and leading steamship and railroadcompanies, vast quantities of suppliesare now shipped almost daily. A
special Red Cross transport service has
been developed in France as the railroadsthere are overtaxed with militaryneeds
Six base hospitals were sent to Europeanfronts in advance of the Ameriransoldiers .and more than a dozen

are now actively in service there, and
others are rapidly being made ready.

Tt is not the policy of the Red Cross
to rebuild French villages, but It is
hoped to afford new starts in life to a
large number of persons now destitute
through ravages of the German army.
A provisional experiment along this
line is being worked out.

he destruction of their ambulances and
referring to gas attacks through which
hev worked. The citation of Harmon

B. Craig, who died in July, having been
wounded by a bursting shell, says:
"He was a very conscientious and

cool conductor, who under all circurn-jstances while under the enemy artil-;
lery tire gave proofs of his devotion
and disdain of danger and showed, no-
tably on the 28th and 23th of June, the
greatest energy in accomplishing his
duty along a road that had been discoveredand bombarded. He was mor-
tally wounded on July 15 by a bursting
shell in front of his post at a moment
when he was attending to the removal
of wounded under a most violent fire."

Harmon Craig was a Harvard student'
and a member of the American Field
Service Corps. A high explosive shell,
tore off his leg below the knee and he
died later in a hospital. Craig's parents
are John Craig, manager of a Boston
theater, and Mrs. Craig, widely known
on the stage as Mary Young.
