TERS IN FRANCE, November 1..The
lieutenant who has the honor of being
the first soldier irt the rershing expedi¬
tion to be wounded in action Is expect¬
ed to be bac^i on duty within a few
days. He Is (in the base hospital, suf¬
fering from kn injury to his knee by a

shell splinte^, but the wound is so slight
that he will not even limp when it has
healed. I
"We hadi started a fire in a dugout

Sunday m»rnlng," he explained, "but the
wood wa£ wet and there was so much
smoke that we were almost suffocated
fnsida,- While it was rolling in dense
cWnfls outside. I had left my dugout
to fret out of the smoke. The Germans
roust have seen the smoke. I looked
back over my shoulder and there was
a shell coming over the crest of the
hill not twenty feet above the ground."

Insists He Saw Shell.

g One of the men listening to the lieu-
" tenant's story smiled, but the officer in¬
sisted that he harl seen that shell com¬
ing. He called attention to the fact that
the telephone wires were cut where he
saw it.
"Anyway I ducked and it burrowed

twenty feet away and exploded. I was
covered with mud and felt a twinge in
roy leg. I ran for the dugout, when I
fell. Officers carried me in.
"The French seemed to think I ought

to be proud of being hit. The major
congratulated me kindly on having
the honor of being the first American
wounded. He said he would erect a tab¬
let after the war marking the spot and
reading: 'Here the first American blood
In the world war for freedom was
spilled/
"They took me to the front hospital

and after dark we started for the base
hospital. I thought there were lots of
guns in the Immediate neighborhood,
but I was unable to see them. When
we reached town they said I had heard
the German shells which were aimed at
the ambulance."

Major's Talk Inspiring.
Sitting in a dugout in the trenches the

other night I heard a major give an in¬
spiring talk to the battalion officers. Half
a dozen knots glowed in a crude fireplace.
There were two candles at one end of the
table, the other end being in darkness.
Boards nailed to the side walls of un-
trimmed logs supported other candles, the
feeble light and the grotesque shadows
suggesting cave life. Every man in the
room stiffened as the result of that talk.
"We have reached the top in training,"

he said, "and every man in the company
should realize it. If you need anything
come and tell me and I will get it for
you if I can. If I do not get it I do not
'want to hear about it again, for it means
that I cannot get it.
"We will have three meals a day If we

can get them. If we have to miss one
meal we will not be badly off, and if we
miss two or three it will not be much
worse. We are expected to work from
midnight of one day to midnight of the
next day. If there is any chance to
sleep between, all right; it will also be
all right if there is no chance. Let
everybody pitch in. While mud and
water must be fought. It may be much
worse. The hopes of the nation are
fixed on each man."

PRESIDENT WELCOMES BRAZIL.

association with ourselves and theother nations united in war with Ger¬
many of the great republic of Brazil.Her action in this time of crisis binds
even closer the bonds of friendshipwhich already united the two republics.

WOMEN IN WAR WORX.

Two-Day Drive for Registration
Starts in Pennsylvania.

PHILADELPHIA, November 1..As a
part of the nation-wide movement to
enlist women in war work, a two-day
drive was started throughout Pennsyl¬
vania today to register women for
service. Gov. Brumbaugh, in a proc¬
lamation. designated November 1 and
2 as registration days and urged the
women of the state to register for
such service "as their abilities and the
great significance of the movement
may suggest."
The work is under the supervision

of the Pennsylvania women's commit¬
tee of the Council of National Defense.
Registration booths were opened at
stores, at the headquarters of women's
organizations and other convenient
places.
More than 600.000 women in Phila¬

delphia alone are available for service,
according to those in charge of the
work.

DENIES COMMUTERS' REQUEST.

Court Refnses to Give I. C. C. Juris¬
diction Over Capital Traction Line.
Justice Siddons of the District Su¬

preme Court has declined to grant
a mandamus asked by C. Elton James
and other commuters on the line of!
the Washington and Old Dominion
Railway Company to compel the Inter¬
state Commerce Commission to take
jurisdiction of the Capital Traction
Company and to make inquiry into the
legality of the discontinuance of mu-
tual transfer arrangements between
the two companies.
In overruling a demurrer of the

commuters' attorneys, E. Hilton Jack¬
son. J. T. Sherrier and Robert H.
Turner, to the answer of the com¬
mission denying its Jurisdiction over
the Capital Traction Company the
court held that the amendments to
the interstate commerce act passed
June 18, 1910. would seem to make
clear the congressional purpose not
to confer Jurisdiction on the commis-
sion.

