Lack of Pneumonia Among
Americans in Trenches
Proves Their Condition.

HARDENED TO ELEMENTS

IN THE AMERICAN TRENCHES IN
FRANCE, November 3—"The trenches
may be fine In summer, but in winter
it takes a week before we get used to
living and sleeping in them, for our
clothes are never dry,” sald s husky
soldier to me today. Water was drip-
ping from his helmet and he was plas-
tered with mud to the knees. His sum-
mary of trench life was no exaggera-
tion. In sheltered homes where “Don't
forget your rubbers, now,” and “Be sure
and keep your throat muffled up” are
part of the motherly morning warning,
such & reckless deflance of the elements
would be considered as courting certdin
death.

That there are no hospital cases of
fliness from pneumdonia or pleurisy is
the best proof to the world of the
thoroughness of the tralning the men
have been put through under Gen. Per-
shing. Not only are the minds trained
to the arts of warfare, but the bodies
are hardened to withstand the rigors of
the war and the wounds of battle. All
this has been done since the men came
here, a few months ago, as raw re-
crults.

The soldier I had spoken to stooped
and entered the low door of a dugout,
which was crowded with other com-
rades who had just come off duty. The
dugouts are not palatial, being but a
degree better than the trenches where
keen eyes are ever looking across the
shadowy “No Man's Land” and where
the men are unsheltered against the
driving rain, snow and cold.

Might Induce Firing.

The dugouts are warmer than the
trenches, but not warm in the general
meaning of the word. * * * It is more
fmportant to carry ammunition and
food to the front than wood and too
much smoke might induce the enemy
to shell them.

The officers’ dugouts are leas crowded,
but otherwise they are much the same
as those of the men. One officer hos-
pitably Invited me to come in and
make myself at home. I found a foot
of water on the floor. The officers take
turns in sleeping in the upper tler of
bunks.

fore the men took over the trenches
to get acquainted with the work. The
patrol was In two lines and they put
me In the second, probably to insure
my safety. All at ance a. dozen shots
were fired and 1 heard bullets whiz-
zing. I saw a man running toward me
and 1 drew on‘hinr, but discovered that
he was a Frenchman. Others were run-
ning on the other slde. I took a shot
at the shadow formas disappearing in
the other direction and then I .also
ran

Collided With Fence.

“1 eollid=d with a barbed wire fence.
blacked an eye and cut an ear. We
had run into a German patrol—a scout-
ing, and not a fighting, patrol. No
attermrt was made to take prisoners.”

¥ivid story of how he had silenced a
German machine gun placed in the
sheter of an abandoned farmhouse. It
was within range of the trenches and
peppered away every time =& steel
helmet appeared over the top. The
Germans kept it up day and night and
the Americans were unable to stop
them. the firing was Inaccu-
rate, the spattering of bullets was an-
noying.

*“1 got into the trench nearest the
farmhouse before daylight and waited,”
sald the sergeant major. “Just at day-
light by using fleld glasses I could see
& German carrying ammunition coming
out of the bushes toward the house.

was another sergeant with me
and an argument started as to which
was to have the first shot We agreed
to fire together and counted slowly,
“one, two, three,” so as to give time,
if we missed the first shots, to fire again
before the German got back to the
bushes. The man was about 1,500 yarda
away. We both fired together.

Make Smoking Possible.

In the daytime the men are permitted
to smoke and talk in the front-line
trenches. At night the talk is lowered
to whispers. There is much Ingenious
maneuvering to make smoking possible
after dark. Slickers are pulled over the
heads and the steel helmets are held. in
front of the faces. . The helmet serves
to cover the glow and the ramin shield
protects the cigaretie. Back in the dug-
outs there are no restrictions. The men
sing "Lead, Kindly Light,” and other
hymns,- a8 well as popular songs, and
smoke to their heart's content.

FIVE CABINET MEMBERS
FAVOR WOMAN SUFFRAGE

President Wilson’s Advisers Write
Letters Indorsing the Cause.
Views Made Public.

NEW YORK, November 2 —Five
members of President Wilson's cabinet
indorsed woman suffrage in statements
made public here by Mrs. Norman de
E. Whitehouse, chairman of the New
York state woman suffrage party.
Following are extracts from state-
ments:

Josephus Danlels, Secretary of the
Navy: *“The mothers of men train
their y& for cltizens, and if they are
to be trusted with the early education
and shaping of the character of the
boys, Is there any reason on earth why
they should not be trusted with the
ballot 7

Franklin K Lane, Secretary of the
Interlor: “I see no reason to fear
woman suffrage. It has not worked

disaster in California. As a matter of
political philosophy, suffrage cannot be
put aside and as a matter of wise pol-
icy it is not to be denied.”

Danlel F. Houston, Secretary of Agri-
culturs: "The patriotism, self-control
and intelligent action of women in the
present emergency lend additional sup-
port to the argument and should dis-
pel any doubts fair-minded men may
have entertained as to the wisdom of
enfranchising them.”

Willlam G. McAdoo, Secretary of the
Treasury: “The time has come when
suffrage should be given to the women
of America. It should be given
promptly; it should be given ungrudg-
ingly; it should be given gladly. The
women of the United States have in
every way since this war has broken
out shown themseelves qualified for the
right of suffrage.”

Willilam C. Redfield, Secretary of
Commerce: I am an earnest bellever
in suffirage for women. There are large
sections of our public affairs in which
women—merely because they are wom-
en—are experts. The cause of educa-
tion is one of these matters; another
Is the whole question of dealing with
the liquor trafic in all its forms: so
also are questions of child labor and of
women in industry.”

- AGAINST SOGIALIG

Samuel Untermyer Says Ap-
peal Made to Them Is a
Seditious One.

OWE LOYALTY TO AMERICA

New York’s municipal campaign cen-
tered yesterday and last night around
efforts to check the rising wave of so-
clalism now charged to be cloaking
disloyalty propaganda with direct bear-
ing on this country’s participation In
the war. At another extreme, the New
York Stock Exchange took official steps
to ascertaln whether pro-German ef-
forts are afoot to “break” the stock
market and bring on financial stresas.

Samuel Untermyer, one of the most
prominent Jews in New York, made a
speech to men of his creed, in whic
he passionately resented the attempts
to swing the Jews into the socialist
line, and warned them of the treasona-
ble and unpatriotic pitfall apread for
thgltg' sald he was “speaking as a Jew
to Jews,” and while four weeks ago
the thought was Impossible that the
time would come when such an appeal
would have to bs made in such a way,
the time had, he was sad to say, ar-
rived, becauss of the misrepresenta-
tions spread by the soclalists,

Death to Seditious Appeal.

Mr., Untermyer said:
“The Jews are generally regarded as

had thrilling stories to tell on return-
ing to the blllets.
