NEW POSTAL RATES
ARE NOW IN EFFECT

Washington Adjusts Itself to'
Paying Three Cents for Out-
of-Town Letters.

POST CARDS TWO CENTS

Like ducks to water, S0 Washington
residents are taking to the new postal
rates which went into effect today,
calling for 3 cents postage on all out-
of-town letters and 2 cents postage on all

post cards. 4

Inspection of letters as they flowed
into the city post office thiz morning
revealed that the very great major-
ity of the letters mailed for points
out of town had the proper amount of

postage on them. »

A pink two-cent stamp and a green
three-cant stamp seemed the favorite way
of paying the 3 cents postage now re-
quired on an ounce letter.

The purple three-cent stamp, which
soon wlﬁ j?mp into the national limelight
to take the place just vacated by the
trusty old two-cent stamp, was not ob-
served on so many letters.

The new three-cent stamped envelopes
were delivered to ‘Washington mer-
chants today, bearing the purple stamp.
Many firms have stocks of the old two-
cent stamped envelopes, however, and
will use these up, adding a one-cent
stamp to each letter.

Have Sufficient Postage.

A poll of seventy-nine pieces of mall
taken at random by Supt. Haycock
this morning showed sixty-eight let-
ters with the proper amount of post-
age on them. Ten letters for out-of-
town points had insufficlent postage on
them, ng merely two-cent stamps.
One postal card carried but one cent
postage, whereas a post card now re-
quires 2 cents postage. .

It {s belleved that many resfdents
malled letters last night thinking that
if they were mailed before midnight a
two-cent stamp would carry them to their
destination. The time of cancellation
at the big city post office, however, and
not the time of dropping into a letter
box was the factor which counted.

Otficials expressed themselves as
highly pleased with the way the let-
ters are coming in today with the
proper amount of postage on them,
and anticipate little difficulty with the
new rates. They believe that within a
few days the people will have brcome
so used to the new rates that only the
normal amount of underpaid mail mat-
ter will come into the office. Even In
normal times letters are constantly
underpaid, owing to the fact that
many people fail to weigh their let-
ters.

Post Office Is Lenlent.

The post office is acting as leniently
as possible with underpald matter to-
day, but must follow the law. All let-
ters recelved for malling out-of-town
with but 2 cents postage on them, will
be returned to the senders for the ad-
ditional postage required in case the
senders’ names and addresses are on the
outside of the letters. In case they are
not, the letters will be forwarded to the
addresses who will be required to pay
the amount lacking before the letters
are delivered to them.

“Drop letters,” those mailed in Wash-
ington for delivery here, constituted a
big part of the mall handled this morn-
ing, as is usual around the first part of
the month. “Drop letters” require but
two cents postage. In cale a “drop let-
ter” requires that it be forwarded to
another city, after being delivered at
an addrees in this city, the letter will be
forwarded by the post office to' the ad-
dressee, but then comes under the out-
of-town rate, which is three cents an
ounce, and o the addressee will be re-
quired to pay the cent extra called for
before the letter is delivered to him.

Under the new rates a sealed “drop
letter" goes just as cheaply as a post
card. Both require two cents postage.

Card More Convenient.
A post card has no particular prom-

Food Administrator Asks Co-Opera-
tion of Retailers of Canned
Goods in Reducing Cost.

One of the first effects of the new
licensing eystem for food dealers,
which became effective yesterday.
should be lower retail prices on can-
ned corn, tomatoes and pesas, says an
announcement by the United States
Food Administration.

Congress failed to give the food ad-
ministrator direct power over the re-
taller doing a business of less than
$100,000 a year, but a statement made
public today says the administration
“is hopeful of the patriotic co-opera-
tion of retailers.”” As the work of 1i-
censing becomes more systematized,
however, wholesalers and jobbers will
be prohibited from selling to retallera
who charge more than a reasonable
profit, and in this way the small re-
tailer may be controlled. Referring to
canned goods, the administration saya:

“Many lines of canned goods were
bought by dealers at low prices last
spring on future contracts. These
gooda are now being dellvered, the
canning season being at an end. If the
denlers take only a reasonable margin
of profit on these goods the prices to
the consumer should be corresponding-
1y low. It is éxpected that the goods
which the wholesalers still have on
hand and which were bought early will
be sold under a lower margin under
the llcensing regulations than has pre-
vailed up to the present, and alao in
accordance with woluntary assurance
given them by the food administra-
don."™

The 1917 pack of canned corn will total
11,000,000 cases, the food administration

“This large pack,” the announcement
said, “should place canned corn on the
list of food products to be obtained at
reasonable prices."”

Reports of a shortage of =alt in the
United States were denounced today by
the food administration. There is an
abundance of salt, it was said, to meet
every need.

Provost Marshal General
Crowder Wants Ranks at
Camp Meade Completed.

100 MOBE TO BE CALLED

Provost Marshal General Crowder
has notified the District Commissioners
to send to Camp Meade Tuesday morn-
ing all the remaining white men with-
in the sespective quotas of the eleven
local boards.

Including so-called “paper men,” men
accepted for service in the first National
Army, but previously enlisted in some
branch of the service, the total number
of men sent to Camp Meade by the lo-
cal boards is 829, both white and col-
ored.

100 Short of Quota.

This number is 100 short of the num-
ber required from the District on its
first quota In the first National Army.
Nor does the number take Into consid-
eration the men that must be furnished
by the boards to fill in those cases
where men were rejected on the physi-
cal examination at the mobilization
camp.  More than forty men have al-
ready been turned down at the camp.

It seems reasonable to believe that
out of the 100 men now owing on the
District’'s quota at least one-half of
that number, and probably a Ilarger

ercentage, should be white men,”

aniel Donovan, adjutant general for
the District, said In instructions sent
‘to chairmen of the local boards and
received by them today.

It is hoped that the entralnment
Tuesday for white men, and an en-
tralnment which will be held later for
colored selected men, will entirely
completa the District’'sa quota of men
to go to the mobilization camp.

Wants to Make “Clean Up.”

“Every effort should be made at this
time to send all available white men to
the mobilization camp, so as to obviate
the necessity of a second entrainment
for these men,” Donovan pointed out
“Also, when the next call for col-
ored men to go'to the camp is made,
every effort should be made to send all
remaining colored men so as to avoid

occasion for a further entralnment of
these men.
