Prohibition and Suffrage

Shoulcf Have One Day in
Court, Says Speaker.

HEARS COMPLAINT ON TAX

' If Congress would do one thing" we

coxild get away from here by the lirst
of Aupupt," said Speaker Champ Clark
yesterday. "If the House would stay
here and work during the Christmas
holidays instead of gallivanting- oft
on a ten-day 'or two-week recess we

would get a running start that would
set us far on our way to early adjourn¬
ment.
"But I reckon there isn't a chance of

it. I talk it up to them, they all say
.Fine:* and then they will go ahead as

usual and adjourn over.
"We will have a busy session and a i

Ions one," the Speaker went on to say. |"In the first place, there are fourteen
appropriation bills to be passed, aJid
li t-'oes without saving- they will be
biff budgets this time. But their verj
heavy totals all the more warrant
close scrutiny and careful considera¬
tion. We will have to spend enough
money on necessities without throw¬
ing any money away.

Suffrage Will Have Day.
"I am of opihion/that woman suffrage

and national prohibition will have their
dav in court. I think it ought to be
mide JuM a day In each case. too. so
far as debate is concerned. That
should be enough for- talk, then let
them vote on the propositions.
"Most of the so-called war legislation

passed by the last session will have to
be reviewed and amended in particu¬
lars, I take it. The amendments will be
in the nature of expanding and elabo¬
rating the laws to cover points over¬
looked at the time or which have come
up in the practical, administration of
the laws.

A ..."That revenue and war tax bill will
certainly call for modification if the
|'kicks* that are coming in are any
indication of the way it falls on the
country. I get letters in every mail
almost finding some kind of
it It may be difficult to modify it, but
they will have to do something to iron
out the manifest Inequalities.
"Railroad legislation will be urged,

though I apprehend it is going to be
difficult to agree upon anything or
great importance.

Will Become Restless.
"When the campaigns for the next

election draw near, members of the
House will begin i to get restless and
want to cut the session short. TJeyjJbetter begin to shorten at%this end. It
is true that in 1914 only seven days
elapsed between the adjournment of
Congress and the election, but that
time is much too short for comfort.
"Politics? I can't see any politics

I now. I have just returned from a
4,000-mile trip, on which I made sev¬
eral speeches and talked with all
and conditions of men. I didnt find
that the war was breeding politics at
all. As the situation points up now.
and unless something breaks in Con¬
gress, democrats will be democrats and
republicans will remain republicans in
the next election pretty much as they
did In 1916."

Chairman Fitzgerald Here.
Chairman Fit lieraid of the House ap-

propriations committee was in town
yesterday and spent a few hours at
the Capitol. He went back to Brook¬
lyn, but will return this week. This
being the "long session." the subcom¬
mittee will not commence work until
after the meeting of Congress. A de¬
ficiency bill will then be framed.
Minority Leader Mann expects to re-i main until the session is under way,

when he may again have to resumei recuperation of his health. He will
take as much rest as possible, in the
hope of attaining full recovery as
speedily as possible. Representatives
Gillett of Massachusetts. Lenroot of
Wisconsin, Moore of Pennsylvania,
Mondell of Wyoming and Fordney of
Michigan, with others, will relieve Mr.
Mann of the leadership work from time
to time.
Congress will enter upon the regular

session at noon December 3. with Vice
President Marshall and Speaker Clarkpresiding in the Senate and House, re-
spectively.

Leaders Expect Appropria-
! tions for 1919 Need Mot

Be So Large.

OPENED PURSE TO WAR
I

The estimates for ih'.' government ex-

penditures for the fiscal year 1919.
which officially will he submitted to

Congress by the Secretary of the Treas¬
ury on the opening- of the session, are

in large part already in the hands of
the House and Senate committees on

appropriations, where they are being
sorted and filed away for the use of the
subcommittees which must handle the
various appropriation bills.

It i3 reported that the estimates are

very large, reaching into the billions,
of dollars. They will be very carefully
scrutinized by the members of the com¬

mittees and by the Senate and House.
It is the hope and expectation of the
leaders in Congress that the appropria¬
tions for the fiscal year 1919 need not
be so large as they were for the pres¬
ent fiscal year, which ends next June
.>0, when provision was made for the
expenditure in one way or another of
more than twenty billion dollars.

