John Wilson, who dled Wednesday,
had sounded the depths and sheals of
Freemasonry, and, it is said, was active
and enthusiastic in its advocacy until
his death. His friends =ay that mo
Mason in the District of Columbia was
held in higher or more affectionate es-
teem by those that knew him. He was
master of Harmony Lodge, No. 17, in
1879-80: a member of Columbla Chap-
ter, No. 1, Royal Arch Masons; a sir
knight of Columbia Commandery, No.
2 Knlghts Templar; a Mason of the
thirty-third degree honorary, In Al-
bert Plke Consistory of the Ancient
and Accepted Scottish Rite, and a
noble of Almas Temple of the Mystic
Shrine. Nothing Masonic was beneath
his interest, it is declared, and no
Mason too humble to demand and re-
celve of him even the most exacting
of brotherly service.

It is recalled that at the communi-
cation of Harmony Lodge February 9,
1918, when he had completed his for-
tieth anniversary as a member of
that lodge, the master received him
with the lodge standing and extended
to him the congratulations of each in-
dividual member. At the same time
Carl H. Claudy. on behalf of the lodge,
made an address presenting him with
an engraved certificate of life member-
ship in “The Charter Roll of Honor of
the George Washington !Ha._eonlc Na-
tional Memorial Association. It was
one of two memberships taken out in
the association by Harmony Lodge
because of the especial affection In
which Past Master Wilson was and
always had been held by the member-
ship, with the assurance that the lodge
“knows not how to glve you higher
honor than thus keeping your name
forever in bronze with hers, and she
can give mo man greater love than
goes to you from all of us.”

CHNISTHAS SUGEESTED

At 9 o'clock Christmas morning
Americans, wherever they may be,
should join in singing “My Country,
'Tis of Thee.” At home or on the out-
posts of cilvilization, in the training
camps, in the trenches, Americans
everywhefe—men, women and children
—to join in a patriotic chorus which
shall sing itself around the world. That
is the suggestion advanced by the
Etude, a monthly musical journal

No formal organization Is proposed.
The plan costs nothing, the proposer
points out, and interferes with nothing.
1t is asked merely that clocks shall be
watched Christmas morning, and at
9 o'clock “America” shall be sung—a
solo if you are alone; in family groups,
in churches or wherever two or more
are assembled. In addition, it is pro-
posed that church bells shall be rung
for five minutes, as an accompaniment
of the world-wide chorus.

As a means of advertising the plan,

the following suggestions are ad-
vanced:

First of all—Talk about it. Talk
about It to every one you meet. Tell

them to watch the clock on Christmas
morning and at 9% start to sing “My
Country, '"Tis of Thee.” Tell them that
they & members of the great chorus
of Christmas cheer that is singing it-
self around the world to bring together
on this Christmas the minds and hearts
of all Americans. Tell them that it is to
give courage and confidence to our
bovs *“over there” and joy and pride
and comfort in the souls of all who
stay at home.

Second—Write or see the editors of
vour local papers and do your best to
induce them to give abundant space to
inform their readers of the Christmas
morning music festival for Americans
everywhere. Urge this with all your
heart.

Third—See the school teachers and
the local"boards as well as all the clubs
in your neighborhood and ask them to
make announcements.

Fourth—Have a talk with your cler-
gyman. His enthusiasm will be inval-
uable. Ask him to have the church bell
rung for five minutes on Christmas
morning, at 9 o'clock.

Fifth—In every letter you write,
whether to a soldier at the front o~ to
an acquaintance, take a few lines to telly
them that you will be with them in vae
apirit of our American Christmas at 9
o'clock on Christmas morning.
