LONDON. England, October 3..At 9
Chesterfield gardens, Mayfair. the
magnificent house of Lord Leconfleld
the king and queen today showed their
interest fn a great Anglo-American ex*

periment. This experiment is called
the. American. Officers' Club, and the
manner of its embodiment ia. worthy
of its ideal. Back of it are one of
the most famous political and social
organizations in the world.the PH-
grims.and perhaps the most active
living champion of fraternal Anglo-
American relations, Harry Brittain.
The Pilgrims sprouted in Mr. Brit-

tain's brain, and his ability, adroitness
and vigor havfc been Its soul through¬
out fifteen years of splendid work.
Lord Roberts HelieVed in the Pilgrims,
was .its first president and for a long time
gave distinction to its historic
ings. The late Joseph Choate believed
in the Pilgrims, ohe of its first
members and gave it his whole-hearted
support to the "hour^of his death.

h Bringing Two Countries Nearer.
Of'the character of the club one may

get ah idea from the fact that the
Fatherland, the paper edited by George
Sylvester Viereck in New York, termed
it & "nefarious combination" that "musi
be broken up." * The Pilgrims has not
been broken up.is further than ever
before in its life from being broken
up.but I understand that the Father¬
land changed its name months
What the Pifgrims set itself to be, and
what to a remarkable extent it "has
succeeded in being, is a sort of educa¬
tional English-speaking microcosm.a
British-American world where* through
gifted and influential representatives,
two kindred people might draw nearer
to each other in understanding and
sympathy. ,From the German standpoint the Pil¬
grims was, indeed, a "nefarious com¬
bination" that "must be broken up.
It was: and is the greatest of those
organized activities that, powerfully
co-operating with ^vents, slowly but
surely swung the Anglo-Saxon.nations
across the path of Prussian intrigue,
arrogance.- feeble humbug and ghkstly
crime. Gen. "Joe" Wheeler, American
cavalry leader, who was associated
with Mr. Brittain in
the Pilgrims was coming to birth, had
a* thorough grasp of the business they
were about. '

What "Joe" Wheeler Said.
"I shall not live to see the day," said

the old soldier, "but I believe you- will,
Brittain,- "when the combined forces of
our lipids will march together for the
freedom-of the world."
This bit of clairvoyance we now see

in process of taking tangible form, and
the day Is not distant, I suspect, when
the whole of It will become concrete and
the supreme moment of a great race s
history will be at hand. To me It la
a reflection carrying the deepest solace
that what the Pilgrims stood for essen¬
tially.a free, progressive and honor-lov-
ing civilisation.is the very thing that
practically the whale non-Germanic
world is now praying for.

Rumania, and I know not how many
other nations, in this conclusive crisis of
liberty.

American Officers' Club Grows.
The work of the Pilgrim* U not fin¬

ished.and. happily, neither la Harry
Brittain. Out of the Pilgrims grew tlrt
American Officers' Club. Both have the
honor of the presidency of the Duke of
Connaugbt and both have the benefit of
the ideas and the indefatigable devotion
as chairman of the founder of the Pll-
rrims. Lord T-«confleld, the ofllce of
Wks. one of the great shipping lines,
and doubtless othes Important aids, have
made the American Officers' Club pos¬
sible. It Is the last ward In beauty and
In comfort. I should call It Incompara¬
ble- the best speech any Pilgrim ever de¬
livered. Who can doubt its value? Our
military and naval officers come from
evfcry nook and corner of the Lnlted
States.
One safely may say. I think, that they

know a good thing when .they see it,
and that no men in the world have a
more Instinctive or heartier apprecia¬
tion of kindness. They will know how
to appreciate the American Officers'
Club and all the Intimate hospitality to
which It fs to be an open door. They
Will know how to do this and how to
tell those at home about It, and no one
needs reminding how thankful any
country Is bound to be for graclous-
ness shown to thos* who offer their
lives In. lt» service.

