DRIVE HEARING END

Ninety Per Cent of Housewives
in District Have Joined

Army of Savers.

Confident that Washington will estab¬
lish & record for the country in the
number of food pledg-es signed in a
week's time, officials of the District
food administration today started on
the last stag's of the pledge oard
campaign.
Into hundreds of District homes

which heretofore hare not been visit¬
ed. volunteer women workers went
carrying the pledge that housewivs
have signed to an estimated strength
of 90 per cent throughout the District
of Columbia.
This is the high mark already established
by the local food administration, and with
another day of the active campaign re¬
maining officials are confident it will gofar above the 90 per cent mark.

Hade Complete Beport.
The Brlghtwood community was the

only section of Washington which up to
noon had made a complete report to
Food Administrator Wilson. This sec¬
tion showed a registration of house¬
wives of 90 per cent. As other sections
report final figures officials will be better
able to estimate how high the District
will run the percentage pledge mark.
A flying squadron of woman wor-

ers today visited all homes in the city
which made objection to signing food
pledge cards when approached last
week by canvassers. Their signatureswill help to swell the estimated total
number of signers.

Hopeful of Ending Work,
Canvassers were hopeful of winding

up their work by tonight, but extra
trips will be made over canvassed ter¬
ritory tomorrow to make sure that no
homes have been overlooked.
Administrator Wilson today launched

a mail campaign to reach those whphave been away from their homes dur¬
ing the period of the canvass. Hun¬
dreds of pledge, window and home
cards were mailed and an additionalbatch will be sent out tomorrow. Al¬
though the campaign is scheduled offi¬
cially to close tomorrow, the follow-upsystem by mail will be kept up untilfood officials are satisfied Washingtonhas registered its total possible patriotlc strength from the ranks of thefood conservation army, which is re¬garded as the capital's fourth line ofdefense.

CONGRESS TO CONSIDER
UNIVERSAL TRAINING

That the question of a permanent
universal military training law for the
young men of the United States will be
given serious consideration by Con¬
gress at its coming session was a pre¬
diction made today. Senator Chamber¬
lain. chairman of the Senate military
affairs committee, is the author of a
bill for universal training and it is
now before his committee. Many
other members of that committee are

strongly in favor of the enactment of
such a daw.
The adoption of the draft principle

for military service for the war with
Germany is a step which the advocates
of universal military training believed
would be taken as a sequence to uni¬
versal training. But the war with
Germay caught the United States with¬
out any universal training law and
without any preparation. It became
necessary, therefore, to adopt a draft
law without delay, and to train the men
after they had been drafted.
The advocates of universal military

training believe that their case has
been considerably strengthened by the
experience through which the United
States is now passing. They point out
that if the United States were in war
alone against one of the big powers it
would probably go hard with this coun¬
try until a big army could be trained.
Under a system of universal military
training this country need not have
waited many months before being able
to put an adequate force in the field.
That the pacifists and friends of dis¬

armament will fight the proposal for
universal military training tooth and
nail is to be expected. They were bit¬
ter in opposition to It when the Cham¬
berlain bill was under consideration
by a subcommittee of the military
affairs committee before the war broke
out. But the position of the pacifists
has been considerably weakened since
the United States has had actual ex¬
perience with modern warfare, and
their opposition to the bill in reality
may help it, in the present mood of
Congress.

Y. W. C. A. GIRLS TO HEAR
SPEAKER FROM FRONT

J. J. Virgoe of New York, secretary
of a London Young Men's Christian As¬
sociation, who was released to serve at
the front with the French armies, will
speak at the meeting of the Y. W. C. A.
girls tonight at the home of Mrs. James
Wadsworth. jr.. 800 16th street north¬
west, in the interest of the four-mil¬
lion-dollar war budget being raised by
the war council of the Y. W. C. A., of
which Washington's quota is $20,000.

Mr. Virgoe will speak on conditions
among the women and girls near the
training camps and in munition facto¬
ries here and abroad. He has been in
France for two years, having aban¬
doned his.clerical duties as a Y. M. C.
A. secretary to don the blue of the
French army and go over the top with
the "poilus." Girls of the Young Wom¬
en's Christian Association chapter of
this city will attend tonight's meeting
in a body, and Mrs. Wadsworth has
stated that she will give a dollar for
each dollar pledged by the Y. W. C. A.
girls to the war work budget.

Mrs. John L. Meigs of Pottstown,
Pa., vice chairman of the national war
council, and Mrs. Howard Hughes of
Trenton, N. J., will be the principal
speakers at a drawing room meeting to
be held at the home of Mrs. Newton D.

Leader of Jameson Raid Dies.
LONDON, November 26..Sir Leander

Starr Jameson, leader of the Jameson raid
on the Transvaal in 1S95, shortly before
the Boer war, died today in London.

Dr. Jameson, as he was then known,
led the famous raid on the Transvaal in
1895, fighting the battle of Krugersdorp.
It went against him and he surrendered
to the Boers. He and his officers were
taken to Pretoria and sentenced to be
shot, but subsequently were turned over
to the British. He returned to England
and was tried for leading the illegal raid,
being sentenced to fifteen months in
prison.
Sir Leander was sixty-four years old.

He went to South Africa.in 1878, and
after spending several years in the prac¬
tice or medicine became engaged with
Cecil Rhodes In the exploitation of the
country. After his release from prison
he returned to South Africa and was
premier of Cape Colony from 1904 to
1908. He was made, a privy councilor in
1907 and knighted in 1911.
