Mr. Klaw declared that the fine sys-
tem, which generally fell to the minor
actors, and the practice of discharging
an actor because the stiar was jealous
of him now are things of the past.

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GUNS IN MARSHES
AIMED AT TEUTONS

Marines and Naval Gunners of
Italy Live Amid Fantastic
Scenes in Campaign.

(The retreat of the Ttallan army to the Plave
has made untenable some of the Doating bat-
teries described below.)

VENICE, Italy, October 22.—"On Oc-
tober 19, co-operating in the advance of
the army, floating batteries of the royal
navy and Italian and British monitors

bombarded effectively enemy positions “Iris";

and communications along the lower
Isonzo. At the same time Italian moni-
tors cannonaded the industrial shops
south of Trieste.

Sn the Italian headquarters, for al-
most the first time since the war's be-

ginning, announced the existence of the
floating marine batteries around the
mouth of the Isonzo.

And surely no one ever dreamed any-
thing more fantastic than the dally ex-
f{stence of the Italian marines and naval
gunners in the swampy lagoon of
Grado. I had thought myself familiar
with nearly every aspect of war on the
Italian front. But one morning last
July I was Introduced to a new plcture,
plunged momentarily into a new kind
of military life and thrilled with admi-
ration for the sailors who inhabit this
dreary and beautiful tract of fever-rid-
den salt marsh. The life of the first
Venetians on their mud Islands must
have resembled this dreary existence in
the swamps and made something of the
same heavy drain upon the forces of
human resistance. But the first Vene-
tians were a far hardier lot than theit
modern descendants, yet these Eupport
equal hardships with a courage no whit
the less.

In the Swamps of Grado.

I splashed through the mud of west
Flanders with the Belgians when the
war was young and found It less terri-
ble than the black sticky glue of cen-
tral Illinois, where I was born. But
neither I nor any of the other American
correspondents had heard of the colony
in the swamps of Grado. Many of the
naval men at the bases in the south
have never been told of the peculiar
conditions which surround and make
terrible and herole the life of the gun-
ners attached to the marine batteries
along the lower Isonzo.

1t was a July morning, the marsh
birds were swaying on the reeds and
chanting their dawn song as our motor
buat passed along the lagoon channels
from Grado to the Isonzo mouth. The
canal wound about here and there until
I had almost lost all gense of direction.
A kind of vast grove loomed ahead with
the rising sun beside it—Isola Morosini,
said my gulde, a petty officer. A little
later we turned into a broad belt of
water, a sort of back water, I should
judge, and at the rizk of imblbing I
know not what I tasted a drop from be-
side the rapidly moving launch. It was
brackish, not salt.

“The Isonzata,” explalned the guide.
Then we swung around & curve into the
main channel of the Isonzo, called at
this point the Sdobba, and landed. It
was 8 am. and my trip in the motor
boat was over. And from this point on
any mention of locality in my tale
would be superfluous. For long before
we reached the Sdobba we passed the
first of the floating batteries.

Naval Guns in Swamp.

Drawn up on the shore of a muddy
island, half in and half out of the wa-
ter, was a steel float. or hollow raft, or
covered scow, square in shape. Firmly
imbedded In It, their long muszzles
pointing over the tops of some reeds,
twe large naval guns were planted on
plvots. That was all. Back among the
reeds on the island a little fire was
smoking and three or four sallora were
loafing about, smoking pipes, their feet
and legs bare. In summer the men can
live on shore, but in winter, when the
winds whistle and the sky is & steady
downpour, the waters rise above the
highest of the tiny delta islands. Shel-
ters are inundated, fires are extinguish-
ed, the marsh becomes a vast lake,
whence only the multitudinous tips of
the reeds emerge. The sallors are forced
to take refuge on the anchored scows,
beside the guns, as cheerleaz and al-
most a8 cold as they.

Their every drop of water, thelr every
scrap of food, the very quinine, through
whose aid alone they are able to defy
the fevers,
small boats.

A- But many of the barges are
roofiess and the sallors are protected
In even the coldest, wettest weather by
nothing thicker than canvas.

The commander inhabits a forsaken
house in the middie of what I at first
took for an immense meadow. Closer
acquaintance showed that in winter
the entire tract of ground is below the
water level and communication with the
opén canal—the only artery of approach
—maintalned across a kind of wooden
sidewalk on stilts. Beyond this flood
meadow stretched the wide Gulf of
Trieste, and from the roof the officers can,
when the weather is at all clear, sweep
the horizon with their gaze from: Mon-
falcone to the northern shore of Istria.
Monfalcone, Dulno, Nabresina, Trieste,
are all in plain sight. It {s from here
that the Itallan naval guns have so an-
noyed the Austrians on and beside the
mighty Mount Hermada.

To me the life of these sallors in the
marshes constitutes hercism, but if one
were to ask them teo name the hero of
their war they would snswer, with one
accord, “the dog.”

Whera is the dog's kennel? Far out on
the delta, just where the curving spits
of sand which bound the Sdobba's mouth
curve farthest Into the gulf, nearest the
Austrian positions on the opposite shore.
It is the curse of the Auatrians, a
watchdog whose value is unequaled, a
friend in every need. The Austrians
know it and 1ts location well and a score
of times their aviators have tried to
muzzle it, but in vain.

Feared by the Austrians.

At first alone, the dog wWas mocon pro-
vided with a mate. They cannot so
easily be ellenced: their bark sgounds
for miles across the gulf, their bite Is
worse than their bark. For the dog
and his mate are two long marine guns
that lie on the very sea sands, so near
that the gunners hear the sound of the
surf, s0o low that a high tide covers
them completely with the cement em-
placements which #srve nas great
cushions to prevent their sinking too
deeply into the bottomless muck. So
far as I know, no other guns in the
world are mounted like these, left
where the sea washes oven them com-
pletely, yet planted and maintained in
the face of what must have seemed In-
superable difficulties just where their
presence would be most annoying teo
the enemy.

The dog and his mate bark in all sea-
sons. When the tide is high they are
temporarily eclipsed, but as soon as
the waters subside the gunners, wet to
the skin but undaunted, clean out the
guns, dismounting and assembling the
minor parts. and in a few hours the
voices of the two are again booming
across the gulf.

The importanca of the role played by

Jthis floating naval artillery need not

be exaggerated, however. Naval guns,
valuable for their long range and pene-
trative power, are but slightly efficlent
against infantry or rival guns. - But
the importance of the guns near the
Sdobba should certainly not be over-
looked. The dog and his companions
are thorns In the side of the Austrians.
They annoy them day and night and ro
spot within range is exempt
fire. What this ‘constant annayance
means only those who have besen under
fire for days and weeks at a tﬁno can

These include two
cars betwesn 6:30 and 6:45, one between
6:45 and 7 o'clock and one between 7
o’clock and 7:15.

Obsaervations ara being made by offi-
cials of the company and the public
utilities commisaion of the service in-
augurated Saturday by the deflection of
14th street cars via the new cross-over
switch at 15th street and Pennsylvania
avenue to 26th street and Pennsylvania
avenue.

Inventory of stocks in
hand will be taken by store executives
Thanksgiving day or evening In order
to prepare everything for the Christ-
mas buylng rush next day.

Full Day of Rest.

“Stores throughout the city have de-
clded to give employes the full day of
rest,” sald Mr. Columbus. “Also, this
will allow a break in the rush of busi-
ness to glve merchants a fow hours to
plan for the Christmas shopping drive.
