HOW WORKERS BEAT LAND SPECULATORS.

Il the real estate within their

How would you like to pay, say,
$300 a year rent for a little house
and have the landlord come around
at the end of the year and pay you a
10 per cent dividend on your rent?

That is what some thousands of
British workers enjoy through the
medium of their copartnership tendency
societies.

The acheme {8 worked this way:

A group of men of good financial

nership tendency society and sell
stock therein to investors. The stock
is limited to a & per cent anpual divi-
dend. They buy a tract of land, usu-
ally on the edge of a city or where
there is a dema-d for homgs, and

build a hundred houses or more al
one operation, Iincidentally Baving
money by the economies of this whole-
gale method. None of these houses
are offered for sale at any price, but
they are offered for rent at about
normal rates. r

As soon ag the little community sql-
its tenants and gets going it easlly
earns the 5 per cent to which the
capitalists are limited and has a sur-
plus which is used to buy up the stouk
from the capitalists. The stock is di-
vided up among the tenante in pro-
portion to the amount of rent they
pay as a rent dividend. No tenant in
compelled to accept his dividends In
stock after he has taken enough to
equal the equity on the house he oc-
cupies, and when his rents have thus
retired his share of the outside
capital his “rent dividends” come in
cash. Ultimately the private outside
capital is retired altpgether and the
tenants jointly own the assoclation,
which owns the town!

What Tenants May "“Bay.”

No tenant can say “This house I8
mine,”” but he can say “These houses
are ours.” When his cousins come
out for a Sunday visit he doesn't
show them merely the kitchen, the
cellar, the bedrooms and a jealously

fenced back yard on & slim litile
twenty-foot lot; he shows them the
whole town, the park, the playground,
the club, the streets and the various
styles of houses—he {8 part owner of
them all! Incidentally, he knows his
neighbors and co-operates with them
in gelling new tenants,

If circumstances, such ag a change
of job, compel him to move away, he
i8 not incumbered by the necessity of
selling or renting his house, He puts
his stock in his pocket and moves
freely; the company has the burdeéns
of handling the house, the only siring
to his investment being that the com-
pany has the right to huy back that
Btock and resell it to tenants 5o as to
keep the ownership as much as pos-
sible in the hands of residents.

The whaole tract being planned all
at once, the town planner and the
architects have full opportunity to do
a pretty job.
