concrete ships," said B. J. Wig, chief
of the concrete ship division. "From
our comprehensive tests at seawater
we are assured that such vessels will
last a minimum of several years with¬
out any protection. Applications of
well known protective coatings makes
certain an extended life of several
years additional and with the fur¬
ther development of protective means
which we have discovered, I believe
the concrete ship can be made as per¬
manent as steel, If not more so."

announced today.

cently captured by British forces
there.
The statement reads: "During the

night London troops carried out a
successful raid east of Arras, captur¬
ing a few prisoners and a machine
gun.
"The enemy's artillery has been ac¬

tive against the positions recently
captured by us south of the Somme."

Czecho Slovak Army
Wins German Respect;

Bolsheviki Tottering
By the Auoctated Prto.
XjONDON*. July 9..Statements at¬

tributed by the Cologne Qaxette to a

German, described as holding for many
yean a distinguished position In the
tnr east, and who lately traveled from
China to Germany across Siberia, 'are

printed In the Tiroes. The German Is
very contemptuous of Gen. SemenotFs
Cossacks, but writes with great re¬

spect of the Csecho-Slovaka who, hs
says, ars not destined for the French
front, but are to be used exclusively
against the Russian bolsheviki.
The German says be saw 10,000

Cseoho-Slovaks on the Amur railway,
and was told there were nearly 60,000
Ciecho-Slovaka altogether In Siberia.
He describes the 10.000 whom he met
as splendid material, well fed and
well clothed, but not armed. No arms,
at any event, wore visible even among:
the offlcera He was Informed the
whole force was commanded by a

French general.
The subsequent occupation of Omsk

showed, says the writer, that more
Czecho-Slovaks had arrived slnoe he
passed through Siberia.
Regarding the bolsheviki. the Get*

man says:
"Their power, which doe* not seem

now quite firm, even In Moscow and
Petrograd, does not exist at all In
Siberia. The smallest soviet does
what it likes there. Everybody's first
concern is himself. Soviet soldiers
search the houses of the bourgeois
population and seise their property.
Hotels also are searched and plun¬
dered. Nobody has a minute's se¬

curity. These rascals are criminals
who escaped from prison or were re¬
leased by the bolsheviki. They are
armed to the teeth.
'The authors of the terrible butch¬

eries on the Amur were these crim¬
inals. There was absolutely no bat.
tie. The people were simply mur¬
dered. Some rich merchants shot
themselves to escape bestial tortures.
Educated classes yearn for the day
when the Germans will come to cre¬
ate order. A counter revolution is
being systematically prepared. Le-
nlne and Trotsky will disappear."

10,000 Armed German
and Magyar Prisoners

Reported in Siberia
BJ the Associated Press.
LONDON, June 9..An American of¬

ficial mission which has just returned
to Harbin from Siberia confirms recent
rumors of the presence at Irkutsk of
10,000 armed German and Magyar
prisoners, according to a dispatch to
the Daily Mali from Harbin under date
of July 1. A number of the prisoners
talked freely with the Americans, with
whom they seemed anxious to In¬
gratiate themselves. They said they
were fighting the Czecho-Slovacks be¬
cause the Csecho-Slovaks were pre¬
venting them from returning home.
The correspondent says that the

prisoners were acting under the direct
orders of Germany, transmitted
through the late Count von Mlrbach,
who ordered them to prevent the
Cseoho-Slovaks at all costs from reach¬
ing eastern Siberia and Vladivostok.
A dispatch to the Mail from Tien¬

tsin, dated July 3, says that the over¬
throw of the bolsheviki at Vladivostok
produced remarkable effects in eastern
Siberia, especially among the adher¬
ents of Gen. Semenoff, who seemed to
have a renewed chance of overcoming
their opponents In the country east of
Lake Baikal.

Dispatches received July 5 stated
that the bolshevik forces and armed
German and Austrian prisoners had
been defeated near Irkutsk by the
Cseoho-Slovaks and had retreated east¬
ward from that city.

AUSTRIANS LOSE 20,000
. IN BATTLES ON PIAVE

Forty Square Mile* of New Terri¬
tory Obtained by Italians In

Becent Fighting.
By the Associated Press.
ITALIAN ARMY HEADQUARTERS.

Sunday, July 7..-Venice's liberation
by the expulsion of the Austro-Hun-
garlans from the delta of the Piave
river was attended by some of the
hardest fighting: seem on this front.
The Austrlans put up a terrible re¬
sistance and it is estimated that 20,-
000 officers and men, or 60 per cent
of their effectives, were killed,
wounded or taken prisoner.

It was due to the untiring valor of
the Navy's gunboats and sailors and
soldiers lighting neck deep In mud,
water and reeds that the Austrian
flanking movement was blocked. The
fighting was especially arduous on the
hundreds of canals behind the lagoon
district, where every cellarless hut had
been transformed Into a machine gun
nest.
The Italians had to make night at¬

tacks, swimming with a knife in their
teeth, until they surprised and killed
the machine gun defenders. The ar¬
tillery of both sides played night and
day freely upon every road built in
between the canals.
The result of the battle gives the

Italians nearly forty square miles of
new territory and a shorter front.

more apparent to Germany that the
United 8tates Is to be the decisive
factor in the war, the actual organi¬
sation of a league of nations will
have a practical effect In Germany and
Austria. The people will know that
civilized society has organized and
that the central powers can be ad-
mitted or rejected from the family of
nations not merely from political but
economic Intercourse by that league
The encouraging words of President

Wilson's series of speeches about
small nationalities helped to bring
about the Czecho-Slovak movement.
Putting Into concrete form some of
the principles the President has ex-
PDunded might conceivably develop
more converts and eventually cause
the disintegration of the political
forces who rule the central powers
today.

But the element of surprise cannot be
bo effective now as in the two preced¬
ing assaults against St. Quentln and
along the Chemin-des-Damea.
Perhaps the most striking sign

among the few indicating the Germans
future movement is the fact that since
the last phase of their offensive they
have dug no defensive trenches on
that part of the front lying between
the Marne and Solssohs. In that ter¬
ritory, however, their recent encoun¬
ters with the French and American
troops have shown them that the allies
are fully prepared to meet any at¬
tempt at further progress.

Put Brakes on Germans.
Correspondence of the Associated Press.
WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN

FRANCE. June 28..While the main
resistance to a great enemy drive must
necessarily come from the artilleryand infantry, it is not al**ys realised
how much the allied air forces con¬
tribute to the work of applying the
brakes to the German military ma¬
chine.
During the early stages of an of¬

fensive the whole character of air
fighting changes. While maintaining
reconnaissance and bombing behind
the enemy's lines, a great number of
machines are sent up with a roving
commission to harass and impede the
advance by causing the maximum of
inconvenience. They attack cross¬
roads and important junctions, they
destroy dumps and transport and they
disperse concentrations of troops.

May Dislocate Movement.
For this work some of the fastest

and most mobile of fighting machines
are employed, flown by pilots special¬
ly trained for obstrutive fighting. In
modern war an advance must go by
time table. An hour's delay in taking
an objective, the result of an unex¬
pectedly obstinate resistance at a
vital point may lead to dislocation of
the whole movement.

ai_There can be little doubt that the
failure of the German high command
to develop the initial advantages
gained in the fighting this spring was
due largely to the splendid work done
by the entente airmen.
