COMPLAIN OF BEING
KEPT FROM ROOMS

Scores Report Forc;ible Ac-
tion by Landlords, Who
Fear Influenza Spread.

Scores of people, many of them gov-
ernment war workers, are being
forcibly kept out of their rooms in
boarding houses and apartments of
the District by landlords, according to
Capt. Julius I. Peyser of the United
States Homes Registration Service,

Glenn Willett, recently named a
special assistant District attorney to
aid Capt. Peyser in handling land-
lord and tenant cases, is recelving nu-
merous complaints from roomers, tell-
ing of being forcibly kept from their
rooms. Fear on the part of landlords
that roomers who show signs of hav-
ing influenza will spread the disease
in their homes is believed to be the
cause of many of the complaints,

Acts for Their Pro.tectinn?

Assistant District Attorney Willett
will, in every case possible, seek to
y protect the roomers by invoking sec-

jtion 851 of the District code, which
rovers cases of forcible entry and de-
tainer.

One woman called at the home reg-
istration office, 1414 N street, today
and told Capt. Peyser that she and her
sick daughter were set out of an
apartment in the northwest section of
the city this morning. According to

in the apartment some time ago, and
last week the tenant from whom she
subleased moved out, leaving her in
the apartment.

Health Officer Fowler declared this
morning that while he did not know
of the practice of landlords locking
out from their rooms war workers be-
cause they caught cold and believed
themselves suffering from influenza,
expressed the opinion that the regula-
tion as laid down by the District au-
thorities in suppressing the disease
would thoroughly.cover the matter so
that guilty landlords would be com-
pelled by law to take in such persons.

Thinks Rules Will Govern.

_ “Though I cannot express an opin-
ion legally on the matter. we have
| rot had any reports showing where
this has been done” said Dr. Fowler.
“I am firmly convinced that the rules
and regulations regarding the pre-
vention of spreading the disease,
when broadly interpreted, will domi-
nate the situation.

“In my opinion, if war workers
from other communities come here to
work for the government. and obtain
rooms, landlords under the law re-
cently promulgated can be compelled
to take them in, provided the disease
is contracted while the workers are
tenants. The facts that the disease is
contracted outside of the room should
not bar re-entrance, in my opinion.”
