Remarkable Decrease.
When It is considered that the 242

new cases of influenza making up
the report this morning Includes all
cases put in the mails by attending
Physicians up to the early morning
delivery Saturday the slump is re¬
markable and goes Jar beyond the
most extravagant hopes of any of
those connected with the fight against
influenza.
Health Officer Fowler said, when the

official figures were handed him: "*'1
am more than pleased and equally
surprised at the heavy decline in the
number of new cases. 1 had been
looking for a substantia! falling off of
new cases, but the f/ig slump is a
more hopeful condition than I had
hoped for. I feel now that with a
heavy decline of n?w cases developing
and the mildness of the cases now be¬
ing reported and treated, that the
spread of the contagion has been stop¬
ped. and from now on we may hope to
master the situation and restore the
city to lls normal health. conditions.
The Bmallness of the number of new
cases and their mildress as compared
with the early stagej of the disease.
gives assurance that there will, from
day to day, be a material falling off of
the death list."

There are 156 patients in the emer¬

gency influenza hospita.1 at 18th street
and Virginia avenue. This is an in-I
crease over Saturday of sixty-one, f
when there were ninety-five cots oc-
cupicd by patients. Friday there!
were seventy cases.
This emergency hospital, operated';

under the direction of Surgeon Gen-j
eral Blue of the United States Public
Health Service, with Dr. J. G. Wilson
of that service in charge, is prepared
to care for all cases sent there. Ad¬
ditional trained nurses are needed
there, but with that exception there
is a corps of public health service
physicians to take care of the sick,
with soldier and woman orderlies
trained and untrained nurses and oth¬
ers to help in the work.

Conditions Now Improving.
Since the opening of the hospital

last week there have been twelve
deaths. Most of these fatalities were
due to the advanced stage of the dis¬
ease when the patients reached the
hospital.
The worst conditions are over and

the health authorities are in position
to render medical and other service
for the sick and offer a high-class
hospital treatment. It is believed by
the health authorities that many of
the deaths in the early stages of the
epidemic were due to lack of phvsi-

cians. medical attention nurses and
( hospital facilities and medicines.

EATING PLACES IN LINE

The war program for public eating
-pTace*; recently announced by the
United States food administration, to-

day -ivent into effect throughout the j
country. \ i
The general public lias likewise j

been requested to co-operate with >

eating places in following out the
"twelve general orders" to conserve
food so that the United States can
ship by the year ending July 1; 1919,
5.7'iO.OOO more tons of foodstuffs than
the year previous.
In a statement issued today directly

to managers of public eating places
and indirectly to every femily in the
United States. Food Adminictrator
Hoover points out that if the war Is
to end in 1919 the United States must
sacrifice more than ever before at its
table.

Figures Show Increase.
Mr. Hoover gives figures to show i

the enormous increase in exports of
foo('.stuffs from this country to Eu-
.rope for the year ending July 1, 1918,
as compared with the average three-
year pre-war period shipments, audi
the enormous increase expected from.,
America for this year. A table, sutfc
mltted by the food administrator g.n3
compared, with previous years shows
the round amounts of food required
by the allied civilians and armies, our
armies, the Belgian relief and.certain
neutrals, who are dependent upon us.
The table follows:

selves mora In order to transport oar
soldiers. We can lo no less than fill
the sblpa they send us.
"Of our Imports." he soatinuea. "we

shall apparently have sufficient sugar
to maintain the present consumption
and take care of the extra drain of
the allies from our markets instead of
compelling' them to. send their ships to
the far east. We can secure in sail¬
ing Vessels the coffee we need if no

or,p makes an overbrew. Of our own
products we must secure a reduction
i» consumption and waste In the two
great groups of, llrst, breadstuff*, and
second, meats and'fats; that is. in all
bread -and cereals, beef, pork, poultry,
dairy and vegetable-oil products. The
average consumption'of our people of
brcadstuffs amounts to about six
pounds per week and of meats end
fats to four pounds per week for each
person. A reduction in consumption
of less than one-half pound per week
per person In each of these two great
groups of foods; would accomplish our

purpose. We wish to emphasize, how¬
ever; that we do not want curtail¬
ment in the use of milk for children.

Simpler living* Needed.
"We need even greater simplicity of

living than last year among all those
of the community to whom foodstuffs
are a secondary item in expenditure.
"Some of our homes* by reason of

limited income, cannot now afford
more food than they should have to
maintain health#in the family. They
cannot' rightfully be asked to make
the suggested reduction in consump¬
tion. But the great majority of our

homes can do more than suggested.
"It is necessary that every family

in the United States study its food
budget and food ways to see if It. j
cannot buy less, serve less, return j
nothing to the kitchen and practice j
the gospel of the clean plate."

Cereals, Heats, Fats, Sugar.
Under the "twelve general orders"

the food administration urges that :
cereals, meatn and fats be used spar-
ingiy. Sugar should not be served I
unless requested, and the sugar bowl
must be eliminated from the table. J
Candies should not be served after
meals, end icing made with cane or
beet sugar should be eliminated from
all "cakes..

COPELANO IS ARRAIGNED
ON CHARGE OF MURDER

Herbert L. Copeland, colored, charg-
ed with murder in the first degree in
connection with the death of Lieut.
David T. Dunigan and Policeman John
A. Conrad May 21 last, was arraign-
ed today in Criminal Division 1 be¬
fore Justice Siddons.
The prisoner pleaded not guilty and

asked the court to assign a lawyer to
defend him. Justice Siddons will se¬

lect counsel for him.
Copeland came into court on

crutches and was allowed to remain
seated while the two indictments were
read to him. His voice is weak and it
was with difficulty that his plea could
be heard.
The prisoner received several

wounds before he was captured in a
house on Carrollsburg street south-
west, where he had barricaded himself
and where he killed Lieut. Dunigan,
in charge of a squ«td sent to capture
him.
Policeman Conrad, together with a

Maryland constable, had been killed
earlier in the evening while attempt¬
ing to serve a summons on Copeland
at his home, near 1st and I streets
northeast. Copeland had fled to the
Carrollsburg street house.
