PLAN T0 CLOTHE
VICTIN OF HUNS

Drive Begins in D._C. Today
for the Collection of
Needed Garments.

APPEAL BY RED CROSS

The .powerful and intricate ma-

chinery of the American Red Cross
has been put in order, geared and
oiled for the collection during the
seven days beginning tpday of no
less than 20,000,000 pounds of worn
clothing, shoes and bedding to be
given to the destitute refugees of the
allied European countries. This is in-
tended to be the greatest campaign
of its kind in the annals of American

relief work—or, in fact, that of any
other nation.

There are millions of refugees—men,
women and children—in the liberated
countries of Europe, and their lack of
adequate and warm clothing is, per-
haps, the greatest problem they now
have to face, according to Red Cross
officials abroad. The food question
has taken second place; food is avail-
able, although not of the desired
quality and, to some extent, quantity,
but the European sheep that gave
wool have been eaten; the mills that
weave cloth have been demolished or
else have devoted themselves to uni-
form material, and the factories that
make clothes are largely out of busi-
ness for the preceding and numerous
other reasons. :

District of Columbia Quota.

The District of Columbia's guota in
this nation-wide drive is 30,000 pounds.
Officiale of the local chapter are con-
fident that it will give even more than
its share.

All the allied countries in the war-
swept continent are to be included In
the distribution of the discarded gar-
ments, which will be forwarded to
Europe as fast as vesgels can be ob-

tained to carry .them. Belgium,
northern France, Italy, Czechoslo-
vakia, Rumania, Greece, Poland,

Macedonia and Albania are the na-
tions so sorely afMlicted.

Herbert Hoover's recent investiga-
tions into actual conditions among the
refugee populations of these devas-
tated territories disclosed such un-
heard-of evidences of destitution and
misery ps to warrant his immediate
action: To the American Red Cross he
directed his appeal. Throughout the
thousand chapters in America, word
was sent of the suffering abroad, par-
ticularly among the women and chil-
dren.

For the past week a systemaﬂc plan
for the coliection of this vast amount
of material has been carefully carried
out in each city, town and hamlet
where the American Red Cross is rep-
resented, with the result that all is
in readiness for the drive that is to
begin tomorrow.

Gunny sacks angd
flocr bags, carpets. curtains—in fact,
the most nondescript articles—have
been pressed into use Lo keep their
bodies warm.

Because of the vandaliEm cofnmitted
upon their textile industries by the
Teutons these stricken peoples must
look to America for help and there is
every sign that they will not look in
vain. Every one remembers the gen-
erous donation that was made last|
September for the relief of the Bél-|
gians., and, now that the demand is
tenfold as great, it is expected that
the same cheerful and prompt re-|
sponse to the cries for ald of these '
clotheless millions will bhe forthcom- :
ing. |
