would not set up any news on the
strike which they deemed unfair. Any
newspaper refusing to abide by the
decision was to be left without a
staff of compositors. All the papers
united in refusing to permit union
censorship.

WANTS GULF OUTLET.

H. H. Merrick Urges Aid to Mis¬
sissippi Valley Trade at Dinner.
"With the enormous productive area

of the Mississippi valley, there should
be an outlet through the gulf ports
for foreign trade," said H. H. Mer¬
rick, president of the Mississippi
Valley Association, at a dinner last
night attended, by thirty senators rep¬
resenting twenty-two states contigu¬
ous to the Mississippi river and its
tributaries, at the Willard Hotel.
Mr. Merrick said that a proposal

for the federal incorporation of an
Institution proposed by St. Louis
banks for assisting in foreign trade
operations through the gulf and south
Atlantic ports, to be known as the
Banking Corporation of the Mississip¬
pi valley, might be laid before mem¬
bers of Congress later along with
projects to improve navigation on
the Mississippi and for the reclama¬
tion of swamp and arid land.
