Flight to JJ. S. Postponed.
The flight of the British dirigible

*1-34 to America is definitely post¬
poned un'il Germany decides what
she intends to do regarding the peace
terms.
Should Germany refuse to sign, ac¬

cording to one officer, the flight of the
R-34 will be eastward instead of
westward.
The airships which now are engaged

In a demonstration flight over Ger¬
many will return to their bases to-
night and remain there until the Ger¬
man decision is announced.
"Bombs and machine guns were un¬

necessary in the present flight," said
the officer. "Should they have to go
eastward again, however, these things
may be needed."
The Daily Sketch says the R-34

was over Berlin at 4 o'clock Wednes¬
day afternoon.
(The foregoing appears to dispose

of reports in London last night that
the R-33 and R-34 were armed for
their eastward cruises.)

Warships at Copenhagen.
A telegram from Copenhagen re¬

ports the arrival there of a dozen
British cruisers and several destroy¬
ers prepared to enforce the blockade.

Believe Huns Will Sign.
PARIS. June 19 (by Associated

Press;..While admitting that it has
little direct or comprehensive infor-
mation regarding the German atti¬
tude toward the signing of th« peace
treaty, the American delegation to
the peace conference is optimistic in
its view of the situation.

Tn common with peace conference
circles generally, the delegates are
not disturbed by the newspaper re- >

ports from Germany, received here,
of an unfriendly nature toward the
revised terms.

Decision Is Not Beached.
WEIMAR, June 18 (by the Asso¬

ciated Press)..The cabinet today de-
hated the peace terms of the allied and
associated powers. It wa$ officially
announced that no decision1 had been
arrived at. The cabinet probably is
awaiting the result of a conference of
the south German premiers with the
government. There will be no further
cabinet sitting until Thursday.
The full original French text of the

entente answer, including the covering
note, was finished this morning by the
printers, and will be distributed this
afternoon.

CABINET CHANGES
! SOON. PREDICTED
Voluntary Resignation of Mr.

Burleson Would Not
l

Bring Surprise.

PREDICTS OTHER CHANGES

Must Burleson fro?
The resolution adopted unanimously

by the American Federation of La-
bor at Atlantic City demanding the
removal of Albert Sidney ^Burleson
as Postmaster General constitute the
first public demand by that organi¬
zation or any other labor body for
the dismissal of a member of Presi¬
dent Wilson's cabinet.
The administration of Mr. Wilson

has been particularly friendly to la¬

bor, and when Congress, in 1913, ere-

ated a Department of Labor, the Pres- I
ident selected as the first head of that

department an official of the American
Federation of Labor.William B. Wil¬
son. Samuel Uompers, president of
the federation, has always had the
ear of President Wilson and has been
given a free hand at the Paris peace
conference wherever questions of la-
bor have been discussed in connection
with the covenant of the league of
nations or any other international
action.

Forsees Effect on President-
Because of these facts and circum¬

stances it is not doubted here that
the action by Mr. Gompers' organiza¬
tion.and unanimous action at that.
will have a profound effect upon Pres¬
ident Wilson. Were it not for the
fact that many peuptb 1*
Capital are silently in concurrence
with the Postmaster Generals views
on labor, though they difTer with him
on other questions, the resolutions at
Atlantic City would have been looked
upon as a premise or basis for action
by the President.
But at the Capitol particularly,

where Mr. Wilson is repeatedly ac¬
cused jf catering too much to labor,
it was plain to see that some men

thought it would be highly unwise
and undesirable for any member of
the cabinet to be removed in these
times for a refusal to recognize labor
unions.

