Method of Internment Had
Preventing Placing of

British Guards.

That the method of internmment of
the German fleet at Scapa Flow pre¬
vented the placing of British armed
Kuards on board, thereby making; it
an easy matter for the Germans to

scuttle their fleet, is the n>st ot a

statement issued last night by the
British embassy.
Had the flee! under the terms of the

armistice been surrendered outright
the British might have prevented the
occurrence, though even had i he fleet
1 een surrendered, it was said, it would
not have been a guarantee against ilie
sinking of the ships because the Ger¬
man crews, with their expert knowl¬
edge of the complex valve machinery,
would have found it a comparatively
easy matter to open the valves with-
out detection.

It was originally recommended to
!h" allied naval counc.l by tin- naval
adviser of the British admiralty, the!
statement said, that the armistice
terms provide for surrender instead
of internment of the German ships,
but the recommendation, it was said.
was overruled by the council.

Decision by Allied Leaders.
"It should l<e clearly understood."

the embassy statement said, "that the
decision for the German ships to be
interned and not surrendered was
made by the heads of the allied gov¬
ernments
"The naval advised of the ad-

t miralty recommended the surrenderi and not internment, but this adviceI was overruled by our allies. TheI decision then taken has of course con-
| trolled the situation ever since andj made prevention of scuttling impos-
j sible.i "It was originally intended that
j the ships should be interned in neu-! tral harbors, in which case it is clear
that it would not have been possible
for the allies to have placed armed
guards on board. In view of the
difficulties concerning internment in
neutral ports the allied naval council
agreed that they should be interned
at Scapa Flow, and that the coin-
mander-in-chief of the German fleet
should carry out the necessary meas¬
ures.
"These necessary measures were

therefore intended to be of the na¬
ture as far as possible similar to those

i that would have been put in force
j in a neutral port, and for this reason
I the placing of an armed guai^l on
board was not considered admissible.
"Even if an armed guard had been

put on board the ships, the presence
of the German care and maintenam«-
parlies would alone have rendered it
impossible to guarantee that the
ships would not he sunk. Their size
and the complexity of their ma- .

chinery would make it a compara¬
tively ea^y matter for a few men.
with the detailed knowledge which
they possess, to open the necessary
valves or to take other adequate)
steps without the knowledge of their
guards.

In Touch With Germany.
"In accordance with their status of

internment intercommunication be¬
tween the German ships was author¬
ized to the extent that the German
admiral was permitted to visit the
ships, and correspondence with the
sick, doctors and chaplains was dis¬
tributed by the British boats. Coal,
oil and water were supplied by Brit¬
ish sources, but provisions and other
supplies came from Germany. Mails,
both outgoing and ingoing, were cen-
sored. :
"The conditions of internment

placed the internment of the ships J
under the surveillance of the allies,
so that if hostilities were renewed
the latter would be in a position to
seize the ships. They still, however.
remained German property. with
German personnel in charge of their
upkeep, and accordingly facilities ot
intercommunication could not be de-
nied to the German admiral who was
in charge of the discipline and the
intermet t economically.
"If a British guard had been put on

board these ships it would have been
[an unquestionable breach of the terms j
of the armistice.
"The care and maintenance parties I

on board had been reduced from 1,700
to 1,000. men being sent back to Ger-J
many owing to sickness or breaches j!of discipline. No men were sent from !

Germany to take their places. i
"Admiral von Keuter stated verbally ijthat on his own responsibility he had'

given orders for the ships to be sunk, jbeing under the impression that the!
armistice had ceased on Saturday. |
"Great Britain acted in this matter,

las she has acted on every other matter jin this war. She has adhered to the
terms of the armistice and has obeyed
the laws of war and the laws of hu-
manity." '

