Although there have been no Davis

number of Americans and players
from other countries are competing.

when it was among the leaders in
international sport. "The strange
thing is that lawn tennis has spread
ts wings throughout the world with-
out any executive centralization/*
says a leading editorial in the Lon-
don Field. India and Italy have no

j governing body yet. The organizers
of Britain, America. Australia and
Framv. to say nothing of smaller
countries, have still to found an in¬
ternational board which kOiall co¬
ordinate the laws and control inter¬
national competitions.
"Tennis stands where it does today

because of its freedom from insularity.
England will keep its cricket for¬
ever: Scotland and golf will continue
to be synonymous: America will not
desert base ball, but these games are

inherently national, they are indige¬
nous to the soil. Transplant them and
they flourish, but their place of origin
remains their stronghold. Lawn ten¬
nis has no soil. It thrives as lustily
on California brickdust. on African
ant heap, on Japanese cement, on
Swedish timber as on British turf.
Large as the number of British play¬
ers is today, the number of American
players is far larger. Wimbledon can
seat about Ave thousand spectators
and give standing room to another
thousand. Forest Hills, near New
York, filled twelve thousand seats in
1914. Wimbledon could not begin to
hold the people who turn out to
watch a test tennis match at Johan-
inesburgr or Melbourne."
