High cost of living Is booked for a
Jolt in Washington.

Yunds are assured for the purchase
of large quantitiss of surplus Army
supplies, and the food will be on its
way to Washington homes in a few
days unless the unexpected happens.

John G. McGrath, president of the
citizens’ food council, was swamped
with offers of loans yesterday with
which to establish the purchasing
fund. He announced last night that
enough money was in sight to assure
the project being carried out.

Result of The Star’s Suggestion.

Suggestion made by The Star that
eitisene filnance a plan by which they
might obtain Army foodstuffs at a big
saving in cost has aroused widespread
interest. The District Commissioners
and many citizens who were familiar
with the sucoessful co-operative buy-
ing movement [naugurated in Park
View by Mr. McGrath requested that
he work out a plan for geiting some
of the Army’'s surplus stock to cltizens
herea at cost prices.

Offers of loans from $5 to $500 were
made to Mr. McGrath yvesterday. The
money will be used merely as a pur-
<hasing fund and will be returned
eventually to the donors, as there will
be neither profit nor loss in the busi-
ness. Overhead charges will be elimli-
nated.

Details to Be Worked Out.

The best means of avoiding over-
heads. however, remains to be deter-
mined. Volunteer service will be re-
lied upon, but whether Mr. McGrath's
stovekeepers will come from the
schyols, the community centers or the
citigens’ food council is a detail to be
woeked out. Mr. McGrath himself hasg
offered to donate a month's service to
the undertaking. It is assumed school-
m-gg will be selected for the dls-

uting centers.

Bactimore is in the market for the
Army foods, and so are other cities
whose Bouncils can appropriate money
with which to conduct the business.
The situstion In Waghington -ts dif-
ferent because the Commisesioners
are without authority to make appro-
priations. It was up to the ecitizens
here to organize themsslves if they
would reap the estimated saving of
356 per cent sald'to be represen in
the Army prices. The Commisasioners
believe the citizens’ movement here
will be as effective as that of the
municipal governments slsewhere.

Mr. McGrath will confer with Com-
missloner Gardiner and War Depart-
ment officials this week, and it is
belleved a plan of distribution will
be worked out without dificulty.

I feel certain that
the plain people evetywhere love jus-
tice and fair play.

WORK 15 PRAE

Dr. William H. Wilmer Ad-
dresses Graduating Class
at Gaston Hall.

DEGREES ARE CONFERRED

The valuable services that George-
town doctors and dentists perform-
ed “‘over there"” during the war were
em‘phasi'zetl at the graduation exer-

cises of the Georgetown University
School of Medicine and dental depart-
ment, in Gaston Hall, last night.

The principal address was delivered
by Dr. William H. Wilmer of Wash-
ington, who received an honorary de-
gree from Georgetown and who per-
formed one of the best pieces of work
by medical men in France, testing
eves for airplane service and devel-
oping special glasses, and who was
decorated by the United States and
allied governments. o

Life-Saving Service by D. C. Men.

He devoted his attention prinel-
pally to a description of the life-sav-
ing service rendered by Georgetown
men whom he met in the thick of
strife and suffering in France, during
eight months. He gave special at-
tention to the work done by Col. M.
. Gapen of Washington., Maj. Wil-
liam L. Connery and Maj. J. Rogers.

He called attentfon to the fact that
out of only fifteen dental men who
were killed in action two were
Georgetown men—Lieut. Melvin M. Au-
genstein of Washington and Capt
Walter Desmond.

More Than Routine Doctors Needed

Dr. Wilmer insisted upon the ne-
cessity for the yvoung graduates in
these days of being something more
than routine doctors. He sald that
the war has advanced the science of
medicine wonderfully and that it is
the province and privilege of the
young men to take an important place
in the development of their profes-
sion.

Rev. John B. Creedon, S. J., presi-
dent of the university, emphasized the
spirit of self-sacrifice on the part of
the professors, all of whom had been
called upon to do extra work because
nearly one-half of the professors of
medicine and dentistry had gone into
the military service, leaving thelr bur-
dens on those who remained.

He congratulated the class on the
difficulties it had encountered and
avercome during the yvear on account
of the military occupation of the col-
lege and the epidemic of influenza.
On account of thelr struggles these

aduates, he said, promised to be the
real “victory class.”

SINGLE TAXPARIY
OPENSCONVENTION

National Gathering at New
York Hints at Presidential
. Ticket Next Year.

NEW YORK, June 28 —The first
naticnal convention of the single tax
party of the United States opened
here today, with delegates from six

teen states where permanent organi-
{zations have been effected In  at
tendance, Robert C. Macauley of

Philadelphia, who was named petmu-
nent chairman, declared in his open-
ing address that the inadequacy of
the =olution of after-war problems by
existing parties made the establish-
ment of a new party Imperative.

“Mare and cheaper houses, as well
as food and clothing,” he said, “can-
not be had by platform generalities
or graceful rhetorical phrases. Thess
necessities, an well as abundant op-
portunities for labor, can be insured
only by eradicating fundamental er-
rors in our economic svstem.”

Scouts Plan for Service Men.
Continuing, Mr. Macauley declarei

that *the suggestion that returning
