AMERICAN-FRENCH

verelv and more than 100 wounded
in riots here last night. T vo of the
American soldiers are e>peeled to die.

of the exchange of shots between
American military and naval police
and French sailors. j

Tears Down French Flag.
The trouble began, according to

available accounts, when an Ameri-j
can naval officer, who is said to have
been .drinking: heavily, tore down a

French flag and tramped on it. A
crowd of Frenchmen attacked the
officer and. it is said, kicked and
beat him until he was unconscious.

A mob of French civr'su- and sol
diers and sailors attempted to rush
the Hotel Moderne. where American
officers were quartered. Thc-y burned
a sentry box and threw stones ar
Americans in uniform wherever they
found them.

Marines Restore Order.
A company of marines, with fix^d

bayonets, was hurried to the scene
and the Americans soon restored or¬
der. Admiral Henri Salaun. the
French naval commander at Brest
ordered the marines to return to their
barracks As the marines marched
back to their quarters, it is declared.
they were pursued by a mob throw-
ing stones and bricks.
The city is quiet today.

|PARIS HONORS AMERICANS
IN CELEBRATING SIGNING

U. S. Flag on Strassbourg Statue.
"Hail. Hail, the Gang's All Here,"

Rivals "Marseillaise."

PARIS. June 19..Peace was cele¬
brated throughout France with the
utmost enthusiasm last night. At
Bordeaux the departure of the Amer¬
ican students from the university was
made the occasion of a brilliant fare¬
well reception by the municipality.
King George sent President Poin-

care n telegram of congratulation on
the signing of the peace treaty.
"On this happy day." the king said,

"when our enemy has at last admit- j
ted defeat. I beg you to accept warm- j
est congratulations and best wishes." j
The king recalled the struggles

through which the French and British
soldiers had gone side by side and
promised hearty co-operation In the
work of reconstruction.
PARIS. June 28..The formal end¬

ing of the war by the signing of the
peace treaty was celebrated with en¬
thusiasm in Paris tonight. The French
soldiers, who for nearly five years
withstood some of the strongest on¬
slaughts of the Germans, were the
center of the crowds of celebrants.

I-arge crowds were massed in front
of the Hotel de Crillon, the American
headquarters, and salvos of cheers
for America were given. It had been
expected that President Wilson would
leave Paris from the hotel, but the
crowds were disappointed.
The Strasbourg statue had an

American flag at its apex, typifying
the efforts of American soldiers on
the fighting front In Alsace. The ho¬
tels roundabout were brilliantly light¬
ed by electricity and gas for the flrst
time In five years.
Except for the inevitable lack of

spontaneity, the celebration was a

duplicate of that on the night the
armistice was signed. There were
many American soldiers in the
throngs, drawn to Paris by the Inter¬
allied games. The refrain of "Hail!
Hail! the Gang's All Here!" was heard
almost as frequently as that of "The
Marseillaise." American Army trucks
carried cheering loads and American
flags waved everywhere.

CANCELED MEXICO LAND
TO BE GIVEN THE PEOPLE
MEXICO CITY, June 10 (Corre¬

spondence of the Associated Press)..
The government is preparing to dis¬
tribute among the people approxl-
mately 300.000 hectares (of two and
a half acres) of land valued at 22,000,-
000 pesos, which represents conces¬
sions given to a comparatively few
individuals by several governments
previous to the Carranza regime. All
these concessions have been canceled
by the present government.
The persons to whom the land will

be given must agree to cultivate the
property. A commission of federal en¬
gineers is visiting several states to
recommend methods of development. I

PEACE TREATY -DISHONOR'I
BERLIN PAPERS ASSERT

Pan-German Journal Suppressed
for Proclaiming in Headline

Desire for "Revenge."

