I came through had left. Indeed,
there were no German troops to op¬
pose the advance.
On the French side everything was

in readiness. The infantry was al¬
ready drawn up in detachments. Long
lines of empty camions for the trans¬
port of men extended along the road.
A little to tt»' rear were bodies of
cavalry. Men stood at the horses'
heads. Farther along were guns of
small and large caliber in readiness
to advance. There was a general at¬
mosphere of activity. From the faces
of the men it was evident that this
was a military move which filled their
souls with Joy.
It is no secret that the French feel

that the war stopped too soon and
that Germany has not been made to
feel her defeat, and it is true that
Germany was not mentally or moral¬
ly prepared for this peace. Her peo¬
ple have never realized the defeat of
their army.
An official who should have known

better said to me: "Our army was
not beaten. We were conquered by
hunger."
Undue hopes were raised in Ger¬

many by the preliminary acceptance of
President Wilson's fourteen points
and subsequent speeches as a basis
for peace. Germany had expectations
that America would prevent a drastic
peace. American troops were so very
friendly a few months ago in the oc¬
cupied zones, but since the peace
terms have been presented their at¬
titude has changed. They curse the
Germans and ask: "Why don't you
sign?" "Have you read the peace
terms?" the (iermans answer. "No."
the doughboys reply. "We don't care

Iwhat they are, we want to go home.
Sign up!"

25 BELIEVED KILLED
IN COAL MINE EXPLOSION

DECLARES CHATEAU THIERRY
VICTORY "DID SAVE PARIS"

Private Dorsek of 5th Marines Makes
Vigorous Reply to Statement Battle

Was of No Prime Importance.
A vigorous reply to a recent article

by Frank H. Slmonds, which stated
that the fight of the 2d and 3d Ameri¬
cans at Chateau Thierry was not of

prime military importance, is made
1 in a letter to The Star written by
Private S. J. Dorsek, who, as a mem¬
ber of headquarters company of the
5th Marines, was wounded twice while
In France, once in April, 191S. In the
fighting near Verdun, and again at
Belleau wood the following June.

Lauds 9th and 23d Infantry.
"Contrary to Mr. Simonds' state-

men"!. I want to say that the 2d Di¬
vision did save Paris," writes Private
Dorsek, "and that it was a very time¬
ly deed of great importance, and not
'small spuds.' " Full credit 1s given
to the 9th and 23d Infantry and other
units of the 2d Division by the ma¬
rine. who says: "If it were In our
power to call all of them .marines'
we would gladly do so." He adds that
he defends the Importance of the
Chateau Thierry engagement to honor
the memory of the Americans who
fell there.
"Do you remember how you watched

the battle lines on the war maps
last June, showing how the Germans
kept flowing In from all sides to the
little spot dangerously close to
Paris?" asks Dorsek. "Everybody
saw the German line rapidly moving
forward in a triangular shape, be¬
ginning at Soissons and Rheims. with
the apex pointing directly at the
French capital. That is where we

came in.
"Inhabitants in the area thirteen

miles northwest of Chateau Thierry
had moved out of their dwellings
They carried provisions and a little
furniture in small carts, and a few
were driving horses and cattle. Some
of them had been fleeing for two
days when we met them and were

Very hungry. The children, with out¬
stretched hands, begged us for bread,
and we could see the women praying.

Thought Force Too Small.
"As we passed the French troops.

Infantry and artillery, including a
number of Algerians, they shouted
.Boche! Boche!' and pointed to the
front. Others would yell 'Les Ameri-
caines Ven!!' 'Finis Paris!' 'Tout soute,
les bodies!' and 'Trop petite." It was
the last cry that hit us the hardest
of all. "Trop petite," meaning 'too
small.'
"The French soldiers had been ex¬

pecting several divisions of Ameri¬
cans to help them at this critical
moment and when they saw us, small
in number, hungry and worn out for
lack of sleep, they could not help but
feel that we were 'too small.'
"But tve went on and on, though we

knew that we were 1n for it. We
were not blind, and we knew what
defeat would mean. Just as everybody
else did. Pity for the war-stricken
refugees we had seen and a natural
desire for revenge spurred us on,
and we Were all proud of an oppor¬
tunity to show Europe how hard
America could flfht. We waded In,
met the boche, halted them and held
them.
"The importance of the Belleau woods

and the Chateau Thierry front is ap¬
parent. Wonderful roads lead from
Vaux. Bouresches, Torcy and Lucy le
Borage Into the Parls-Metz wood.
These roads furnish easy transporta¬
tion for artillery to positions com¬
manding Paris. From these positions
the German guns could have pounded
that beautiful city into a wilderness
of broken stones and pulverized
bricks. The battle in the woods and
the neighboring villages averted

trreat disaster, and in the days fol¬
lowing the first clash with the hoehe
we were called "teufel hunden by the
Germans and worse than that by
many of the German officers, who had
their uniforms all pressed and shined
to display In Paris. They were re-
luctant to part with those "brass fac¬
tory' uniforms.

Given Credit bjr French.
"On July 4, 1918, when details from

the 2d Division paraded in Paris with
other American soldiers, they were

hailed as the men who had saved
the city. People threw flowers at
them and saluted them contlnuonsly.
"The men who had fought at Cha¬

teau Thierry received due apprecia¬
tion from the French people, and from
the day of that engagement confldenco
In the allied victory became stronger
and stronger. It was that fight that
tore the heart and spirit out of Prus-
sianlsm."
Private Dorsek modestly refrains

telling his own part In the fight, or
describing the manner in which he
stopped a boche bullet, but he ex¬

presses a doubt as to the accuracy of
Mr. Simonds' Information gained
"just from going over the top at Bel-
leau woods a year after the danger¬
ous stage."
"Are the graves of the men from the

2d Division that cover the fields from
Hill 142 up to Chateau TViierrv proper.

a distance of tw»lvp miles.-are those
Kraves there through a supposition,
or are they over there because 'he
men of best American quality fell
there to hold hack the oncomluK
hordes of barbarism"" asks the in¬
domitable private in conclusion.
