Hero Son of Gen. P. C. Harris of!
This City Among Soldiers Hon-
ored by Pershing.

In the name of the President. Gen.
Pershing, commanding the American
expeditionary forces, has awarded a
distinguished =ervice cross to Capt.
Charles D. Harris i(deceased), 6th
I'nited States Engineers, son of Maj.
Gen. P. C. Harris of the Dresden, adju-
tant general of the Army. Official rec-
ords show that the award was made for
“extraordinary heroism in action in
Clairs Chenes woods, October 20, 1918."

“While leading his company in an
attack on enemy machine nests,” says
the citation, “he, with three of his
men in advance of the remainder of
the company, fearlessly attacked an
enemy machine nest, capturing three
prisoners and two guns and turning
the guns against the enemy. He was
mortally wounded while operating one
of the guns in an exposed position.”
