National Commission Is Sponsor
for Proposed Change in

World Title Battles.

CHICAGO, .September 3..Because
of the unprecedented demand for
world series seats this fall, the na¬
tional base ball commission has rec¬
ommended that the series be increased
to nine games instead of the usual
seven. The proposal was sent to the
club owners of the American and Na¬
tional leagues for immediate ratifica¬
tion.

I'nder the proposed plan the rival
clubs would share in the receipts of
th« first five games instead c.f the first
four, as in former years. The victo¬
rious team would have to take five
of the nine contests to win the world
championship. Heretofore the ch uii-
pionship was decided when one of the
clubs won fo-ur of the seven contests
The players would divide their appor¬
tioned share of the five-game receipts
on a 60 and 40 per cent basis, 60 per
cent going to the winnit g club.
August Herrmann, chairman of the

commission, explained tiiat the recom¬
mendation was made for no other rea¬
son than to- benefit the public by per¬mitting a larger number of persons to
see at least one of the games. Al-
though the Cincinnati club has not
clinched the National League pennant,Chairman Herrmann, who also is pres-
, "t.cf the Reds, said he ha.l received
-9,000 applications for seats outside
o-r < incinnati.
"There are more than 100.000 per¬

sons in Cincinnati who want to see
the series, and it will be an impossi¬bility to accommodate a third of them

made with the minor league clubs.

GOLF ETIQUETTE.

Every golfer should learn the print¬
ed rules of golf etiquette by heart.
They should be his spiritual reading
and no golfer should step near tee
without knowing these rules of eon-
duct. Golf etiquette aims to regulate
one's conduct toward one's fellow
players, and a knowledge of it will
help us to see ourselves as other golf¬
ers see us.

Agreeable companionship on the
links is one of the great attractions
of golf; indeed, a famous grolf#-r has
said that companionship is the chief
Joy of the game. I.ook around you at.
any club and you will see that the
man who frequently disregards the
etiquette of the game has few invita¬
tions to play with the more desirable
players, for there is no surer way to
lose popularity than selfish violation
of the rights of others. Try not to
earn this sort of unpopularity.

Serious Offenses.
Talking and moving when a player is

about to drive is a serious offense, and
so is standing within a player's line of
vision. Keep a good distance away.
Replacing divots is a rule to be faith¬
fully lived up to.
When several matches are on the fair¬

way. singles, foursomes, etc., the player
farthest away (technically designated
"away") invariably plays first. The
single match has the. right of way, but
if a single is not going any faster than a
foursome it should not in courtesy ask
to go through. Golf etiquette is a series

of rules plus common sense, i think a

player should always help look for a
ball.

1 think it should be assumed that the
least that can be asked of any one is
that he follow the written rules, but
there are many unwritten rules, the ob¬
servance of which classes a man as an
holiest sportsman and a gentleman.
Watch yourself for annoying manner¬

isms. f remember I once took a great
dislike to a goiter who had the bad habit
of coming ovir to his opponent's ball
and thus making his presence unpleas¬
antly "felt." Don't practice putts when
those behind are waiting to play up. A
man shoud not tak«- too many practice
swings for the benefit of his own game
and at the expense of his partner's pa-
tienee. The proper spirit of golf shows
itself in a scrupulous regard for every
right of your opponent.

Let Officials Act.
There is such a thing, too, as insisting

too much upon one's own rights. Al¬
though golf is not golf if not played ac¬
cording to the rules, the average player
should avoid calling attention to them.
Rules should be enforced by officials.
111 all the years I have been playing golf
f have never called a. hole, or stroke, on
any one through a technicality. I have
no desire to win except by actual
strokes. As a consequence, I have lost
many important matches; but 1 feel that
i have gained much of more importance.
To my way of thinking, it is better to
give your opponent a little more than he
has a right to ask.
Summed up, golf etiquette is regard

for the other fellow. It means avoiding
offense, being not unduly depressed over
ill fortune or puffed up over good.

