MILWAUKEE, Wis, January 3.—
Henry H. Bodenstab. fusionist can-
didate for Congress in the fifth dis-
triet in the recent special election;
Victor L. Berger, the ousted socialist,
who, on the returns, won by nearly
5,000 majority, and Henry S. Sloan,
Mr. Bodenstab's attorney, will arrive
in Washington Monday to renew in
the House of HRepresentatives the
struggle from which the fifth dis-
trict voters have just emerged.

Mr. Berger will present his certifi-
cate of election and demand his seat.
Mr. Bodenstab will file a contest, al-
leging that Mr. Berger wnas unqguali-

Bodenstab is entitied to the seal as
the only candidate who could be
legally voted for

Mr. Bodenstab, who is supposed to be
a republican, feels that Congress _\_nli
be inclined to decide in his favor.

New Situation Created.

This characterization of the merits
of the case falls far short, according
to Mr. Sloan, who will have charge of
the contest for Mr. Bodenstab. He
says the contest is based in part on
the circumstance that the House de-
clared Berger unqualified, thereby
creating a situation which did not
exist when (‘armey contested.

“This contest is based on the theory
that under the American electoral
system the voters must express them-
selves affirmatively.” Mr. Sloan said.
“The voters of the fifth district who
voted for Mr. Berger were not dis-
franchised by Congress or by any one
else: they disfranchised themselves.
Those who voted for Berger are in
precisely the situation of the 10,000
voters who staved at home and re-
frained from voting at all. Both
groups of voters simply did not do
what it is necessary to do in order to
obtain an
the ballot box. If people stay at home
that does not constitute an election,
and if they go and vote for the Car-
diff giant. knowing it is a hoax, that
does not constitute an election.”

Notice From RBodenstab.

“1 have often told those who are
iactiva.- in civie affairs in Washington
ithat the greatest potential source for
i help in Distriet affairs, not only for
suffrage, but for everything else, was
the large number of newspaper men
assembled here on duty.

Not Organized Heretofore.

“In the past there has been nn or-
ganization of this force by which its
inluence could be utilized in behalf
of the nation's capital. Many of the
correspondents stationed here do not
consider themselves permanent resi-
dents and have not affiliated with our
home people in local matters. It has
been a source of regret that many
storiea derogatory to the city have
been sent out by correspondents who
suffered the inconveniences which ex-
isted during the war period, and who
perhaps were victims of petty prof-
iteering.

“When the officers of the mational
press committee proposed that I take
charge of their publicity campaign
[ saw such possibilities for good for
Washington in the work that I could
not decline their offer, and upon the
incorporation of the committee in
preparation for the big campaign
ahead, I accepted the position of ex-
ecutive director.

May Unite Various Bedies.

“It is my hope that in this capacity
I shall be able to bring into close
working agreement with the press
committee all of the civie and trade
bodies, which support is essential to
the success of the effort to secure
the vote. I do not think it will be
hard to show to the people of Wash-
ington that in the mnational press
committee they have a powerful
friend, willing and ready to do for
the people of Washington, and I feel
that great good is bound to come
from and a better understanding and
fellowship between the people of the
District and the small army of news-
paper men stationed here,”

Mr. Westlake said that the plans
for the work of the committee are
not sufficiently advanced for further
announcement at this time, but that
many activities are contemplated and
that the people of Washington will
be given ample opportunity to join
with the committee in every way pos-
sible to secure the suffrage amend-
ment.

{ Election Proapecis.

The contest has aroused much in-
tefest because on the outcome may
Hinge the question whether the fifth
district will go through a succession
of campaigns like the one just com-
pleted.

Gov. Philipp says he will
another special election. Berger saya
the governor has no choice in the
matter, the calling of another election
being mandatory as soon as the seat
is declared vacant. The state statutes
say that in case of a vacancy, the
zovernor “may’ call an election. The
Tnited States Constitution says that
under such circumstances a special
election *“shall” be called. There are
no court precedents in this state, An
application for mandamus directed to
the governor would settle the issue.

