
RETURNING PUPILS
SENT HOMEBY COLD
Public Schools and G. W. U.

Reopen; Trouble About
Janitors Emphasized.

Sixty thousand public school chil¬
dren and -.100 instructors returned to
their desks and hooks today after the
Christmas holidays. Cold weather
*nd poorly working heat plants in
some of the buildings, however,
caused both pupils and teachers in a
few of the schools to be dismissed
and sent home for the day.
Congress Heights School was c losed

because there was not sufficient heat;
likewise the Henry O. Cooke School,
the offices of the Webster School and
a few of the portable structures. In
the case of the latter, however, the
children were not dismissed, but were
crowded into the main buildings
which the portables are attached. It
is expected the situation will be much
improved tomorrow.
The freeze-out served to emphasize

the conditions prevailing now in the
school janitor corps. It has been im¬
possible for the executives of the
school system to obtain the services
r*f a sufficient number of janitors be-
«.;<use of the long hours of labor re-
ouired, the responsibilities involved
and the very low pay ottered.

.Innitor*' Work Arduon*.
The janitor of an eight-room building

receives $720 a year pay. If he is
especially qualified he receives in addi¬
tion a $240 bonus. He must not only
keep the building and grounds clean, bxxf.he must keep the building adequately
heated and guard the premises. He has
no help. There are in Washington
many more eight-room buildings than
any other size.
The janitor of a twelve-room build¬

ing receives $840 a year. plu« $240 bon¬
us for qualifications. He is allowed
one $300 a year helper. The janitor of
n sixteen-room building receives $1,000
a year, plus the bonus if qualified, and
he is allowed one $500 a year helper.( haracter qualifications are strict.
In ordinary winter weather the

jarvitor must be on the job with his
furnaces not later than 5 a.m.. more Joften 4 a.m.. and rarely is he able to
ouit in the evening before d o'clock.
During cold snaps like the present
one the janitors remain at the schools
all night in order to keep heat up.
Getting the schools heated for to¬
day's reopening many janitors worked
all day yesterday and aP last night.
"I want to pay a tribute to the loy¬

alty of our janitors." said Ernest L.
Thurston, superintendent of schools,
today in describing- the situation.
"With unskilled labor getting much
better pay. It is a wonder we have
any janitors."

WANTS INQUIRY INTO
PAPER FIRMS MED
Attorney General Cites "Numerous
Complaints" Against News Print

Manufacturers' Association.
Reopening by the Federal Trade

Commission of the investigation of
the News Print Manufacturers' Asso¬
ciation has been asked of the oom-
mission by Attorney General Palmer.
Mr. Palmer's formal request was

said to have been actuated by "nu¬
merous complaints recently made to
the Department of Justice in respect
10 the high prices demanded for news
print paper and the alleged shortage
in supply thereof." Attorney General
I'almer stated that these complaints
"present the question whether the final
decree and th agreemnt have ben com¬
plied with." This is made the basis for
the submission of the report, it was indi¬
cated.

Kx»laaat«ry Matemeat.
A statement accompanying the for¬

mal request declares that the appli¬
cation was filod with the commission,
"requesting that body to make an in¬
vestigation of the manner in which
the final decree entered in the District
Court of the United States for the
southern district of New York, on De¬
cember 25, 1917, known as news print
l>aper case, has been, and is being
t arried out." The agreement between
the Attorney General of the United
States, as trustee, and "certain man¬
ufacturers of news print paptr." was
entered into simultaneously with the
entry of the decree, according to the
statement, and provided, with other
things, that during the period of the
war and three months thereafter the
prices and terms of contract for sale
. .f news print paper should be fixed
and determined by the Federal Trade
Commission, subject to review by the
circuit judges of the second circuit.
"The investigation under the decree

necessarily involves an investigation
to ascertain whether the agreement
has been observed." the statement de¬
clares.

Attorney General'* Be*««t.
The Attorney General, as applicant,

asks, in the formal request:
"That the Federal Trade Commis¬

sion make an investigation of the
manner in which said final decree
has been and is being carried out;
"And of the manner in which said

agreement is being observed in the
following particulars: Whether the
manufacturers signing said agree- ]
ment have actually produced the daily '

tonnage of news print paper which j
they, respectively, subjected to the i
terms of the agreement.
"Whether said manufacturers have

offered said tonnage in accordance
with the provisions . * . of said I
agreement. !
"How much of the tonnage manu-

facturers signing said agreement
have sold to jobbers, dealers or other
middlemen, and at what prices; and
whether said jobbers dealers, or other
mid<l!ti).n in reselling to the so-
<al ed sti ;«!! publishers, have observed
the axin um commissions tlxed by
the Federal Trade < 'ommission, pur-
sui.ut to the provisions . . . of
said agri ement.

And thai th»- Federal Trade Com-
mission transmit to the Attorney Gen¬
eva! a report in writing embodying
its lindings and recommendations."
The l'nited Stales district court for

the southern district of Xew York still
letains Jurisdiction in the case Mr.
Palmer will transfer any evidence

Although relieved of the murder

charge. Van is under indictment for
forgery in connection with the at-1
tempt to cash a check for $5,000, j
drawn on the mission funds.
Van said Wong, who went with him

to cash the check, "looked much like
brother, but little taller."
He said Wong asked him to cash the

check and gave him a large envelope,
which he gave to the paying teller.
He did not open the envelope and was
ignorant of its contents, witness de¬
clared.
He did not tell his brother of the

bank incident when he returned to
the Cnion station. Wan complained
of his absence because a train had
been missed, and took the next train
to New York.
The witness told of the financial j

condition of his brother and himself.
saying that he had shortly before the
tragedy received a remittance of $500
from their mother in China, who had
promised another $500, which they
w-ere expecting. Wan had lent $100
to S. C. Hung, $150 to a man named
Chen and some money to one Fried¬
man.
Van said his brother first read of the

tragedy in New York and told him to
get a pen and paper to write to Kang
Li. who had seen Wan in the mission.
"Nothing had happened then," Van

said his brother told him.
Before making the opening state¬

ment for the defense, counsel for the
accused sought to make the govern¬
ment elect on which count of the in¬
dictment it would go to the jury.
The court denied the motion, as also

a request for the exclusion of certain
testimony and exhibits.

"It probably is true that some of

the bootleg liquor contains the pois¬
onous alcohol." he added, "and it also
is true that in numerous cases in
which its use was suspected it de¬
veloped that only the regular whisky
had been consumed.
"A great many persons, heretofore

accustomed to drinking whisky, have
been unable to get their usual quanti¬
ties of intoxicants." he said, "and
when it is obtained after a long inter¬
val of abstinence it has a knock¬
out effect."
Three persons reported to be suf¬

fering from alcoholism were taken to

hospitals yesterday, two to t'asua'.ty
and one to Washington Asylum H03-
pital
The three cases are under investiga¬

tion by the police department. Just
what the result will show Is prob-;
lematical. Police say they are greatly j
handicapped in their investigation of
such cases, patients seldom oaring to
name the persons from whom they
made purchases, while others are un¬

able to tell the identity of such per¬
sons.
