E. W. WAKEFIELD DIES.

Civil War Veteran, Resident of Vir¬
ginia. Was Aged 85.

HIhanan W. Wakefield, a veteran of
*he civil war. and .t well known resi¬
dent of nearby Virginia, died at his
home at Annandale. Va.. yesterday, at
the age of eighty-live.
Mr Wakefield wa> born in Proctors-

ville. Ohio, in 1*3 4. When a young man
he went to the Pacific coast and short¬
ly after the outbreak of the civil war
b » enlisted at San Francisco, traveling
to Boston, where he joined the 2d Mas¬
sachusetts Cavalry- He was severely
wounded near Winchester, Va., in Oc¬
tober, 1864.

After the war he became identified
with church work in Virginia, and was
engaged in furtherii g .'mreh e xtension
in various parts of Fairfax and Alex¬
andria counties. He was a member of
)>iruo!n Post, G. A. U.
