Planked Fish.
There is no better way of cookinr

and se'vins any of the white-meatcd
fishes than planked.

Half fill the pan with
cold water and bake in a. slow oven.
The juice in tho pan should be served
as a sauce with the apples.
Oatmeal Muffins .Scald a cup of milk

and add to it a cup of uncooked oat¬
meal and two tablespoons of lard. Al¬
low this to cool, then dissolve a half
yeast cake in a quarter cup of luke¬
warm water and add a half cup of
molasses. Add this to the oatmeal and
then add two and a half cups of whole
wheat flour into which a teaspoon of
salt has been sifted. Knead and let
rise. Knead down and shape in muffin
shapes. Let them rise in the pan and
then bake.
