Notes of Art and Artists
Many of the paintings recently

shown here in the Corcoran Gallery's
biennial exhibition are now included
in the Pennsylvania Academy's 115th
annual exhibition, which opened in
Philadelphia on February 8.
The place of honor in the largest

of the series of galleries is given to
"The Hunter." by Leopold SeyfTert.
which, it will be remembered, hung
in the third So-called "American
room" here. Possibly on account of
the hanging, or the light, this pic¬
ture appears to much better advan¬
tage in Philadelphia than it did here.
It is somewhat strengthened in effect
by a portrait of Col. Richard A. Harte
by the same artist, which is hung to
the right, an exceptionally interest-
ink work, quite unconventional and
out of the ordinary.

scapes, dogs, rapid notes made by the
artists as data for future use. Every
one of these little sketches is de-

llghtful, exhibiting to the initiated the
artist's skill and his complete mas¬
tery of the pencil.
A great portrait painter, one of the

greatest of the day, once said that
she could not do landscape because
she could not draw sufficiently well.
This indicates, however, unusual
knowledge rather than .ignorance, for
it is those who draw least well who
imagine that a knowledge of drafts¬
manship is not essential to landscape
painting.
Mr. Woodbury shows beautiful

pencil drawings of landscape sub¬
jects. Very different are these from
his etchings, as different as work in
different mediums should always be.
tetching is essentially an art of elim¬
ination and thjs Mr. Woodbury under¬
stands.
In his etchings, as in his paintings,

he shows interest in the problems not
merely of light and shade, but of
motion. When he etches two great
elephants (and who could fancy a

subject less congenial supposedly for
transcription in this medium?) ha
shows the great beasts not stupidly
standing like brazen images, but as
swaying from side to side as is their
habit. The s>'a that hp etches moves,
the waves dance, and through their
foam one sees leaping fish. Hut when
Mr. Woodbury etches the winter
woods he sets forth absolute still¬
ness. absence of motion and of sound
paucity of nature. .

As an etcher Mr. Woodbury ranks
with the best. His line is rather nig¬
ged and broken, but it is full of sig¬
nificance. His work is not to be
measured by the works of others, it
is essentially individual and is his
own. and it is charming.
