COL PRESTON GUEST
0|F SOUTHERN SOCIETY

Received by 1.200 When Inaugu¬
rated President of Commercial

Congress.
Under the auspices of the Southern

Society <*f Washington. Col. Thomas
R- Prestcjpi of Chattanpoga was in¬
augurated, as president of the South¬
ern Comntercial Congress at a recep¬
tion aad dance given at the New Wil-
lard last /light, which was attended
by seme 1.200 members of the society
and their quests.
Dancing followed the presentation

of the gueftts to Col. and Mrs. Pres¬
ton. but sraa Interrupted later to
.He* Or. "Clarence J. Owens, presi¬
dent of th® Southern Society, to in¬
troduce the new president of the Com¬
mercial Congress.
In a brief address Col. Preston ad¬

vocated the establishment of a de¬
partment of education by the federal
government, with a cabinet member
at its head, and he solicited the aid
of the women to attaining that end.
"It Is presumed that the real reason

the women want the ballot is because
the men as a class have made such
poor use of tlait privilege." he said.
"With all of our boasted idealism
and culture. th» United States is the
only nation on oarth which has not a
groat executive department dealing
with the question of education. Our
only bureau of education Is now one
of the ill-supported bureaus of the
Department of the Interior. Our
bureau of public health is a minor
unit in the Treasury Department,
where it has slumbered for more than
one hundred years.
"At the last annual meeting of the

Southern Commercial Congress, held
in Savannah, a resolution was unani¬
mously adopted that the force and
organised efforts of the congress be
directed in a national campaign
whereby the health service of the
government and Its educational work
bo combined as one of the executive
branches of the government, co-ordi¬
nate with other departments and pre¬
sided over by a cabinet minister. Both
of the great political parties at their
conventions will be asked to incor¬
porate this demand In their plat¬
forms."
