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Retirement Assured.

the compensation to be granted to

the retired employes of the government
le regarded as munificent. The maxi¬
mum to be paid is $720 a year, or $60
a month, or at the rate roughly of $2
a day. This is a modest award, a lit¬
tle enough in these days of high prices.
Tije hope is that by the time the sys¬
tem begins to operate and the first of
tha elder workers are placed on the
retired list the price list of the neces-

sities of life will have fallen.
Those within the service who feel

it is unfair to tax them in monthly
deductions from their pay for the
maintenance of the retirement sys¬
tem should realize that the law as it
is written safeguards them against the
loss of their funds. If an employe
leaves the service before reaching the
retiring age the total amount of the
monthly deductions, with accrued in¬
terest, will be paid to his legal repre¬
sentatives. If one dies without hav¬
ing received in annuities a sum equal
to the amount of the deductions, with
interest compounded, the eieeee shall
be paid to his estate.
Thns the deductions are in the na¬

ture of a savings aeeount for any who
may leave the service, as secure as

the federal Treasury can make it.
They are in the way of being an in¬
surance for the family of the em¬

ploye. The equities of the workers
are fully protected in this system. The
deductions may at the present rate of
living cost bear hard upon the people
In the government serviee. but they1
will not be lost, and they will prove
ef real value later, at a time when
age has lessened the capacity to work
Sad compelled retirement.

"With this system in operation the
government servicc may be cleared of
tSnse who are less competent through
tbe advance of age, promotion will be
n\ore definite and regular, and the gov¬
ernment will no longer he in the po¬
sition of treating its elder workers
with parsimonious charity.

An Obligation to Humanity.
Henry 1*. Davison, in an add res* be

fore the General Methodist Episcopal
Conference at Des Moines, has told
the people of the Cnited States of the
terrible conditions that prevail in the
territory lying between the Baltic and
the Black and Adriatic seas. This area

includes the new Baltic states.Poland,
Czechoslovakia, Austria, Hungary, Ru¬
mania, Montenegro, Albania and Ser¬
bia. As chairman of the board of gov¬
ernors of the League of Red Cross So¬
cieties, Mr. Davison is informed in
detail of these conditions, which are

appalling, and which demand imme¬
diate and liberal relief to prevent a

disaster greater even than that of the
great war.

Mr. Davison puts the case on more

than grounds of humanity. He as¬

serts that this country owes a direct
moral obligation to the people of Eu¬
rope. He urges further that in our

own self protection we should advance
the hand of help to prevent the de¬
struction of these nations by disease
and by starvation, lest the plagues
that now menace them reach across the
seas and attack us in turn. He esti-
mates the cost of effective help in this
great world emergency at $500,000,000.
This a great sum viewed alone. It is
a amall sum, however, considered in re

lation to the enormous values involved
in the war and in proportion to the
great numbers of people who are now

afflicted.
The details of Mr. ltavlson's report

sre shocking. It Is horrifying to real¬
ize how thoroughly exhausted these
people of middle Europe are today;
htm short they are of food; how desti
tate of avedieel faeitttiea. Take, for

a.

instance: In Montenegro, where food
is running short, there are but fire
physicians for an estimated popnlfttion
of 450,000! In every one of these
countries there is lark of medicines,
of even the means of cleanliness. not-
to *peak of nourishing food. Typhus
is raging: throughout the ar«a ravaged
bv the war. The organized force* of
sanitation are small au«l pitifully weak
ngainst the sweep of disease and star

ration.
A definite proposition is advanced

that Cdugres.s immediately pass a bill
appropriating uot to eseee<l $oO<UMlU,-
ir'O. to be atlotted aud expended tinder
the direction of a com mission empower
ed to proceed at once upon a survey
aiid upon the adoption of means of

remedying; the terrible conditions iu
<>-ijfral and eastern Europe. 11 is sug¬

gested thet this fuud should be ad
v a tired » a loan, without interest for
the first few years, eventually to be
repaid as the countries aided are able
to do eo.

This is no fanciful picture that the
chairman of the Red Cross board has
drawn. He has been on the ground
and kfaows the circumstance*. The
agents of that great organization have
supplied report- in the fattiest particu¬
lars. There can be no doubt of the
danger aud there should be tlo ques
[ion of American action to the end of
saving mankind from this frightful
calamity.

Beaerrationa and the Treaty.
According to popular opinion, the

Preaident is insisting on the peace
treaty just as he signed it; that he is
opposed to uot only the Lodge reser¬

vations hut all reservations; that be
will not compromise on any point in
any decree.
And yet now and then the statement

is made that the President would pot
object to "interpretive" reservations.
Now what may an "interpretive"

reservation bet How does it differ
from a Lodge reservation f Or any
one of the number of reservations that
were proposed by democratic senators
while the treaty was before the Senate
and efforts were being made to reaeh
an agreement and ratify the pactf
Some of those efforts were very

earnest, and were participated in by
aenators showing every wish to meet
the President's wishes. They did not

give out that they were acting for the
President, or even with his knowledge.
Nobody professed to have conferred
with him on the subject. In faet, it
was known that at that time he was
inaccessible to callers.
The situation today seems to be

about this: The treaty eannot be rati¬
fied without reservations. If the Presi¬
dent is willing to accept "interpre¬
tive" reservations they ought to he
defined. Let some democratic senator
.Mr. Hiteheock preferred, sinee he
has hsd charge of the business.pre¬
sent such reservations, with the assur¬

ance that, if adopted, they will be ac¬

cepted by the President, and then de¬
bate can turn on them. The«6enate
and the country can thus be brought
to understand the difference, what¬
ever it may be, between an "interpre¬
tive" reservation and one of the klad
that led to the Senate's rejection of
the treaty.

A Worthy Appeal.
Public support is asked for the Na¬

tional Training School for Women and
Qirls which has been conducted tor
the past ten years at Lincoln Heights,
near this eity. This school was started
"on faith." It had its origin in the
inspiration of one woman who be¬
lieved that there was need of an in¬
stitution for the practical vocational
training of her sisters of the eelered
race, preparing them for self-support
Without any endowment and with but
little organized assistance, the estab¬
lishment has developed to a plant
worth $£5,000, with a school enrollment
of nearly 160, drawn from all parts of
the world. Only $5,000 is asked from
the people of Washington toward a na¬

tional fund of $125,000 to provide
buildings for thia school. It is but a
little amount of money compared with
the great sums that are being spent in
other work, for charities and for edu¬
cational enterprises. Washington
should give its quota and more, for it
realizes the need of adequate voca¬
tional training for the colored people,
'and the work of Miss Nannie Bur¬
roughs, the head of the institution, is
well recognized here as unselfish and
constructive.
