Let English Cabinet Answer,

Says Reply to Premier
Lloyd George.

DUBLIN", July 26 (by the Associates
Press)..The lYeeman's Journal prints
an article today replying to the statementmade by ITemier Liloyd George
last Thursday to a deputation of the
parliamentary committee of the Trades
Union Congress, In which she premier
declared he was as anxious as any
man to see the Irish question settled
on a basis acceptable to tlic majority
of the Irish people and that the governmentwas prepared to go a long
way in letting Ireland manage her
own affairs if the necessary assuranceswere forthcoming.
"There is no serious obstacle in the

present Knglish parliament to peace
with Ireland." says the newspaper in
its reply. "Ireland would welcome
peace on a basis of full and free selfgovernment.with one Irish parliament.and one Irish parliament only.
She is also prepared for war, whether
it be for five years, fifty years or a
century. Which is it to be? Let the
English cabinet answer, and quickly."
Addressing the premier, the newspapersays:
"We have been betrayed and deceivedso often that we want not soft

soap and promises, but performances."

"We have not yet heard that an

outrage such as this occurred in Belgiumduring the Herman occupation."
It was directed that the resolution

be sent to the Sinn Fein ministry of
foreign affairs for transmission to the
governments of Europe and America.

Impartiality in Ireland.
LONDON". July 26..Sir Hamar

Greenwood, chief secretary for Ireland.declared in the house of commonstonight that the troops and
police had shown the sternest impartialityin Ireland, and that the
presence of the troops and warships
had saved Belfast from a possible
massacre of thousands and north
Ireland from a devastating civil war.
The secretary stated that eighteen

persons had been killed during the
disturbances in Belfast and about two
hundred wounded. Two hundred arrestswere made.
Replying in debate. Sir Hamar

argued that the government had preventedone of the greatest catastrophesthat could have befallen Ireland.He said that if it had not been
for the troops, police and warships
in the case of Belfast thousands
might have been killed.
He deplored the riots, which he

termed the old. bitter, miserable
story of senseless secretarian strife.
He pleaded that in all parts of Irelandmen of all creeds should assist
in putting down crime, and argued
that if the army were withdrawn
Ireland's future would be incredibly
aided.

VICKSBURG, Miss . July 27 A
newspaper man, Charles W. Miller,
r*itv editor of the Herald here, has
compiled "An American Creed." consistingof passages from the Old and
New Testaments. The selections,
transposed and arranged in such a
manner as to preserve the continuity
of the creed unbroken to the end.
are said by Mr. Miller to contain "the
wholesome truths handed down from
the prophets, the Savior and the apostles."
There are seven quotations from the

Old Testament and twenty-one from
the New Testament, making a total
of more than 800 words in the creed.
It begins with the words of Timothy,
"Godliness with contentment is great
gain. For we brought nothing into
this world, and it is certain we can
carry nothing out." The second paragraphis introduced by a passage
from Malachi, "Have we not all one
Father? Hath not one God created
us? Why do we deal treacherously
even'' man against his brother by profaningthe covenant of our Father?"
The creed closes with these words
from Timothy, "Now unto the King
Kternal, Immortal, Invisible, the only
Wise God. be honor and glory for ever
and ever."
W. F. Bond, state superintendent of

education in Mississippi, writing to
the compiler, said: "This is a splendidcreed, and we should like very
much to have a copy in the hands of
every school child in the state."
