FRONT, July 31..I have spent severalweeks in the war zone in Galicia
and the Ukraine, and from the
amount of misery I have seen I have
come to the conclusion that the thing
for this part of Europe is peace at

any price.
The general living conditions of

the people are appalling, approachingthe uncivilized status of the
middle ages. The ruined, crumbling
wooden houses are about to collapse
entirely, yet they are still inhabited.
Stone buildings have been wrecked,
but people live among their ruins.

Sanitotion of all sorts, whether by
sterilized water, electrical or gas I
appliances, has long been obliterated. !
with typhus as the inevitable result, j
The victims are lying in a dying
condition in the streets. Whole familiesare jammed into one room. Sadderstill are the ruins of entire villageswiped out by the wars which
have swept over this region since
1914. Only a wall here, a chimney
there and charred debris eyerywhere
mark the spot where six years ago
an assemblage of human beings lived
happily together.
There Is only one desire in the

hearts of the inhabitants, and that
is for peace, through an armistice if
possible, or through one decisive campaignif necessary, but, above all,
peace.
