STRIKE ACTION
Accept the Commissioners'
Promise to Follow the Navy

' Wage Scale.
Bight .hundred and fifty memberf of

the City Kmployes* Association last
night voted unanimously to adhere to
"requests of the conciliators of the
Department of Labor and defer action"on the question of a strike until
August 20.
The reason of the non-strike vote

was the» statement of the Commissionersthat they proposed to adhere to
their announeed intention of reviewingthe District wage scale after the
Navy Department wage hoard reports
on that date.
The meeting was addressed bv the

three conciliators. Acting Secretary
of Labor Rowland B Mahanv. John B.
Colpoys and Walter D. Davidge. Following* the addresses a resolution
postponing action until August 20
was introduced.

.Resolution Brings Discussion.
This started a round of discussion

After a member who had been making
known, by shouting in the rear of the
hall, his protests to even consider such
a resolution had been ejected. Jeremiah
Mahaney took the tloor. Ifis address
was the ktjynot* speech from the
ranks. We have been going on in
this controversy for more than three
weeks." he said. "With all respect
due to you. 1 say abide by what the
conciliators say. and if you do we'll
win in the end as sure as the stars
are in heaven. I say stick to what
the Labor Department says.to the
last man and t«» the last minute,"

All of the conciliators voiced the
advice. ."Don't strike." It was the
note of appeal which characterized jall of the addresses '

Mnhany Uaotes Koeords.
Tn the first address Mr. Mahany J

quoted extracts from the records of i
congressional commit tee hearings, in
which the Commissioners had pledged
themselves to follow the Navy wage
scale as the basis for his stand in
the. matter. He cited pages and sectionsof the reports to verify his
cla im.

said, "for men. or a body of men. to
make the statement that another
body of equally reputable men had
made utterances which were unqualifiedlyfalse,' especially when the
records proved that the assertions
are true.
"We adduce these statements from

the congressional hearings to clear
the 'record. We have come here tonightto tell you that you have won
a victory. At last, for the first time
since you were an organisation. you
have public opinion with you.
"You have the opportunity to do

the big thing.the great thing. You
can say to the citizens of Washington
that-yoti believe in the justice of the
public, the city government and even
the ^Commissioners."

Mr. Colfioys Coincide*.
Mr. Colpoys made a short address,

in which he coincided with the views
of Mr. Mahanv. ending with the
words: "Don't strike."
A brief talk also was given by Mr.

Davidge. who declared that "after all.
it was difference of opinion that made
a horse race."
Following the presentation of the

resolution postponing action, several
addresses wer& made from the floor.
All of them.fcmade by members of the
association and leaders of various
groups, urged the meeting to abide
by the advice of the conciliators.

rn&tely one-third of the 3.068 counties
and subdivisions of the country had
also been announced. I
The first population announcement

was made four months ago at the
time when the tabulation of enumerators'schedules began. Orders have
been issued to speed up the work of
tabulation in order to complete the
nation's fourteenth decennial census
within a period of seven months and
permit announcement of the total populationof the United States in October.

Decrease* In Population.
Three counties in Virginia showed

decreases in population in the decade
since 1910, while t\fro counties in
West Virginia showed increases, the
bureau announced today.

Population results for the three Virginiacounties are as follows: Fauquiercounty. 21.869, decrease 657 or
2.9 per cent; King George county,
5.762. decrease 616 or 9.7 per cent,
and Orange county, 13,329. decrease
166 or 1.2 per cent. Total population
of McDowell county. W. Va., is now
68,571. an increase of 20.715 or 43.3
per cent, and that of Wyoming county.W. Va.. is 15,180, an increase of
4.788 or 46.1 per cent.

CAPITAL SPENDS
MILLION A MONTH

IN RAyCKETS
Coming Increase in Rates

Will Jump Washington's
Outlay Many Thousands.

Washinfctonlans and visitors in the
capital Spend more than $1,000,000 a
month in railroad and Pullman tickets.
This amount increases and decreases

with the season, of course, hut that
sum is an approximate estimate made
by an official here today. When the
increases of 20 per cent on passenger
fares and f»0 per cent on Pullman
fares go into effect August 26 *his
amount will be increased by thousandsof dollars. No estimate was
ventured by Union station offir»sm
today of what this amount would be
in round numbers.
Washington is the meeea for travelersfrom many parts of the United

States, who come here either on ofti
caJbusiness or to "see the sights

Therefore, visitors pay a vorv large
percentage of the $1,000,OA© per
month spent at the ticket offices here
and it is problematical whether
Washingtonians themselves bear
more than half the cost.

May Not t urtail Tra%el.
It is not expected that the rate

increases materially will curtail passengertravel. There may be a slight
let-down for a time, it is stated, but
the traffic will "pick up" as the peoplebecome accustomed to meeting
the new rates. Such has been found
to be (he case in many commodities
which have been increased in priceRailroadtickets as a commodity probablywill prove no exception, it is
stated.
