BOURGEOIS SCORNS IDEA
THAT LEAGUE IS "DEAD"

Statesman Declares That France Is Prepared
to Listen toAnyProposal America

May Make.
Pro**-Atl«ntic Cable Rerriee to The 8t*r.
LONDON, November 17 .Despite the

fact that the United States has vatM
against entering the league of nations,
as it is now constituted, Leon Bour¬
geois, veteran French statesman, scorns
the idea which seems to prevail in the
United States that the league is now
a dead issue.

Interviewed in Paris. M. Bourgeois
was asked the pointed question, "Is the
league of nations really dead, as is a£serted by many people the world overT
The aged statesman appeared pained at
the very suggestion and replied:.It is not dead, but more alive than
ever, and my confidence in it ana its
ultimate aims increases continually. Tell
the people of the world that a meetingof representatives of so many nations at
Geneva is material proof of the vitality
of an organization which was estab¬
lished a little more than a year ago
and has operated in spite of the many
difficulties which were expected owing
to the nnsettled state of the world.

Cannot Work Miracles.
"The report that will be presented of

the work already accomplished will per¬
haps astonish those of little faith who,
despire the short existence of the
league of nations, are demanding
from it not only a new earth, bnt a
new heaven as well. The leagueof
nations cannot work miraclejL The]league simply Is an association

should be unlawful for any one to
send through the mails printed matter
designed for the overthrow of the
government; that any alien «»mmlt-
tlng any of these offenses should be
subject to immediate deportation.
The speaker was Introduced by John

Walsh, chairman of the olvio and
forum committee of the dub, who
said that he bad known Senator
Sterling for thirty years.

Half-Day Practice Overruled
to Prevent Pupils Being
Out in Poor Weather.

Orders cnrtaillng half-day sessions
in public schools In stormy weather
were issued and put Into effect yester--
day by officials. As a result, children
now are required to attend school the
entire day in such weather.
The new regulations, however, stip¬

ulate that half-day sessions will be
ordered in the future when the
weather is exceptionally severe. It
was also pointed out that teachers
will be authorized to excuse delicate
children from classes on stormy day«
if requested by their parents.
It has been customary in the past

to dismiss school at 1 o'clock on
rainy or snowy days, eliminating: the
lunch hoar. Consequently, children
were not compelled to return for the
regular afternoon session.

Investigation by officials showed
that when children were granted a

half holiday In poor weather, a

majority of them did not remain in¬
doors, but played in the streets, de¬
feating the purpose of the one-day
session. Officials contend that a child
is far better oft in a schoolroom on

* stormy day than In the street, and
on this principle the new order was
fawned.
Had not the order been put Into

effect yesterday, the elementary
school children would have been dis¬
missed at 1 o'clock. Many of the
pupils were of the opinion yesterday
that they were to be granted half a

day, but shortly before noon their
ardor was dampened when teachers
read the new regulations.

FILM BOARD FEES.
Difference Between Payments to
Voluntary and to Official Censors.

When Nr. W. A. Barrett, secretaryof the National Board of Review ofMotion Pictures, in vour is*ue of Oc¬tober 22 confessed that that boardcharged "a flat rate per negative reelfor every, .picture it. reviews," I con¬sidered that the' cbar«e I had made

was fully admitted, that this board
was not independent or impartial. B:itI lind that sorr^c people who are too
busy to think the subject throughhave been deceived by the statementthat "this matter of charge is copiedfrom the plan effected by the legalstate boards existing in four states."
It should be apparent to every one
that the two cases are utterly dif¬
ferent, as different as the fees of a
sheriff from the fees of a h'redattorney.
The state censorship boards requireall exhibitors to submit their Alms,and puts on them a compulsory rate

to pay for the expenses of restrain¬
ing them. On the other hand, the
National Board of Review is a purelyvoluntary organization, and the sub¬
mission of films to it is purely vol¬
untary, and the receipt of a fee from
those whom it is to supervise puts
it in a position where, if it is
too drastic, it loses its fee, as it
is not at all compulsory and not all
the pictures are submitted.
That this situation leads to laxity

in censoring is self-evident when the
fact is stated that very many films
that are approved by this National
Board of Review are turned down by
the state boards. Indeed, the only
reason why there are state boards is
because the censoring of the National
Board of Censors (now called the jBoard of Review to get rid of the jword "censorship") has not been sat- jisfactory to the people of these four
states that have state boards, and to
the people of many other cities that
have local boards, and a very wide
demand lias Ijeen made for a national
censorship for the same reason.

