George Nicoll Barnes Says

Labor Representative Declares

GENEVA, November 19.—Immediate |
admission of Germany and the other
former enemy states to the league of
nations was urged before the assem-
il:ly of the league today by George‘

Nicoll Barnes of the British delega-l
tion. Representing as he did the la-|

boring people of Great Britain, said]_
Mr. Barnes, he knew the great ma-
jority of them demanded that all the
enemy states be admitted without de-
lay. !

The British delegate recalled the|
fact that Germany had taken part al-
ready in the deliberations of the in-
ternational labor bureau established
by the league.

*“The people of Great Britain, whom
I represent here,” he said, “do not for-
get that the central empires plunged
the world into war. They do not for-
get the misery and devastation caused.
But the question now is to rescue the
world from ruin, and the co-operation
of the former enemy states is needed.”

Crticizes League Inaction.
Mr. Barnes in his speech, which was
delivered in course of discussion on
the report to the assembly made by

the executive council of the league,
criticized its inaction during the last
vear while Poland and soviet Russia
were enga.ged in hostilities.

He cited atrticle 11 of the league
|jcovenant, providing that any war or
| threat of war should constitute a mat-
!ter of concern to the whole league
iand that it should take any action
|deemed wise and effectnal to safe-
guard the peace of nations, and in-
quired why the council had not taken
action under that article to prevent
the Russo-Polish war.

In re-enforcing his argument for
speedy membership of ex-enemy
states in the league, Mr. Barnes re-
ierred to the instability of present
economic conditions and the anomalies
in exchange.

“What is needed above all,” he said,
“js greater production and the utmost
freedom in business transactions be-
tween the different cowntries, and
this is unobtainable as long as the
world is divided inte two camps.”

“Countries kept out from azssocia-
tion with us will form an association
of their own, the British delegate added,
“and we Bhall return to the dangerous
pre-war system of alliances.”

Mr. Barnes pointed out that the
world was dealing now in central Eu-
rope, not with European kings, but
with free peoples taking charge of
their own destinies.

Mr. Barnes dwelt especially on the
necessity of lending assistance to the
Armenians.

“They are,” he declared, "hemmedl
in by the bruta)l bolsheviki on one|
side and by inhuman beings on the
other.”

The labor chapter would become
the most important part of the treaty
of Versailles, Mr. Barnes predicted.

“There can be no permanent peace
in the world,” he said, “until there is
industrial peace; and there can be no
idustrial peace until labor gets a hot-
ter share of the product of its effores.”

He referred to the actipn of the
league in the Polish-Lithdanian dis-
pute and in the question of the Aland
Islands between Finland and Sweden.
He said the council must have sup-
port, but he wanted to know why the
council had not taken action as pro-
vided for In article XI in the league
covenant to prevent the war which
was going on for a year between Po-
land and soviet Russia.

Seen Chance to Aet.

The British delegate held that it
was quite possible for the league to
do something to prevent a fregsh out-
break of hostilities between Poland
and soviet Russia, which he declared
was unmistakably threatening, In
spite of the “patched up peace.”

Regarding the admission of former
jenemy states, Mr. Barnes said he was
there to represent the labor element
Eat Great Britain, and he knew the
Ivut majority of the laboring people
!demanded that all the enemy states
| be admitted without delay.

The Dutch minister of foreign
affairs, H. A. Van Karnabeek, ad-
jdresaed the assembly after Mr. Barnes
{ had concluded, on the question of reg- |
istration of treaties. }He called atten- |
|tion to the provision of the treaty of
Versailles that treaties were not bind- |
ing until they were registered:. He
sald that there were several inter-
pretations of article XVIII of the
jcovenant containing this provision,
'and he proposed that it be studied ;
carefully, either by the assembly or‘
¥ a commission with a view to its
| clarification. Giuseppe Motta, presi-
dent of Switzerland, raised the ques-
! tion of the relation of the council of
| the league to the assembly. He held
" that the report of the council was not
presented to the assembly for the ap-
| proval of the latter body, but for its
information. He gave it as his view
| that the council and the assembly
icould not be regarded as bearing the
| relation to each other. for example, o
igovernment and parliament, but
‘rather that each had its own separate
! function and status.