60,000 ITALIANS CAPTURED
NEAR LOWER TAGLIAMENTO
IS BERLIN'S NEWEST CLAIM

Italian operations: "The fact that
Gen Von Buelow with an inconsider¬
able force of German troops has burst
through the Julian front and that
Austrian columns have found other
badly defended points in the Carnic
Alps is certainly very unfortunate and
we have no need to minimize the grav¬
ity of the situation. Italy's eastern
frontier temporarily is lost."
The correspondent finds a silver lin¬

ing to the cloud in that althougrh the
season approaches for the operations
in France and Flanders to die down,
there is nothing to prevent fighting on
the Italian plains throughout the win¬
ter. This is advantageous to the side
with the greatest resources. He adds:
"The Germans beckon us to the Italian
front and with a very hearty good will
we shall oblige them."

All Sections of Italy
Are Welded Together;

Politics Is Suppressed
By the Associated Press.
LONDON, November 1..The disaster

on the Isonzo has welded together all j
sections of Italy and has suppressed
political antagonism, says the Milan
correspondent of the Daily Telegraph,
who adds that everything is being done
to meet the invasion. Troops are be¬
ing. rushed from depots and all avail¬
able sources being drawn upon. All
the great arteries of transport are be¬
ing utilized for military purposes.
Hundreds of convalescent officers in

all hospitals are demanding that they
be sent to the front. Eight hundred
such applications were made in Rome
alone.
The whole third army of the Carso.

with its guns and material, got away
safely, the correspondent adds, and will
give battle "when the time comes."
The Austro-Germans are being held in
check and the concentration on the
Venetian plains is proceeding without
hindrance.

All British Guns Saved
by Retreating Italians;

Munitions Destroyed
By the Associated Press.
LONDON, November 1..All the Brit¬

ish guns with the Italian army were
saved, according to a British corres¬
pondent at Italian headquarters, who
says that the spirits of the British gun¬
ners are good. Lack of transport which
could not be allowed to them was their
whole trouble. One gun was so near
to having to be abandoned that the
breach mechanism was destroyed. How¬
ever, the gun was saved eventually.
The correspondent who accompanied

the retreat of the 3d Italian Army from
the Carso in a dispatch dated Tuesday
says that the troops were cheerful and
good tempered, and it was evident that
firmness of command could reorganize
them into a fighting force. The Duke
of Aosta, commander of the 3d Army
was calm and confident Monday night
as his army had saved nearly all Its
guns.
The right wing of the 2d Army

also fell back regularly from Kabotino
and Gorlzia. The troops on the left
of the 2d Army also were retiring
steadily from their mountain positions
so as to get into line with the left of
the new defensive front.

as an indication that things are worse
than they actually are. The blow has
been severe, but It will not crush Italy."

BRITISH THREAT REVEALED.

Diplomatic Incident of Spanish-
American War Told by Reid.

NEW YORK, November 1..A diplo¬
matic incident at the time of the
Spanish-American war, involving a
threat to use the British fleet against
any naval power seeking to hamper
the war operations of the United
States, was revealed by Sir George
Houstoun Reid. former prime minister
of Australia, in an address here yester¬
day at a luncheon given in his honor
by the merchants' association.
"It is not well known that there was

a project of sending a naval demon¬
stration from Europe during your last
war." Sir George tsaid. "Lord Salis¬
bury was approached.I got this from
private, indisputable aqthority.and
he said. *1 will have none of it.' He
was asked: 'Suppose Europe sends one.
What about. It?' He replied: 'I will
tell you what about it. If you begin
that sort of game you will find the
British fleet facing you.'"

Canadian Elections December 17.
OTTAWA, November 1..The Canadian

elections are to be held December 17.
Prime Minister Borden, In a statement,
urges that traditional liberal and con¬

servative party lines be disregarded and
that the Issues of the election be limited
to compulsory military service as op-
posed to referendum on conscription.

FOOD PLEDGE CAMPAIGN
IN THE DISTRICT SOON

Administrator Clarence R. Wilson
Tells of Plan to Enroll 80,000

Households.

In his first address before a Washing¬
ton audience since being1 appointed
food administrator for the District of
Columbia, Clarence R. Wilson today
said his first definite object in his new

position would be to enroll the 80,000
households in Washington as members
of the food administration, and that
after that the details of such problems
as prices and controlling of supplies
through licenses would be taken up.
Mr. Wilson's address, which was very

brief, was made before a meeting of
the Twentieth Century Club at All
Souls' Church. 14th and L streets
northwest. He admitted that he was
somewhat dismayed when appointed
to his present large task, but that
within a few hours he found he was
to have help from every quarter.

Many Offers of Aid.
"I found the people of the District

already had begun the work of food
conservation, and were doing all they
could through various agencies to help
the government in this respect," said
the administrator. "I have had so
many offers of voluntary aid that I am
sure if we can only get together we
will accomplish great results.
"You are doubtless aware that a food

pledge card campaign began last Mon¬
day throughout all the United States,
cxcept here in Washington, where we
had no organization ready to do such
work. But we will start our local
campaign here some time late this
month, and my first definite object will
be to get every one of the 80,000 fami¬
lies enrolled if possible. Then we will
know where our friends are and who
those are who, through apathy or a

will to dlspleaee, would retard our
.work."

Watklj on Food.
A second address alone similar lines

was made by Mr. Wilson this afternoon
at a demonstration of food conservation
methods In the auditorium of Wood¬
ward A Lothrop's department store.
Demonstrations and talks on food

savtag will be made In the auditorium
every Thursday afternoon during the
month, and samples of "war bread,"
baked at the war kitchen In McPher-
son place, will be distributed.

10,000 ON STRIKE IN OIL
FIELDS, LEADERS REPORT

Operators in Texas and Louisiana
Sections Report Conditions as

More Encouraging.

HOUSTON, Tex., November 1..Ac¬
cording: to strike leaders here, fully
10,000 workers In sixteen oil-ptoduc-
ing fields of Texas and Louisiana went
out at midnight Wednesday, and at 7
o'clock Thursday morning general
strike headquarters said official noti¬
fication had been received that every
union went out "a hundred per cent
strong."
From general headquarters of the

oil operators, representing ten of the
largest producing companies in the
strike district, the situation was offi¬
cially reported as "encouraging."
No disorders had been reported today.

To Ordain New Bishop of Atlanta.
ATLANTA, Ga. November 1,.Epls-

copal bishops from a number of south¬
ern states and clergy prominent In the
Episcopal denomination were here to¬
day to attend the ordination of Rev.
Henry J. Mikell as bishop of the
diocese of Atlanta. Dr. Mikell was
chosen to succeed the late Bishop Cle-
land Kinlock Nelson.

OVERCROWDING AT FILM
THEATERS MUST STOP

Commissioner Gardiner Announces
That Regulations Will Be En¬

forced Strictly.

Strict enforcement of the regulations
prohibiting overcrowding at "movie"
theaters, backed up by a warning that
If persistent violations are found he will
ask a jail sentence for the offenders,
was ordered today by Commissioner
Gardiner.
Convinced from his own observations

and impressed by letters from citizens
that too much crowding is permitted in
some theaters, with its attendant men¬
ace to the lives of the patrons if a Are
should develop, the Commissioner has
directed that the regulations bearing
on the subject be enforced to the letter
and stated that if they do not go far
enough to meet the situation he will
urge amendments that will.

Found No Violations.
The Commissioner discussed the mat¬

ter at length yesterday with Fire
Marshal Nicholson, and directed Mr.
Nicholson to make the round of the
"movies" last night and report as to
conditions found. This was done, the
fire marshal infoi-ming Mr. Gardiner this
morning that he found no violations of
the regulations; that the spaces and
aisles at all the theaters visited were

clear, and that his inspections hereto¬
fore have indicated that the "movie"
proprietors are complying with the let¬
ter and spirit of the law.
Commissioner Gardiner probably will

recommend to his colleagues on the
board the adoption of an amendment
to the regulations which will require
the film theaters to display a sign,
"Standing Room Only," when all seats
have been sold. At least one District
official has suggested to Mr. Gardiner

that standing in the theaters be pro¬
hibited in the interest of reducing the
fire hazard, but It is net thought prob¬
able that the Commissioners will go to
this extreme.

Iroquois Survivor Alarmed. v

A survivor of the Iroquois Theater
Are, in Chicago, has written to Mr. Oar-
diner about the local situation, empha¬
sizing the crowded condition on Sun¬
days.

"I note that the regulations requiring
the aisles to be cleared are observed,
but, in my opinion, the danger lies .In
the crowds that congregate back of the
rails," said Commissioner Gardiner to¬
day. "The Commissioners have ample
power under the act of February 26,
1892, to regulate the moving picture
theaters, and I shall recommend to the
board that adequate steps be taken to
remedy these dangerous conditions. Pa¬
trons should not be jammed in the rear
of the theater and should be Informed
when all seats are sold."

BRITISH LOSE 82,377
MEN DURING OCTOBER

LONDON, November 1..British cas¬
ualties reported during the month of
October totaled 82,377. The losses were
divided as follows:
Officers killed or died of wounds,

1,445; men. 14,985.
Officers wounded or missing, 4,133;

men, 61,814.

The October losses compare favor¬
ably for the British with those report¬
ed during: September, which totaled
104.598. During October Field Marshal
Haig undertook several renewals of
the big drive in Flanders, making no¬
table progress in the process still un¬
der way of driving a wedge into the
German lines which is threatening a
wide sector in Belgium and northern
France.

Manra May Be Spanish Premier.
MADRID, November 1..King Al¬

fonso has asked Antonio Maura, the
former premier, to form a cabinet.
Benor Maura is & leader of the con¬
servative party.