Give for Needs of War.
There is no disposition on the part

of Congress to be niggardly or to re-j
fuse money which is needed for the
proper conduct of the war to speedy!
victory. Tt will give, as it did in the
last session, everything that is de-!
manded of it by the military and naval
heads.
However, there Is a keen desire on

the part of democrats as well as re-

publicans to knov; how the vast sums;
appropriated last session are being ex-

j pended. The sky-high wages that are
being paid labor, the seemingly ex-
orbitant prices being paid for lum¬
ber and other material in the construc-

j tion of cantonments and other' gov-1
ernment structures made necessary by1
the war. are matters of knowledge to
many members of Congress and they
want to know why. For Congress not
only has to appropriate the money ©o,
expended, but it has to provide for;
raising the money through taxation
and the issue of bonds.
The democrats realize that if extrav¬

agant expenditures are to be made from
the people's money their party will be
held to blame for it when the reckon
ing comes. They do not wish to be
put in this awkward position, nor do
they want the public moneys to be
squandered.

Critical of Method.
One of the leading democrat® of

Congress said last night that in some
instances© he did not believe the gov¬
ernment was getting 33% per cent of
value for the money expended. He
was particularly critical of the method
adopted whereby contractors are paid
on a percentage basis. This practice
in letting contracts for Army canton¬
ments hits cost the government mil¬
lions of dollars which might otherwise
be saved, he said.
"It is obviously to the advantage of

the contractor to pile on the expendi¬
tures, which must be paid for by the
government, since it will increase the
size of the contractor's own commis-
slon." said the senator. "I happen to
know that many contractors would
have been perfectly willing to take the
contracts for these cantonments with
a lump sum commission for them¬
selves. and some of the contractors pro¬
tested against the percentage basis,
knowing that it would result in the
demoralization of wages for labor and
the market for materials. What they
feared has followed. Labor has been
paid wages that were not in reason,
and material has reached an exorbitant
prices.

Doubled Foreman's Wages.
"I know of a case which came to the

attention of the Secretary of the Navy.
A contractor had a job on the percent¬
age basis for the Navy Department. He
immediately doubled the wages of his
foreman. When Secretary Daniels
heard of this, he called in the con-
tractor and told him that he would
never again work for the Navy De¬
partment. But there have been thou¬
sands of such instances of absolute
waste of money which have not been
put down as in this case."
Senator Weeks of Massachusetts,

author of a resolution providing for a
Joint congressional committee on war
expenditures, is not inclined to push
his resolution, reported adversely from
the Senate rules committee last ses¬
sion, it is reported. But so many tales
of waste of money have come to the
ears of congressmen that there is
bound to be a demand for light on war
expenditures.
The hope that the expenditures for

the fiscal year 1919 will be less than
for the present fiscal year is based on
the fact that many of the initial ex¬
penditures. such as those for aviation,
$600,000,000, and for shipbuilding,
more than $2,000,000,000, have been
made, and there will not be need for
repeating these expenditures.

Seek Fund for Venetian Refugees.

Italian residents here plan a campaign
to raise $200,000 for the relief of refu¬
gees of the Venetian province driven
from their homes by the recent Aus¬
trian advance.

1,500,030 SOLDIERS ARE
CARRIED BY RAILROADS

Traveled in Sixteen Sections.In
One Haul 8,000 Men Covered

3,700 Miles.

The railroads of the country have
safely transported 3,500,000 soldiers to
training camps and embarkation points
since August 1, according to an an¬

nouncement made by Fairfax Harri-
son, chairman of the railroads' war

board, last night.
Five hundred thousand of these men

have made journeys necessitating over-

night travel and have been moved in

tourist or standard sleepers furnished
by the Pullman Company.
One of the long hauls was that of

S.000 men from a camp on the Pacific
coast to the Atlantic coast, a distance
of 3,700 miles. The movement of these
men was .accomplished in a little less
than a week. The men traveled in six¬
teen sections.
In order to centralize the furnishing

of sleeping cars and to utilize these
cars to the best advantage, the Pull¬
man Company has changed the super-
visirfn of the supply and movement of
these cars from Chicago to Washing¬
ton. with C. W. Henry, assistant to the
superintendent of car service, in
charge.
To assure the safety of the men in

transit the railroads have adopted an

average speed of twenty-five miles an
hoifr for ah troop trains, except when
freight cars for the transportation of
equipment «»re included in the. trains.
Then the speed is reduced to twenty
miles an hour.