Come to Fight' for Freedom.
One wonders how many acutely feel

«1» fact that it will be true of multi¬
tudes of our fighting men, as It is true
of the men .of.the British dominions,
that they never set foot on the soil of
Europe.Indeed, scarcely passed well
without the shadow of their own roof
trees.until they came to fight for free¬
dom. What a world blessing that the
distance was not too far for their vis¬
ion! And It was not too far. It was
not too far even before they had fitted
to their eyes the telescope of great
leadership. 'I have not a doubt that
our soldiers, our people, long ago.
some dimly, no doubt, but millions
vividly-r-dlvlned that freedam was im¬
periled; and they knew In their hearts
that In such a situation It would be
Impossible, unthinkable, wholly in¬
tolerable. that Uncle Sam's sword
should rest ignominious in Its scab¬
bard.

GERMANS KILL TO
PUT DOWN MUTINY

/

Bavarian Officer, Captured, in
Flanders, Writes of

War's Horrors.

Written by Lieut. HENRI BCDICH.
(A socialist Rararlin officer who was captured

. in the fifth Flanders battle.)
Germany can never win, for the good

reason our armies have long since lost
faith in their ability to win. Without
faith no miracles' such as required to
give victory to Germany .*** possible.
Even- among the best disciplined there
Is a growing tendency to revolt against
the continuance of war.
There are always men in a conscript

army lijce ours who are less brave than
heir fellows and do not want to
f they can help it. But. making allow¬
ance for this element. I am convinced
our army is nearer breaking than ever.
My Own regiment, for example* was
sent into the front line at the time fixed
by the British for their last offensive.

Pour Days Without Food.
They had four days of incessant shell¬

ing. For nearly two days at that time
they were without food or water, for
the simple reason British gunfire com¬
pletely cut us off from communication
with our depots. Th^ British fire never
gave us a chance. .

Ih that time we lost more than 380
dead. Out of 600 others 402 were
wounded. From the first night sleep
was impossible. '

The British gunfire raged around us,
wrecking shelters, sending the strong¬
est works tumbling about our ears, giv¬
ing Us the impression we were always
standing on the edge of the other
world, only waiting for the British sol¬
diers to push us over the brink, we
stood it as long as we could, and then
told our superior officers the useless
slaughter must cease. We were to go
back to the rest trenches and have re¬
lief or'we would take the first oppor¬
tunity of surrendering to the British.

t Plot in the Trenches.
Our ofacers took no notice, but we

knew that a report on the subject had
been made to headquarters. The next
day two of the non-commissioned offi¬
cers who had taken the message to the
commander were placed under arrest
for breach of discipline. During the
lull in the fierce British bombardment
our men met and discussed the matter.
They decided to send word to the offi¬

cers that the two imprisoned men must
be released at once and I was sent with
the message. I was received by the
commander, who told- me I was to wait
until he hid time to consider the mat¬
ter. By that time telephonic communi¬
cation with headquarters was reopened
and in my presence our commander
spoke to the staff. He, afterward had
me arrested, and I was placed in a dug¬
out along with the two other prisoners
for removal to Roulers, where it was
proposed to try us by court-martial.
Fortunately for us. our comrades got-

uneasy at the delay, and they came in a
body to see the commander, who was
told that he must hand over the three
of us or take the consequences.

Started Abuse of Hen.
He was unwilling to do so, and

started to abuse the men.* He was
seised and thrown Into the dugout
from which, we were taken. After re¬
leasing ua the men went to hunt up
the reat of the officers, but in the
meantime one of them had got into
touch, with headquartersv and we in¬
tercepted a message to say that troops
were on their way to deal with the
mutiny.
We* had gone too far to turn back,

so wo imprisoned the whole of our «f-
fleers and remained in shelter until tne
British attack would give us a chance
of getting away.
Meanwhile the British fire was get¬

ting stronger than ever, and we were
soon relieved from anxiety regarding
our own position by the intense fire
of the British guns, which made it im¬
possible for the troops sent to quell
the mutiny to reach us. We had to re¬
main for another eight hours in these
trenches under heavy fire from the
British guns, and when they found
they oould not get at us our own com¬
mand -turned their guns onto the
trenches »nd gave us much the name
dose of shell fire as they were givingthe British.

Hold Trench for British.
So for eight hours at least we were

really on the British side, holding out
against our own side in a trench which
the British were able to capture with¬
out the loss of a single life. It was a
very anxious time for us.
The British troops could not know

what was going on, and they attacked
us as though we were still enemies.
We had to go through a trying time
until the attacking British troops were

up-a white flag as the British
approached and shouted out that we
were sick of the war. Seeing that our
gunfire was still dropping around, the
British soldiers thought it was only
another white flag trick, and were un¬
willing to treat us as having sur¬
rendered. However, they were soon
convinced on that point, and we were
all glad to get out the hell we had
been In. There were then only some
200 of the battalion unhit.

Bavarians Refuse to Attack.
-On the same part of the front another

Bavarian battalion refused to remain
in the fighting line any longer, and
when the officers threatened to shoot
them the nren broke into open mutiny
and killed the whole of their officers,
for sixteen hours after that they re¬
mained in the trenches, but one day
they managed to get into communica¬
tion with the British and they sur¬
rendered.
On another occasion a Saxon battal¬

ion which mutinied was punished by
being sent into a particularly danger¬
ous part of the line, where they had
to remain under fire for four days. Be¬
fore the British attack this battalion
was removed from the line and a Prus¬
sian regiment was sent in its place.
The Saxons were taken to the reserve
base and after being addressed by Gen.,
von Armin two non-commissioned offi¬
cers and five men from each company
were taken out and sbot, with the inti¬
mation that every day the battalion
remained mutinous the same number
6f men would be shot until the regi¬
ment was wiped out.

It was only after tfce men had each
signed a written expression of regret
for their yonduct and expressed their
determination to fight beitter in future
that they were forgiven by the com¬
mand.
The 249th, which is also a Bavarian

regiment, though bearing a Saxon
name, broke into mutiny after suffer¬
ing heavy casualties in the front line.
Word was taken in time to German
headquarters, and machine gun parties
were sent out to co-operate with the
artillery in shooting down the muti-

"n"y about half the battalion escaped.
The men of this battalion were forced

trf provide the firinjr party which shot
their comrades accused of being ring¬
leaders. The condemned men begged
their own firing party to obey orders,
saying they did not wish more lives
sacrificed.
people outside Germany do not know the

whole truth about the naval mutiny. It
was far greater than has been admitted.
When news of it leaked out the letters
for the men in the army were censored.
We first heard of it by the arrival on our
uart of the front of a party of seamenirho had been turned into soldiers as pun¬
ishment for their share in the mutiny.
They told u* that there had been a reign

of terror at Wilhelmshaven when the trou¬
ble broke out. The heads of the navy
came to investigate the matter personally,
and for two days firing parties were kept
busy, shooting the men condemned by the
naval court*. Nearly every ship In the
navy had some of its own crew shot.
The mfltiny has not been quelled alto-

aether. but it is not likely to be so rerlous
So long as th* navy is engaged on its
offensive against Russia. The men in the
submarine service are giving the most
trouble. They know well that they are
gambling with death, with the oertainty
of losing ultimately.
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Captain Flees When British
Fire Prevents Use

of Guns.

ENGLISH PROVE SKILL

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
BASE OF BRITISH GRAND FLEET.

November 9..The recent naval action
in the Cattegat, where the British sank
a German cruiser and ten armed patrol
ships, is an example of the careful
planning which lies behind every |fcve
on the naval chart. A comparatively
insignificant force of British de¬
stroyers and light cruisers were the
actual stage performers in the little
Skaggerack drama.
TheJ actual fight in the Cattegat

began about 7 o'clock in the morning
and was over three hours later. The
German fleet behind its fortification
received the calls for help, but dared
not take a chance, probably well know¬
ing any attempt to send help would
bring enemies out of the sea from all
directions.
The Cattegat is a deep bay lying be¬

tween Denmark and Sweden and lead¬
ing out through the Skaggerack into
the North sea. near the scene of the
famous Jutland battle. A fog lay over
the entire Cattegat throughout the
action, and the British destroyers
picked off their victims one by one and
sank them. The German auxiliary
cruiser Marie, which was.leading the
fleet of patrol boats, was a ship of
3,000 tons.

Beached Danish Shore.
Her captain. Herr Lauterbach, was

wounded, but reached the Danish shore
safely. Hfs ship, which ha4 four guns
and a crew of ninety, was "suddenly
attacked." he said, in an interview
|with>a Danish newspaper man after-
ward, "by a fleet of British destroyers
and the shells fired by them descended
with such rapidity that the men on the
Marie were almost unable to use the
gunB. Only a few shots were fired
before the ship was a mass of flames."
British and American naval men who

have been on the China station in
years past will remember Capt. Lauter¬
bach. .He was known from Shanghai to
Vladivostok as "Baron Munchausen"
and is said to have been the most un¬
popular German naval officer in the far
east.
Lauterbach's naval reputation will

probably suffer from the Cattegat bat¬
tle. His report that he flred his guns
jaqjong as possible is denied by his own
.men. who declared that Lauterbach was
"seized with funk" as soon as the ene-
my appeared and that not a single shot
was flred from the Marie's guns. The
British commander concentrated his
fire, first of all. on the Marie, and then
detached his fastest vessels to round^ipthe escorting patrol vessels.

Chase Lasts Hoars.
s

This was thoroughly done after a
hunt lasting nearly three hours. This
action, it should be remembered, oc¬
curred in waters which the Germans
regard as practically one of their "in¬
land seaf." The Cattegat is the gate¬
way to the Baltic. The scene of the
fight iq^SOO miles from the nearest Brit¬
ish coast, but less than 200 miles from
Kiel. The Germans held their favorite
"interior lines" while the British 'forces
had to cross the North sea, go up
through the Skaggerack and then
around Skaw.
The Germans had every chance to ex¬

ecute a coup, cutting off the retreat of
the British forces by bringing superior
units up the coast to the entrance of
the Skaggerack. That they did not care
to attempt this is evidence of their ap¬
preciation of the initiative and resource
of the British navy.
On the occasion of the British victory

on October 17 the fight occurred not
in the North sea. but on Germany's
doorstep; not at night but in daylight;
not hurriedly or nervously, for sixty-
four prisoners were taken, drowning
men rescued from the water, thus pro¬
viding another vivid contrast between
German and British methods of war¬
fare. Moreover, no non-combatant lives
were lost or endangered in the British
action, whereas the Germans ruthlessly
and unnecessarily sacrificed scores of
innocent neutrals. The return of the
British squadron to its base was quiet
and unostentatious. By nightfall they
were off again on their business of
sweeping the sea. «

Vessels With Oysters Arrive.
One oyster-laden craft arrived at the

wharf market yesterday and late yes¬
terday afternoon three vessels with

oysters aboard were in the oyster mar-
ket docks. Persons who go to the]
wharf today for their Sunday feast of
freshly shucked oysters will find a

fair supply, but the bulk of the oys-
ters on sale are from the beds in the
river. . .> j

BISE in PRICE OF BBEAD.

Advance in Sixteen Months Consid¬
ered With Cost of Ingredients.
Bread prices advanced SS per cent

during the sixteen months ending Octo¬
ber 1, while the price of flour advanced
249 per cent in the same period, but on
October 1 had declined to 1« per cent
above the July. 1S16. price, according
to a chart presented by the baking in¬
dustry yesterday to the food adminis¬
tration. The analysis shows the aver¬

age cost of other bread ingredients ad-
varccd 194 per cent during that time,
but on October 1 had declined until
they were but US per cent higher.
Shortening increased 102 per cent, fuel
65 per cent and sugar 32 per cent.
Baking regulations promulgated by

the food administration are considered
reasonable and fair by the bakers, ac¬
cording to information from members
and ofllctals of the Associated Master
Bakers.