Deeds Must Square With Words.
On the other hand, the progressive

elements, who count themselves
champions of labor and who agree
with the substance of President Wil-
son's last message to Congress.
cabled from Paris, that labor is at |
the very forefront of the world situ-
ation today, believe the President
must make his deeds square with his
words and sever connections with
any member of his cabinet who does J
not uphold his view.
William Jennings Bryan. Secretary

of State, left the cabinet because of a

difference of opinion between the
President and himself on a funda-
mental administration policy with re¬

spect to Germany, while Lindley M.
Garrison resigned as Secretary of
War because of a disagreement on

military policy. The resignations of
Messrs. McReynolds, Gregory and Mr.
Adoo were for personal reasons.the
first being elevated to the Supreme
t'ourt of the United States and the
last two being anxious to return to
private life to increase their financial
income. Not one member of the cabi¬
net, however, has been removed. Both
.Mr. Bryan and Mr. Garrison resigned
voluntarily, without the slightest hint
or suggestion from the President.
There was a time. too. when Secre¬

tary Baker offered to resign if he
were embarrassing the President in
any way, but Mr. Wilson steadfastly
refused to accept his resignation. On
th»* contrary, he wrote Mr. Baker a

letter praising him highly and de¬
ploring the criticism of hitn.

Removal Would Be First.
If the President were to take cog¬

nizance of the Atlantic City resolu¬
tions and ask for Mr. Burleson's res¬

ignation, it would be the first case of
its kind in the cabinet, though the
President has removed several offi¬
cials below cabinet rank. These cases
have been rare, and usually cabinet
officers have seemed to be sponsors
for the action, but the direction or in-
structions for removal came from the
President himself. In some instances.
publicity was not given because of
a desire not to embarrass the official
removed, but during the war, partic¬
ularly, there was much more flex¬
ibility about personnel than during
peace time.

Refused to Make "Goats."
Thus far the President has always

stood firmly by members of his ad¬
ministration against all attack on the
ground that it was a personal assault
upon him and an effort to disc redit his
administration. He has refused to
permit anybody to be "the goat."
The demand for the removal of

Postmaster Men< ral Burleson, how-
ever, is different from any other case
ever presented to the President, for
Mr. Wilson's political family.the
conspicuous members of the demo-
ratic national committer.have made

it plain to him. by letter and other¬
wise. that the Postmaster General is
an insuperable obstacle to the polit¬
ical success of the democratic party
on the ground that he has alienated
hundejrds of thousands of voters
Criticism of the administration of

the Post Office Department and the
telephone and telegraph lines has
been at the bottom the movement
against the Postmaster (Jeneral.
though he himself has attributed It
to the alleged prejudices of newspa¬
pers and periodicals in connection
with his attitude on second-class mail
rates.

SENATORS IN HOT
DEBATE ON LEAGUE

*

Vice President Forced to Cite
Rules Against Irate

Members.

WILLIAMS STARTS ROW

/ A charge by Senator Williams that
thp forei^tl relations committee had,
been "stacked against the league of
nations" by the republicans, started
a heated debate in the Senate this
afternoon.
The partisan clash became so heat¬

ed that Vice President Marshall re¬

peatedly admonished senators against
breaking the rules.

Senator Moses Replies.
Senator Moses of New Hampshire,

a new republican member of the com¬
mittee. said his selection to member¬
ship had been "stacked against the
President only in the sense that he
is a democrat and I am a republican."
"No." shouted Senator Williams,

"you have stacked it against the hope
of world peace as well as against a
democratic President You have left
on it only one republican avorlng the
league, Mr. McCumber of North Da¬
kota, and the reason you left him was
because you didn't dare take him off."
Senator McCormick, republican, of

Illinois, declared it might also be said
that "the peace commission to Paris
was stacked with democrats ready to
bow to the will of the chief execu¬
tive."
Senator Williams replied that the

Paris conference at least had done its
work, while the republican senators,
through the Knox resolution, were
"asking for time to think when, if you
had any capacity to think at all, you'd
have thought long ago."
The discussion was begun by Sen¬

ator Thomas, democrat, of Colorado,
who said:
Adoption of the Knox resolution re-

garding the league of nations and the
peace treaty would be interpreted as
an uncailed-for effort by the Senate to
dictate to the peace conference. The
Colorado senator declared the pro-
posal that the Senate declare itself
now against accepting the league as
interwined with the peace terms was
improper and unwise.

Mr. Spencer Offers Resolution.
Before Senator Thomas spoke, Sen¬

ator Spencer, republican, of Missouri,
who had not previously indicated his
views regarding the league of nations.
introduced a resolution proposing
that the Senate declare that under
any league plan adopted application
of the Monroe doctrine must be re-
served entirely for national determi-
nation. The resolution went over
without action.
The Spencer resolution would de-

clare the Monroe doctrine ' "an es-

sen^ial.B^tionaJ .policy", and that, "the
necessity* an« extent of its application
and enforcement are matters to be de¬
termined alone by the, United States."
The tariff, immigration and like in- J

ternal questions would be declared
"matters to be determined entirely
by the country in which they arise
and under no circumstances questions
for settlement under the league of
nations."
The resolution would declare also

"that, the United States cannot band
itself in advance to either make war
in the future or to send its Army and
Navy into other lands for purposes
of control."

Retirement Measure, With;
Amendments, Comes From
D. C. House Committee.

BUILDINGS REGULATION

Chairman Mapos of the House com-

mittee on the District of Columbia
was authorized at a meeting of the
cor/imittee today to report favorably
the bill for the retirement of public
school teachers in the District of Co-
lumhia The measure reported is
House bill 5818. which was Introduced
June 14 by Mr. Mapes. being the re-
vised bill framed after the recent
hearing o' school teachers.

Several amendments were made in
the text of the bill as Introduced. It
was provided that a teacher who
shall have reached the age of seventy
shall still be retained on the active
list in the Judgment of three-fourths!
of the members of the board of edu-
cation. The other amendment re¬
lated to unimportant changes in
verbiage.

Would Exclude Superintendent.
Mr. Johnson of Kentucky proposed!

an amendment to exclude the super-j
intendent of public schools from the'
operation of the retirement act, but it
was rejected by the committee, where¬
upon Mr. Johnson gave*notice that he
would offer the amendment on the
floor of the House. Chairman Mapes
expects to call up the bill for consid¬
eration in the House Monday, if the
steering committee gives the District
of Columbia right of way on that day.
The District committee also ordered

a favorable report on the bill giving
patrol wagon drivers in the police de¬
partment all the rights of other mem¬
bers of the force.

Would Regulate Buildings.
Commissioner Brownlow and Kngi-

neer Commissioner Kutz appeared be-
fore'the committee in behalf of the
Commissioners' bill to create a com-
mission to regulate the height, loca¬
tion and use of buildings in the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and to establish
building zones. .Col. Kutz said that an
Immense building boom will soon be
under way in Washington, and he ex¬
pects that building operations in
Washington within the next year will
be in excess of the three preceding
years. The necessity for the proposed
bill was explained to the committee.
Members of the committee evinced

favorable interest in the bill and It
was decided to hold a special meet¬
ing of the committee some day next
week, when Col. Kutz will go over the
bill by sections and explain them.

Vote for Churchwomen.
The committee also ordered a favor¬

able report on the bill allowing wom-
en to vote in the convention of the
Protestant Episcopal Church of the

I Diocese of Washington, incorporated
under act of Congress.

BRUSSELS, June 19..President
Wilson, who reached the Belgian
capital last night after a day's trip
from the border, which took him
through the district devastated by the
war, began the second day of his
visit to Belgium this morning by
motoring to Ctiarleroi with King Al¬
bert. They set out on their trip at
9 o'clock, accompanied by M. Jaspar.
the minister of economics, and a nu¬
merous suite.

Short Speech by the President.
On stepping out of the palace this

morning the President found several
thousand persons assembled there,
who clamored for a speech. He re¬
sponded with his first public talk,
which was confined to a few words.
"My friends," safd the President,

"in coming here personally I have
merely followed my own heart and the
heart of the American people toward
Belgium."
The king expected to show the

American executive the destruction
wrought by the Hermans in the mines
at Charleroi and supply him with
documentary information of the
wholesale and systematic destruction
practiced by the Germans.
The President was not accompanied

by Mrs. Wilson, who was somewhat
fatigued after yestenjay's trying
journey.
A luncheon at the American lega¬

tion. the appearance of the President
before the Belgian chamber of
deputies and his reception by Cardi¬
nal Mercier at Malines were a few
of the features 011 today's program.
In the palace the President had met

all the members of the Belgian cabi¬
net and Cardinal Mercier. By (rail¬
ing first, the cardinal offered a diplo¬
matic-route for the President's * call
upon him at Malines today.

Address From the Labor Party.
The general council of the Belgian

labor party has addressed a message
to President Wilson, in which it says:
"The labor party repudiates any

peace of violence and awaits the reign
of a definite peace assuring the sov-

ereignt.v of labor and the triumph of
President Wilson's principles."
The address recalls the intervention

of the United States in the war. and
adds: "If the working classes every¬
where were masters of their destinies
It is beyond doubt that the Presi¬
dent's program would have complete-
ly triumphed at the peace conference
and Belgium would have obtained
complete reparation for the losses she
suffered."
Minister Lauds America's Aid.
Belgium's gratitude or America's

work of relief during the great war and
for the gallant service of the American
Army during the last months of the
conflict was expressed by Paul Hymans.
foreign minister, today on the occasion
of Presideht Wilson's visit to the Bel¬
gian parliament.
Addressing Mr. Wilson, the minister

recalled proofs of America's friendship
for Belgium which were given him when
he visited the United States during the
first few months of the war us a member
of the Belgian commission which in¬
quired into German atrocities.

"Since then," he said, "Americans
have proved their sentiments toward our
country by acts of generosity, especial¬
ly by the establishment of the Belgian
relief commission."
M. Hymans paid a tribute to Herbert

C. Hoover, who acted as chairman of
the relief commission; Brand Whit-
lock, American minister to Belgium;
and the American press, and Ameri¬
can women.

"Belgian Cause Symbol of Bight."
"The result of these efTorts of Amer¬

icans," he continued, "was that the
Belgian cause became the symbol of
right. It won such partisans of
weight as Cardinal Gibbons, Dr.
Charles W. Eliot, president emeritus
of Harvard University; Samuel Gom-
pers, president of the American Fed¬
eration of l^abor. and Theodore Roose¬
velt. Finally the American Army,
crusading to Europe, took a glorious
part in the common victory.
"Thanks to our liberal democratic

constitution, the Belgian people, under
the leadership of our belovfAl dynasty,
resisted the formidable attack of the
invader. Belgium, after four years of
occupation, bruised and weakened, is
deprived of its means of production,
but is not discouraged, and is confident
of the future. Workers, business men.
scientists and artists will co-operate
in the work of reconstituting Bel¬
gium's moral and intellectual life.
They are convinced they may rely on
American aid and friendship."
M. Hymans spoke of the good will

toward Belgium shown by the Amer-

CRIPPLE-SERVICE

Congress' Failure to Increase
Wage of Pumping Station
Operatives Threatens Crisis.

WOULD PERIL SAFETY

Failure of Concross to include in the
District bill increases in the pay of
operatives at the water and srwerag»*
pumping stations threatened today to

cripple the functions of these in¬
stitutions to the point where the
health and safety of Washingtomans
may he seriously menaced.
The hill, as it poes to conference,

will put the workers at th»* pumpnm
stations hack on the pre-war statu
tory salary basis. It means reducing
their present compensation by ap-
proximately half, as they are now
paid on a per diem basis out of a war
emergency fund. which expire®
July 1.
No one at the District building:, least

of all the Commissioners, believes the
men will Ik* willing to accept the re-
duced pay when they can make much
more on the outside. That there will
be wholesale resignations July 1. un-
less some way to remedy the situation
is found, no one doubts.

Serious Crisis Within Two Weeks.
A crisis may be precipitated within

two weeks which, from a health and
general welfare standpoint, w 11 l»e
the most serious Washington e\er ex¬
perienced. municipal officials predictedtoday.
The Commissioners share in this

view.
How to meet the situation is a prob¬lem the Commissioners and heads of

the water and sewerage departments
are studying from every angle, with
apparently no feasible plan of relief
in sight.

Submitted Flan for Increase.
When the District bill was being

framed in the House, the Commission¬
ers submitted recommendations for
increases in the basic salaries of the
employes of the pumping: stations
These increases, plus the bonus of
$240 authorized by Congress for gov-
ernment workers generally, would
give them a total amount approximat-
ing what they now are paid out of
the war emergency fund on a per
diem basis.
For example, the statutory compen-

sation of an assistant steam engineer
at the water pumping station before
the war was $1,000 a year. The
amount was increased on a pe
diem basis during the war to $1,652 06.
The Commissioners proposed to the
House that the statutory amount be

} increased permanently to $1,550. This.
with the bonus, would give a total
of $1,790. The present salary of an
assistant engineer who is on a per
diem basis and receives the bonus Is
$1(772.06. It thus is seen that the Com¬
missioner's recommendation contem¬
plated keeping the pumping station
employes at practically their present
compensation, though on an annual or
statutory basis.

Recommendations Not Approved.
The House did not approve the rec¬

ommendation. Nor has the Senate.
Consequently, there is no way to ad¬
just the matter in conference, the ae-
tion of both branches of Congress in
the matter having been the same,

It is the fact that makes the out¬
look serious. With no 'funds available
out of which to continue the men at
per diem rates, the Commissioners'
hands appear to be tied.
There are nineteen operatives at

the sewerage-pumping station and
fourteen at the water-pumping sta¬
tion. If they should quit their posts
and the District government is un-
able to replace them a serious situa¬
tion would result.

ARMAMENT LIMITATION
COMING UP HERE IN FALL

Committees Preparing Outlines of

Program to Be Submitted at

White House Meeting.

PARIS. June SI (bv the Associated
Press)..The indications are that the

initial project for the limitations of
the armaments of the great naval and
military powers will be ready to pre-
sent at the first meeting of the league
of nations in Washington in October,
While the plans are subject to the
signing and ratification of the treaty,
a number of committees are prepar-
ing a general outline of work, which
will include, besides organization.
many important subjects under the
direction of the league, including dis¬
armament.
The allied reply to the (Jerman

counter-proposals made the definite
statement that the allies intend to be-
gin "immediate negotiations" for the
limitation of armaments. It was ex¬
plained in conference quarters today
that the immediate negotiations con¬
templated were to be under the league
of nations, and that a plan would he
ready to present at the October meet¬
ing.
This will he dependent, however,

upon improvement in conditions re¬

lating to frontier warfare in eastern
Europe, as some of the powers are
disinclined to enter upon disarmament
until quiet has been restored.
The plans for limitation apply to

American, as well as European coun¬
tries, and practically all the American
countries having considerable armies
and navy are expected to become
members of the league before Octo¬
ber. Santo Domingo has applied, and
is the first country outside the origi¬
nal membership making such applica¬
tion.

MacPHEBSON A HOME RULER

Chief Secretary. However, Would
Have Ireland in Empire.

DUBLIN. June IS (by the Associated
Press)..James lan MaePherson. chief
secretary for Ireland, in an interview
today said he still was an unrepent¬
ant home ruler, but that under the
plan of home rule which he contem¬
plates Ireland would remain within
the British empire.
Mr. MaePherson said he was con¬

vinced the British people never would
agree to the establishment of an in¬
dependent republic in Ireland. He
also expressed the belief that the
Sinn Fein movement was on the
wane, having failed to accomplish
any of its pledges, while its policy
of abstention from membership in
parliament led to neglect of Irish
interests at Westminster.
The real difficulties of establishing

home rule in Ireland, Mr. Macl'her-
Un added, lay among the Irish them¬
selves.