Kverv person of good character and
high standing living within thirty
miles of Washington can become an

active member of the recently organ¬
ized City Club, following action taken
by the board of governors of the club.
For several weeks the board has

been besieged with applications from
prominent citizens of Alexandria and
of neighboring Maryland and Virginia
counties, but action on the names was

delayed because of the club's stipula-
tion that to become an active member
the person had to be a resident of
Washington.
The applicants were insistent, how¬

ever. in their r» quest that they be ad¬
mitted to the club. They point.ed out
Oiat. whiIt; not strictly residents of
Washington, they visited the city al¬
most daily to transact business and to
take part in civic activities. They
explained that, while residing outside!
the limits of the District, they felt
that they had a very definite interest
in the affairs of Washington, and that
consequently they should be regarded
as Washingtonians. jThe board of governors held a lone:
session yesterday afternoon to consider
the formal admission to the club of
more than applicants. The names
were recommended by the committee
on membership, of which Charles \V.
Semmes is chairman. This commit-
tee had carefully investigated each
application, checking up the indorsers
and obtaining the customary informa¬
tion concerning the character and
standing of the would-be members.
Club officers have ordered a careful in¬
vestigation of each application, so that
the high character of the membership
may be maintained. The board of g?>v
ernors probably will announce the list
of new members tonight.

Senate Adopts Item in Sun¬
dry Civil Bill for Rock Creek-

Potomac Park Plan.

An item of $250,000 in the sundry
civil bill to enable ihe Hock Creek
and Potomac Parkway commission to
continue proceeding* toward the ac¬

quisition of land for a connecting
parkway between the two parks, was

agreed to yesterday afternoon by the
Senate. The House bill contained the
item, but the Senate committee had
recommended that it be stricken out.
On the floor, however. Chairman War-
re* i and other members of the commit¬
tee urged that the item be reinserted.
This aetion was finally taken.

Charges "Real Estate Ring:.''
Senator >«Vlson of Minnesota and

Smat.tr Cronna of North bakc'.a urged
that the appropriation be not made at
this time, when the government needs
money. The Minnesota senator charged
that a "real estate ring" in Washing¬
ton was constantly seeking to unload
on t h< government land which its
members could not sell profitably
otherwise.

rl he appropriation w as defended by
Senator Smoot of I'tah. who pointed
out (hat the lands in question were
constantly rising in value due to iin- i
proveinents near them, and that they
could be purchased now more cheaply
than later.

Senator Sheppard of Texas, support¬
ing the approbation, said that senators
are fond of declaring in public speeches
tbat Washington, the capital of the na¬
tion. should be the most beautiful city
ir. the world, but that when it came to
making appropriation for the improve¬
ment of the city "we hear all sorts of
suggestions as to imposition and fraud."

Urges Parkway System.
"In my judgment." said Senator Shep¬

pard. "there is nothing more essential
to the progress of the city, nothing more

necessary to make it the ideal city, than
to have the parkway system completed
at the earliest possible date, and com¬
pleted in accordance with the plan al¬
ready approved."

Senator Oronna said that per c?nt
of the land in Washington consists of
parks.

"I think that is a most praiseworthy
f< turf* of the caoita! city." replied Sen¬
ator Sheppard. "That percentage of land
ber« and perhaps more should consist of
parks and playgrounds for the American
people The object of this particular ap¬
propriation is to connect Potomac Park
with Rock Creek Park, making one or
the most beautiful driveways in the
world."

Mr. Lodge Gives Support.
Senator "Lodge of Massachusetts also

defended the appropriation. He said
"Tt will rescue the lower part of

Rock creek from the condition it is
now in It will be the greatest bene¬
fit to the city and to the people of
this city that has ever been pro-
vided by putting in proper order that
stretch between 'the two parks. It
will be of the greatest value to the
people, for those parks during the
summer are particularly popular:
thousands of people go there and
picnic, taking their children and let-
ting the children play there under
the trees The completion of this
project will make access possible and
will be a great improvement to that
part of Georgetown and Washington.

"I am very warmlv in favor of this
improvement and have been in favor
of it from the time it was started."

Other Amendments.
The Senate agreed al^o to an amend¬

ment providing $12,000 additional to
be used to pay employes of the Dis¬
trict government at the sewage pump¬
ing station and the water department
pumping station. It agreed to an
amendment increasing the appropria¬
tion for the Columbia Hospital from
$20,100 to $23,000.