BERLIN. Saturday. .June 2S (by the
Associated Press)..The pan-German
Deutsche Zeitung has been suppressed
for printing a headline, "Revenge for
the Dishonor of 1319." on an article
relative to the peace treaty which
was published by the newspaper this
morning:.
BERLIN', June 29 (by the Associ¬

ated Press)..Some of the Berlin
newspapers, announcing the signing
of the treaty, appear In black bor¬
ders. with captions on their Ver¬
sailles articles such as "Germany's
Fate Sealed.'' "Peace and Annihila¬
tion."
The Tageszeitung, is closing an edi¬

torial, says: "Clemenceau. Lloyd
George and Wilson and tiieir acces¬
sories have sown dragons' teeth of
eternal enmity."
The whole German press writes in

the strain of melancholy pessimism.
The Taeglische Kundschau says:
"What we need is a despot to com¬

pel the nation 10 work. If we are
unable to install him our enemies
will send him."
Dr. Dernburg, in the Tageblatt.

says:
"The cup is drained to the dregs.

There is no sense in continuing the
controversy. It is better to endeavor
quickly to find our feet. The con¬
cessions made to us are not without
value, and open the way to certain
alleviations."
The Freiheit, I.okal Anzeiger and

Vorwaerts all protest against the
idea of revenue.
Gen. Count Max Mongelas, writing

in the Tageblatt, says:
"There is no choice but to observe

the treaty to the extreme limit of
what is possible. Absolute candor
and sincerity must form the lodestar
of Germany's foreign policy."

TAKINgTsTEp's TO OBTAIN
SHARE OF MEXICAN TRADE

American Business Houses Are

Opening Quarters to Compete
With Foreign Firms.

MEXICO CITY, June 13 (Correspond¬
ence of the Associated Press)..Amer¬
ican business organizations are tak¬
ing steps to obtain a share of Mexican
import and export trade. Competi¬
tion for tnis business is keen, be¬
cause. with the signing of the armis¬
tice, British, French, Japanese, Span¬
ish, Scandinavian and German repre¬
sentatives became active.
The American Chamber of Com¬

merce, representing numerous large
concerns, has recently completed re¬
organization. and \V. F. Saunders,
formerly secretary of the Young Men's
Business League of St. Louis, has
come to Mexico City to act as secre¬
tary. New quarters have been se¬
cured and an energitic campaign for
more business has been mapped out.
The Chicago Chamber of Commerce

has opened a branch office here, and,
according to newspaper accounts, the
commercial clubs of EI Paso, Dallas,
San Antonio and Houston, Tex., con¬

template having representatives in
this city.
Los Angeles. San Diego. Sacramento

and other California cities for some
time have had trade agents busy on
the west coast of Mexico, with a view
to diverting business in their direc¬
tion.

PRESIDENT AND PARTY SAIL
ON*THE GEORGE WASHINGTON

V

'Majestic Naval Spectacle Presented in
Brest Harbor.Several Thousand Re¬
turning American Troops on Board..

BREST. June Of (hy the Associated
PrVssi President Wilson, the treaty
with Germany signed. sailed from

Brest today on his return to the

I'tiited Stales. The I". S. S. George
Washington, carrying the presiden-
liai party, steamed from the harbor
at 2:20 o'clock this afternoon.
The departure of the President from

Prance caused little excitement in
Ihi.s port. There was only a distance
of fifty feet from where his special
train stopped to where a motor launch
Mas waiting to convey him to the

George Washington. There was little
cheering and applause from the sev¬

eral thousand who had gathered at

the embarkation pi^r. A procession
of socialists, singing "The Interna¬
tionale." debouched from the Kue
Siam as the President walked across
the pier. The President waved his
silk hat to the pjraders
Gathered on the wharf were French

and American officials. The first to

greet the President were Admiral H.
Sahum and Admiral E. N Benoit of
the French navy. Rear Admiral A. S.
Ilalstead of the American Np.vy and
Mai. Gen. K. A Helmick and Brig.
Gen. Smedlev Butler greeted the Pres¬
ident iti turn.

Bouquet for Mrs. Wilson.
Mrs. Wilson was presented with a

bouquet of Brittany roses by Mrs.
Josephine Lewis of Cincinnati. Ohio,
represent inn the American Ited Cross
in Prance. Mrs. Wilson wore a navy
blue tailored dress and a handsome
hut simple little hat. apparently the
latest creation from the Rue de la
Paix. She smiled and thanked Mrs.
Lewis, and then cliatted briefly with
her. Mrs. Wilson appeared tired and
fatigued, and apparently was in a

hurry to reach the launch.
The band of the 10th Chasseurs

played "The Star Spangled Banner"
and the "Marseillaise" as the Presi¬
dent descended the steps In the
launch. As the launch went Into
stream a company of marines and
veterans of the Yser presented arms,
while cries of "Vive Wilson!" "Vive
Amerique!" "Vive la Paix!" arose.

The President stood aft on the
launch, waving his hat at the crowd
on the National bridge. The launch
was lost to view down the harbor
just as the socialist parade reached
the cliffs overlooking the harbor.

"This Is America," President Says.
"This is America," were the Presi¬

dents words as he shook hands with
Capt. Edward McCaulev aboard the
George Washington. The President
and Mrs. Wilson retired to their
staterooms as the engines and ma¬

chinery began to roar and final or¬
ders were given.
Luncheon was served at X o'clock

and the meal had just been completed
when the George Washington began
to make headway out of the harbor.
The battleship Oklahoma led the way.
The destroyers Woolsey and Tarbell
were on the port and starboard sides,
while the Wickes and Yarnell brought
up the rear.
As the transport moved out, the

President appeared on the bridge,
wearing a cap. Rear Admiral Gravson,
his physician, stood nearby. "The
President was silent as he gazed at
the disappearing shores of France.
The weather was perfect and there

was scarcely a ripple on the ocean as
the Washington emerged from the
Brest roads into the Atlantic. The
French destroyers Fan ion and Car-
quois escorted the presidential squad¬
ron to the Ushant light. After salut¬
ing with their sirens and guns the
French warships returned to Breat.
As the George Washington disap¬

peared in the summer base the Presi¬
dent steed on Iba krMge, waving a

farewell ajtmwtr to the saluts trora
the French warships.

President Poincare said farewell to

President Wilson's party at the In-
valides station. He was accompanied
by M. Dubost. president of the senate,
and M. Deschanel, president of the
chamber of deputies. Premier Clemen-
ceau was at the station with For¬
eign Minister Plchon, M. Clementel.
minister of commerce, and M. Lechuer,
minister of reconstruction.
The Spanish. Italian. Japanese and

Greek amh.npi'ir« in Paris also were

present, as were Karl Kramarz, pre¬
mier of Czechoslovakia; Gen. Ber-
doulat, military governor of Paris,
and many other prominent persons.

ON BOARD THE U. S. S. GEORGE

WASHINGTON*. June 29 (by wireless
to the Associated Press). Tt whs a
majestic naval spectacle that Presi¬dent Wilson saw as he stood on the
bridge of the George Washington
watching- the receding: shores of TT»»-
rope and waving farewell as theFrench shore batteries boomed a part¬ing salute. The United States battle¬
ship Oklahoma led the way. w.th
American and French destroyersflanking the presidential shi'> on
either side. At about 5 o'clockFrench escort was ordered back. and
the destroyers wheeled about, and
with a parting salute steamed back to
the harbor of Brest.

Brides and Soldiers on Board.
Several thousand returning Ameri¬

can soldiers and a score of prettv
French war brides are on board the
presidential ship on its voyage to thet'nited States A number of tiie sol¬diers who were members of the
guards at the Paris White House and
the Hotel de Crillon, headquarters of
the American delegation, were mar¬
ried during their sojourn in Paris.
The regulations provided no meansfor the brides Ho accompany their

husbands aboard the George Wash¬
ington and for a while it seemed
that they might get left behind. A
tearful joint dispatch from the brides
to President Wilson, however, led to
the making of arrangements for their
accommodation, and thev are one <>f
the happiest novelties of the voyage,which so far has been in perfect
weather and on a calm sea.

President's Peace Message.
LfONDON, June 29.A peace message

j from President Wilson to the Dailv
Mall and tho "Weekly Dispatch is
printed this morning: in the latter
publication. It fallows:
"Many things crowd into the mind

to be said abont the peace treaty, but
the thought that stands out in front
of all others Is that by the terms of
the treaty the greatest possible meas¬

Those who saw through the travail of
the war the vision of a world made
secure for mankind must now conse¬
crate their lives to its realization."