CHANCE SAYS HE AND TINKER
COULD OUTGUESS MATHEWSON

NEW YORK, August 31..Frank
Leroy Chance, the former perries?
leader of the Chicago Cubs, who is
trying to get a controlling interest
in the Cubs, was engaged in a fanning
bee in a local hotel recently, and was

talking of the old Cub days. Natural¬
ly the name of Christy Mathewson
came up. Matty, when the pitching
ace of the Giants, was the arch enemy
of the Cubs of Chance.
"The fact that Joe Tinker could in¬

variably hit Matty in the old days is
ofen commented upon," said J«'rank.
"I have never seen the real reason for
Tinker's baiting feats against Matty-
given.
"Tinker could hit F.isc Six success¬

fully for the same reason that I could.
If you will remember, I batted well
against Matty, too.
"Joe and myself made a close study

of the bitf fellow. And after a while
we could tell very ball he was going
to throw before it left his hand.

Crossed Up Sometimes.
"Now and then Matty would cross

us up. He would sneak over Hie
fadeaway when we expected hi* fast,
one. Hut we could always tell when
his curve hall was coming, ."£d he
woyld only fool us with a fast £he or
the fadeaway about onee in ten times.
"Tinker and myself could never un¬

derstand why the rest .of the Cubs
could not outguess Matty as we could.
"Many a day 1 have sat with Frank

Schulte. Johnny livers and the other
Cubs when Matty was working and
explained what he was throwing be¬
fore he cut loose with each ball. They
would say they understood, but when
they got up there they would forget
what I had told them.

"I don't know just why it was that

Tinker and myself had Matty doped
so correctly. But we did. And if Big
Six would get out and pitch today, I'd

I bet that I can sit in the grandstand
and tell what he is about to throw
eight out of ten times.
"A player to hit unusually success¬

fully against a great pitcher must
have a line on what he throws and
how he throws it. Some hatters can
detect the moves of one pitcher, and
some are best with other twirlers.
Tinker and myself were Matty spec¬
ialists.

Schulte Great Playe-.
"Frank Schulte was a player who

never bothered with what the pitchers
were throwing or how they threw.
He was a wonderful natural hitter.
Had Frank given more attention to

[the inside ieatures of th» game he
might have ranged with Tyrus Bay-
rnond Cobb.
"Schulte was too easy going though,

He played good hall in a mechanical.
nonchalant sort of a way and let it go
at that."
Chance suggested that he would like

to have a crack at managing the
Yankees with the present team of
players and Ituppert and Huston's
hank roll hack of him.
"When 1 was in New York." said

Chance, "I could have secured Dick
Hoblitzel for $3,500. But the Yankee
management of that day would not
pay that for him. So Dick went to the
Boston Bed Sox and made that club a
pennant winner.

"I had a hard time getting them to
take I'eckinpaugh.

this country, but probably the great¬
est is Jack Kelly, the popular Vesper
star of this city. Kelly is a marvel in
a shell and plans to compete 011 the
Thames for the greatest prize in row¬
ing. the diamond sculls.
America will transport its best polo-

ists next year. No effort is being
made to play for the polo crown this
year. While the United States has
many brilliant players and ponies
ready for a IIinpc against the best in
the world, officials of the polo asso¬
ciation realize that England, as a re-
suit of long years of war, during
which it lost many of its greatest
polo players, must have more time to
recognize its athletic family.
Kngland took the polo title in 1914,

just before the outbreak of the war,
and has been the hold-over champion
since.
The international meetings have al¬

ready commenced on the tennis courts,

for several English and Australian
racquet wielders are now playing in
the national championship at Forrest'

SEES CITY OF FiUME
AS A BUFFER STATE

Three to Four Billions Imperative Italian Gives Views to Paris
to Avert Disaster. He Tells Ex¬

penditures Committee.

PARIS. September 2..Appearing: to¬

day before the subcommittee of the
congressional committee on war ex¬

penditures. Herbert Hoover, diT'tnr
general of interallied relief, said he
believed it imperative for the *"'ite'<
States to extend to Kurope credits of
from $:t.000.000.000 to 54.000.000.000 for
a year and a half or two years in
o)"der to provide a market for the
American surplus and save Europe
from disaster.
The credits. Mr. Hoover declared,

should be issued to established Eu¬
ropean merchants, under guarantee of
their own governments, and a guar¬
antee in turn should be given by the
United States to the American mer¬
chants in interest.
He discouraged the idea of g:eneral

control of the transactions by the
governments, urging the necessity of
preserving the regular commercial or¬

ganization.