Mr. Berger declares that he will
continne to be a ecandidate. running
for Congress as often as an election
is called, in order to vindicate the
right of fifth district voters te be
represented by their majority choice.

Taxpayers Foot Billa

At socialist headquarters the com-
ment is along the line that repeated
elections in the fifth district will not
be at all objectionable, because they
afford good party propaganda. Tax-
payers of Milwaukee county are not
so complacent. They will foot the
bills for the “propaganda,” which
amount to about §12,000 for each spe-
cial election.

The Bodenstab contest came as a
surprise to the Berger followers. Bo-
denstab attorneys even served notice
on Mr. Berger at a Chlcago socialist
meeting, through the Cook county
authorities. If served In Milwaukee,
the notice would have passed through
the hands of Sheriff Robert Buech,
socialist, who was one of the Berger
spellbinders in the campalgn.

REDS ACCUSED IN ARGENTINA

Fires in Grazing and Cultivated
Sections Are Being Fought.

BUENDS ATRES, Friday. January
2 —New fires are burning in grazing
and cultivated sections of southern
Buenos Alres provinee and anarchists
are suspected of starting them. Fire-
fighters have been dispatched from
Bahia Blanca by two railroads.

Radicals seem to have anticipated
their threat to burn crops on Janu-
ary 20 if prisoners arrested for so-
cial offenses were not released, It is
sald by some newspapers.

Says Communists Will Continue.
Determination of the communists

"Why you i to continue their work for the over-

throw of the government was voiced
today by Harry Winitsky, secretary
of the New York communist party,
taken in last night's raids. He was
released on his own recognizance by
order of Chief Flynn and given until
Tuesday to prove his citizenship.
Declaring that the communist party
has no connection with the Union of
2ussian Workers, the socialists or
anarchists, Winitsky asserted, “the
communist party and the eommunist
movement will continue with in-
creased efforts despite the nation-
wide raids.”” He added that it was
“a legal party, and we will take the
case to the Supreme Court, if neces-
sary, to determine this legality.”

Rush to EMis Inland.

Special boards of inquiry were or-
ganized at Ellis Island to handle ex-
peditiously the crowds of alien radi-
c¢als shipped there from New York
and New Jersey points. By nightfall
more than 300 “reds’ had been cor-
ralled on the island, making a total,
including old anarchistic cases, of 442
held for deportation proceedings.
Among those sent there during the
day were s.x children and twenty-
four women.

The male radicals arriving at the
jsland today were sent to the quar-
ters occupied by their comrades, who
were deported on the first “soviet
ark” Buford, which is now at sea.
They were all herded into one large
detention room with bunks. The
women and children were put in an-
other large room, where Emma Gold-
man, Dora Lipkin and Ethel Bern-
stein, the feminine contingent of the
Buford, spent their last days in the
United States.

Immigrants Offer Problem.

In addition to the aliens being
shipped from all parts of the coun-
try to the Island, it was reported to-
day that 100,000 immigrants are ex-

pected on Incoming vessels this
month. Nearly 50,000 arrived last
month.

With 700 immigrants already on the
jsiand awaiting examination and
more than a thousand others held on
ships, the immigration force was
completely swamped and was _work-
ing overtime tonight in checking up
the reds and arranging for deporta-
tion hearings. They are aided In
their work by forty husky guards
who were sent to the island today to
help handle the new comers.

Hearings Start Tomorrow.

The first hearings will be started
Monday. Deportation proceedings
will be held on the island for all
those arrested in New York and vicin-
ity. Radicals arrested in other dis-
tricts will be given hearings by the
immigration inspectors in those dis-
tricts and, when the findings of the
inspectors are approved by the De-
partment of Labor, they will be sent
here to await deportation, it was
stated.

Warned by the fate of their com-
rades, who were deported on the Bu-
ford, the arrivals at Ellis Island today
were a sober lot, and were apparently
impressed with the fact that the gov-
ernment is in earnest. Some of the
twenty women sent from Manhattan in
a group that totaled 101 were smiling,
and on the ferryboat chanted the
“Internationale” with consaiderabla
vigor.

The government's nation-wide blow
against the communists and extreme
radicals was characterized by Chief
Flynn as the “beginning of the end of
revolutionary movements in the
United States.” He expressed confi-
dence that his agents would rund up
the last of the radicals for whom
thev held deportation warrants within
fortyv-eight hours.

“The results of the raids exceeded
our expectations,” he added.

SEVEN OF 30 ARRESTED
IN BALTIMORE RELEASED

BALTIMORE, Md., January 3.—
Seven of the thirty persons ayreated
in the raids on radicals last night in
Baltimore were released today. Sev-
eral of those held are regarded by
the Department of Justice agents as
dangerous leaders. Only two women
were taken.

A number of those held are shipyard
workers. Federal agents are of the
belief that disintegration of the com-
munist organizations here had set in
prior to the raid, as they had held no
meetings for several weeks. Evidence
shows, however, that they frequented
each other's homes and kept the spark
of radicalism alive.

A large quantity of pamphlets and
books treating of subjects on the
overthrow of the organized govern-
ment was found in several homes.
In another house was found a calen-
dar on which were pasted pictures
of Karl Liebknecht and Rosa Lux-
emburg, famous German radicals
who were killed shortly after the war.

DEER ISLAND TO HOUSE
NEW ENGLAND’S COTERIE

BOSTON. January 3.—Deer Island,
Boston harbor, will be the home ad-
dress for an indefinite period of sev-
eral hundred men and women who are
alleged to have participated in radical
activities in New England. In a new
prison, with a capacity fora thousand
inmates, turned over by the city to
the federal authorities for this emer-
gency. they will be cared for until
all have been examined to determine
whether they shall be deported.

At intervals today batches of pris-
oners, arrested last might and today
in many cities and towns in Massa -
chusetts, New Hampshire and Rhode
Island arrived by train, A raid in

258 ARE SENT TO ELLIS
ISLAND FROM NEWARK

NEWARK, N. J., January 3.—Two
hundred and fifty-eight alleged radi-
cals, including thirteen women, who
were taken in raids made by federal
agents and police in northern New
Jersey during the past twenty-four
hours, were transported from Newark
to Fllis Island today, to await depor-
tation proceedings. The contingent
consisted of “reds” captured in New-
ark, Jersey City, Bayonne, Passaic,
Paterson, Elizabeth, Trenton and
other places.

Although 1,000 persons were made
prisoners, only those, it was learned,
against whom the government has
evidence of communistic activity
were sent to Ellis Island.

As an unexpected aftermath of the
drive against radicals, more than a
score of natives of Russia appeared
at the county clerk's office in Pater-
son today to take out their first citi-
zenship papers.

130 ARE DETAINED IN
PHILADELPHIA DISTRICT

PHILADELPHIA, January 3.—Gov-
ernment officials announced tonight
that 130 of the alleged radicals
rounded up in the Philadelphia dis-
trict in last night's raid were being
held for further investigation and
that the evidence gathered was suf-
ficient to warrant deportation in the
majority of cases. Most of those be-
ing held were taken in this city and
Camden, N. J.

Among those arrested here were
Mrs. K. B. Kaross, editor of the
Lithuanian Kovo, and Edward Shain-
fine, secretary of the first Russian
branch of the communist party.

224 HELD IN CHICAGO
FOR DEPORTATION ACTION

CHICAGO, January 3.—Department
of Justice officials announced tonight.
that 224 alien radicals were held for|
deportation proceedings as a result of
the ralds last night and today in
Chicago and vicinity.

'RAIDS DISCLOSE

Numerous rebound copies of the
“Maniefsto of the Communist Inter-
national,” the *“New Testament of
the reds,"” were obtained by agents
of the Department of Justice in the
wholesale raids Friday night, though
this thirty-page booklet already was
in the hands of the governmnt offi-
cials.

This manifsto was adopted by the
congress of the communist interna-
tional at Moscow in March, 1919, and
was signed by Lenin, Trotsky, Rakov-
sky and other radicals. Copies in
English obtained by the Department of
Justice bore the imprint of the Chi-
cago Arbeiter-Zeitung  Publishing
Company of Chicago. Its introduction
says the booklet contains “the first
authentie, direct message from the
conquering proletariat of Great Rus-
Bia to the toiling masses of the
world,” and the manifesto is address-
ed “To the Proletariat of All Lands.”

Atltacks Motive of Allies.

After devoting several pages to the
late war and attacking the motives
0! 'the allied nations, including the
United States, the manifesto continues:

“The communist parties, far from
eonjuring up civil war artificially,
rather strive to shorten its duration
as much as possible—in case it has
become an iron necessity—to mini-
mize the number of its victims and,
above all, to secure victory for the
proletariat. This makes necessary the
disarming of the bourgeoise at the
proper time, the arming of the labor-
ers and the formation of a communist
army as the protector of the rule of

DETROIT, Mich., January 3.—Shout-
ing and singing, and some of them
frequently denouncipg the govern-
ment, more than 500 alleged aposties
of direct action, taken in raids last
night and today, kept the federal
building in an uproar. Lack of space
in the county jail and other insti-
tutions of confinement made it nec-
essary to take them all to the federal
building.

50 HELD IN CLEVELAND
AND 30 MORE SOUGHT

CLEVELAND, Ohio., January 3.—
Fifty persons, including two women,
are being held by federal authori-
ties tonight on charges of believing
in the overthrow of the government.
They were given preliminary ex-
aminations today following their ar-
rests here last night. Tomorrow they
will be turned over to the immigra-
tion officials of the Department of
Justice for hearings and for possible
deportation. Thirty more alien radi-
cals are still being sought here.

ONLY ONE OF 20 TAKEN
IN LOUISVILLE IS HELD

LOUISVILLE, Ky, January 3.—0Of
twenty alleged radicals captured in
last night's raids only one was held
for possible deportation proceedinge.

MORE THAN 150 ROUNDED
UP IN YOUNGSTOWN, OHIO

YOUNGSTOWN, Oho, January 3.—
More than 150 alleged radicals had
been taken into custody here tonight
by federal agents. Twenty-two al-
ready have been slated as those
against whom “perfect cases’” are said
to Fave beem made. Many have not
yet been interrogated.

36 FACE DEPORTATION
CHARGES IN ST. LOUIS

ST. LOUIS, January 3.—Thirty-six
of the seventy-eight alleged radicals

arrested in raids in St. Louis and
neighboring cities are being held and
warrants will be asked for their de-
portation, federal officials announced
tonight. in Franklin county, Il11.,
eighteen Croatians, employed in the
coal mines, were taken into custody.

20 Arrested in Indiana.

INDIANAPOLIS, January 3.—Con-
tinued activity of Department of Jus-
tice agents in Indiana today resulted
in the arrest of nine alleged radicals,
making a total of twenty taken. The
men were arrested in Indianapolise,
Fort Wayne, Anderson, Terre Haute
and Clinton. Thirty of fifty warrants
issued have not yet been served.

27 in Custody in California.

SAN FRANCISCO, January 3.—De-
partment of Justice agents today ar-
rested nine alleged members of the
communist party. When the eighteen
arrested in Oakland were arraigned in
police court they were told federal war-
rants had been issued st them.
Bail was refused, but prisoners
were advised if federal warrants are
not served by Tuesday they will be
tried under the state syndicalism law.

Pleased With Raids.

Senator Harry New of Indiana and
Senator King of Utah expressed their
satisfaction with the Department of
Justice raids and the rounding up of
the “reds” for deportation if they are
aliens, and for punishment if citizens
of Itha United States.

overthrow the government of the
United States.

_ Senator King was a prime mover
in the investigation of German prop-
aganda ;a.nd later of bolshevik prop-
aganda in this country. He, too, has
had part in drafting legiglation for
curbing the reds. He said that he
was greatly pleased with the activi-
ty of the department, and that he had
urged such steps be taken long ago.

He predicted that the Sterling bill
will be passed by the Senate this
week and pointed out that if it is
engcted into law, it will be mueh
easier to punish persons agitating
for the overthrow of the United
States government.

DEMOCRATS HAVE

Senator Hoke
Smith of Georgia js a prime mover in
this matter. Ir is his opinion, and
that of a number of others on the
democratic eside. that the Senate
should proceed to ratify the treaty
with such reservations as can be
agreed upon, and that it should then

be transmitted to the President.

The Senate will have fulfilled its
functions then as a part of the treaty-
making power under the Constitution.
If the President should see fit not to
exchange the ratifications and pigeon-
hole the treaty because it does not
suit him, the burden will be upon him
for failing to ratify the pact, and not
upon the Senate, it is argued.

These democratic senators feel that
the President, in adhering to his un-
compromising attitude on the treaty,
is hlocking the way to any ratifica-
tion of the pact by the Senate. Some
of them assert that they would never
vote for the treaty unless strong
reservations are adopted, particularly
with regard to article X of the
league of nations covenant, which
seeks to impose an obligation upon
all the members of the league to pre-
serve the territorial integrity of the
members of the league.

10 Democrats Favor Reservations.

A canvass of the situation yesterday
brought out an estimate of nineteen
or twenty democratic senators who
will, it is believed, support the so-
called Lodge reservations with minor
amendments. Many of these senators,
it is known, would have been glad to
vote for these reservations when they
were included in the Lodge resolution
' of ratification at the clogse of the last
session. At that time, however, the
great madority of them acceded to the
request of the President and voted
against the ratification resolution.
They are anxious to have the treaty
ratified, however, and peace finally
proclaimed. They consider that the
interests of the country are endanger-
ed by delay in this matter.

It seems likely that these demo-
crats after deciding among themselves
to what extent they are willing to go
in the matter of reservations, will
then consult with the so-called mild
reservation group of senators on the
republican side in an effort to frame
the compromise reservations. It is
the hope of members of these two
groups that the compromise so ar-
rived at will be such that it can have
the support of the necessary two-
thirds of the Senate for ratification.

Diseunss President’s Attitude.

The feeling is growing that only by
the adoption of some such p m
can the ratification of the treaty be
agcomplished. Senators are gaying
that it cannot be expected that the
President will announce he will ac-
cept reservations to the pact which
he negotiated with the other powers
and to which he ia in a sense pledged.
But after the Senate has acted, these
senators say, he will then be in a
pogition to say to the allies, “Here
is the treaty as approved by the Sen-
ate.” They believe that the other na-
tions will raise no serious ohbhjections
to the American reservations.

The treaty without reservationa
does not appeal to many of the demo-
crats as an issue In the coming na-
tional campaign, They believe that
the great majority of the people are
in favor of the treaty, but with res-
ervations. The Preasident may be
bent upon forcing the league of na-
tions in the campaign, as are Sena-
tors Hiram Johnson and Borah on
the republican side. But if he is,.
such action will cause much chagrin
among the democrats in the Senate.
The question is being asked at the
Capitol if Mr. Wilson is not withhold-
ing any announcement as to whether
he will seek the nomination for Presi-
dent until the treaty has been dis-
posed of, A formal announcement
that he is out of the running might
tend to lessen his influence with the
democratic senators, it is suggested.

Senator King's Compromise.

Senator King of Utah will lay be-
fore the meeting today the set of
reservatione which he has drafted
after consulting with a number of
his colleagues. These reservations
follow the Lodge reservations pretiy
closely, except for preamble and those
reservations relating to article X of
the league of wpations, the Monroe
doetrine and Shantung. However, it
wus intimated today by Senator King
that he might be willing to yield on
the article X reservation, which has
all along been considered the stum-
bling block in making a compromise.