RESEARCH WORK IN DYES.
Important Results Expected in

laboratory of G. W. U.
Officials at George Washington Uni¬

versity are looking for important dis¬
coveries at the institution s new dye-
stuffs and explosives laboratory as
the result of the loan by Dr. Charles
E Munroe, inventor of smokeless
powder and one of the world's fore¬
most authorities on high explosives,
of what is regarded by scientists as
one of the largest and finest collec¬
tions of dyes in the world.

...The dyes will be used in original
research: work now being conducted
at the laboratory, which was estab¬
lished last spring, and re"ult"
spread Importance to science and in¬
dustry are expected soon.
The dyes in the collection were

gathered by Dr. Munros who now Is
serving as a consulting ch(e."J{? f||®laboratory. He is connected with the
national research council here. For
many years he was head of the uni¬
versity's chemistry department and
dean of the school of gr*di4»te studies.

Government Officials Now
Specially Concerned for
the Technical Classes.

With flat increases in the salaries
of clerical workers, constituting the
greater part of the employes of the
government in Washington, sure to
engage the attention of Congress
during the coming Session, with a

good possibility that such Increases
Mill be authorized, officials of the
various government departments are
concentrating their efforts on obtain¬
ing specific increases for the tech¬
nical workers in the departments, it
was learned today.
Three separate propositions, all

embracing the same general subject
I.tl:at of higher pay for the great
mass of government employes.will
be presented to Congress shortly
after it convenes. The first of these
is the plan for reclassification of gov.
ernment employes, with upward re¬
vision of salaries all along the line,
presented by the reclassification
commission at the last session of Con¬
gress. The second is a plan put for¬
ward by Herbert D. Brown, director
of the bureau of efficiency, provid¬
ing practically the same schedule of
increases, and the third is a separate
plan adopted by the Federal Km-
ployes' l°nion along the same gen¬
eral lines as the two others.

One Plan Already DwkrtH.
"

The first plan, that of the reclas¬
sification commission. Is on the doc¬
ket of unfinished business of Con¬
gress and as such will be taken up
before the other two propositions can
be considered. However, Some scheme
of joint consideration of the three
propositions to adopt the best parts
of each may be evolved when Con-
gress begins consideration of federal
pay raises.
While all three of these proposi¬

tions Interlock and take up specific
increases for the rank and file or
government employes, it is felt in
most of the departments that they
do not sufficiently consider increased
compensation for the highly *tralned
technical workers who are» employed
by every department.
To the end that these employee may

receive such increased compensation
and to prevent almost entire disor¬
ganization of the technical staff of
several of the government bureaus, it
was understood today that the de¬
partments have incorporated In their
1921 estimates specific appropriations
for these workers.
Commerce Department Hard Hit.
The Department of Commerce ha*

been particularly hard hit by resigna¬
tions, most of which have occurred
because of the relatively "rr" sal¬
aries paid by the government. The
bureau of standards aad the bureau
of fisheries have practically been de¬
pleted of their best technical experts
Faced with a great increase In living
costs in the last three years, these
men. according to officials, have, for
self protection, been forced to .take
jobs outside the government employ¬
ment which would bring them In suf¬
ficient money to meet rising expenses
The problem at the bureau of fish¬

eries also has been particularly acute
State fishery commissions and private
firms sometimes doubling the depart-
niontal salary paid fish experts. A
similar problem has confronted the
(bureau of standards.

Secretary Payne of the Department of
the Interior refused today to discUM the
1921 estimates of the department, but
it was learned, that In speciflc cases the
estimates provide for Increased salaries
for technical workers. The turaovw in
the technical branches of the depart¬
ment has been as high as SO per cent
in the last year and a half, it was said.
In all these case* it requires a consid¬
erable period to train the man who Alls
the vacancy.

In Department .( Laker.
While there have been relatively few

recommendations made for ^edflc in¬
creases in the 1921 estimates of the De¬
partment of T>abor, it is known that
for some of thf. expert statisticians of
the "bureau of tabor statistics Increases
have been asked.
Government officials feel that out of

the three definite proposals for general'
pay increases there must come Some
general scheme for flat pay raises. Their
problem at present appears to be to
hold their highly traine I technical men
against the much higher wages paid In
private industry and by the states and
that this end may be attained they are
asking for speciflo appropriations for
these workers.