TESTIFIES TO RAIDS
COMMITTED INERIN

Balbriggan Town Commis-
sioner Describes Outrages
for Investigators.

By the Associated Press.

Charging that the “black and tan"”
militia in Ireland made raids without
provocation, John Derham, town com-
missioner of Balbriggan, Ireland, gave
today to the commission of the com-
mitiee of one hundred investigating

the Irish question what he described
a3 details of the September raid on

his home town, which, he said, re-
sulted in the death of half a dozen
PEersonas.

“The ‘black and tans' spent a night
of yelling, burning and shooting.”
said Mr. Derham. "All of us were
ready to qollapse at each new out-
break, for we did not know what
would happen to us next.”

The Balbriggan commisgioner de-
clared that James Lawless and John
Cibbong were:stabbed by the militia,
‘but thaf an inquiry by the military
authorities fajled to establish whe
was responsible for the death of the
men. He said thal a score of houses
were burned and that the contents of
those left standing were wrecked.

Dragged From Bed.

Mr. Derham said he wis dragged
from his bed and severely bedten by

.troopers, who gave no reason for their

acts, and then his own shop, over
which he lived, was first ransacked

“and his stocks of liquor destroyed be-

fore the house was burned. Mr. Der-
hamn said he was dragged along the
street to the police barracks and
finally was placed in the town's hotel
along with a hundred other refugees,
all of whom believed they were held
under arrest. His son Matthew also
was clubbed and beaten by the police,
Mr. Derham stated, but finally es-
caped,

This raid followed the killing of one
policeman and the wounding of an-
other, Mr. Derham told the commis-
sion. The military inquiry. however,

had failed to establish the identity of |

the persons who had killed the offi-
cer, who was shot, Mr. Derham stated.
while in the act of taking liguor from
4 barroom where the barmaid had re-
fused to sell him more because of his
intoxicated condition.

Seize Petrol From Garage.

The *“black and tans,”™ Mr. Derham
continued. broke into a garage and
seized petrol with which they burned
houses. Business houses were looted
and bars raided, it wis charged, liquor
being drunk in the street by the
“hlack and tans” and also carried off
in their motors. The final act of
destruction, Mr. Derham said, was
the burning of the $500,000 hosiery

i factory, which supplied employment

for about 400 townspeople, and which
was owned by an English company of
London,

“The object was to destroy employ-
ment and leave destitution in the
town,” said Mr. Derham.

During the week following the first
raid, Mr. Derham declared, armed
lorries ran through the streets, the
troopers firing shots into shops and
houses and throwing shrapnel bombs.

TELLS OF IMPRISONMENT
AND HIS HUNGER STRIKE

After narrating incidents following
his eection to the Urban Council of

his arrest, and subse-
gquent experiences in Irish and Eng-
lish prisons, where he went on a
hunger strike and was finally re-
leased, Denis Morgan concluded his
testimony at the late session yester-
day by declaring that the net re-
sult of the warfare in Ireland was
to kill all social and economical life
in a determination on the part of the
British government to stamp out any
effort in behalf of the Irish republic.

Several Americans who visited Ire-
land recently. followed Mr. Morgan
on the stand and told of their obser-
vations. The Rev. Michael English.
of Whitehall, Mont., declared that
while visiting his parents in Ireland
soldiers entered his father’s home,
searched all the men for arms and
his baggage. He said that when he
protested on the ground that he was
an American citizen, the English of-
ficer replied:

“Your American citizenship doesn't
count here.”

“An inspector who searched the
house,’” said Father English, “took a

picture of George Washington from
the mantelpiece, threw it on the floor |

and ground it with his heels, saying:
