GALLED A MENAGE

Catholic Welfare Council Re-
gards It Threat to Peace
and Order.

Not only the welfare of wage-
earners, but the whole structure of in-
dustrial peace and order is threatened
by the gain in strength of the “open

" shop” drive by certain groups of Ameri-
ican employers, according to a state-

ment by the social action department
of National Catholic Welfare Council
today.

The statement iz taken to represent
thé stand of the Catholic Church in
America on the “open shop” problem.

Extract From Statement.

“"Employers sometimes favor the
‘open shop' because they do not want
to be limited in the employment of men
to union members,” the statement said.
“But the present drive is not of that
kind. The evidence shows that in its
organized form it is not merely against
the closed shop, but against unionism
itself and particularly against collective
bargaining. Of what avail is it for
workers to be permitted by their em-
ployers to become members of unions,
if the employvers will not deal with the
unions?

“The open shop drive masks under
such names as ‘The American Plan' and
hides behind the pretense of American
freedom. Yet its real purpose is to de-
stroy all effective labor unions and thus
subject the working people to the com-
plete domination of the employers.
Should it succeed in the measure that
its proponents hope, it will thrust far
into the ranks of the underpaid the
body of American working people.

Seea Unions Necessary.

“The unions were necessary even
during the war, when working people
found their labor in great demand.
They are still more imperative now:
and they must keep their strength
and grow. Otherwise we shall see a
repetition of the old bad days when
the workers were utterly dependent
vpon their employers. '

‘“There ‘is great danger that the
whole nation will be harmed by this
campaign of a few groups of strong
employers. To aim now at putting
into greater subjectiom the workers
in industry is blind and foolhardy.
The radical movements and disturb-
ances in Europe ought to hold a les-
son for the employers of America.
And the voice of the American people
ought to be raised in the endeavor
to drive this lesson home.”

COLLAPSE OF WRANGEL

IN GERMANY

BERLIN, November 22.—German
militarists are bewailing the collapse
of Gen. Wrangel's army. The news-
paper Thegliche Rundschau, the lead-
ing mouthpiece of the Ludendorfl ele-
ment, publishes an article declaring
that Gen. Wrange! was pro-German.

“With Gen. Wrangel's departure
from the Russian fighting arena,” the
newspaper asserts, ‘‘Russia’s last fear-
lens and clean knight has gone from
the pubilc limelight. It also marks
the breakdown of the first Russian
leader who sincerely favored friend-
ship ‘'with Germany. This has here-
tofore not bean widely known be-
bcause it had to be diplomatically con-
-<ccaled for obvious reasons.”

The swiftness of Gen. Wrangel's de-
feat has bewildered the European
nowspapers, which are overflowing
with different explanations of the Cri-
mean debacle. The Volia Rosse, or-
gan of the Kerensky party, raises the
curtain over conditions in Crimea
which led to Gen. Wrangel's dramatic
fall by publishing a remarkable let-
ter from a corespondent in Sebasto-
pol. This letter.is dated October 125,

when the world still. believed in Gen.
Wrangel's popularity and power.

“Such complete governmental law-
lessness and such uncertainty as to
the future the Crimean people did not
experienve even under the Tartar
khans. All newspapers giving offense
to the Crimean camarilia ,calling it-
gelf the government, are suppresud._
and all exgrasulon of public opinion is
stifled.

PRICE CUTS SLOW
INBEATINGH.C. L

Expert Shows Reductions on
Single Art_icles No Great
Help to Wage Earners.

Small reductions in the price of
single articles of food will have very
little effect upon the cost of living
to the average wage earner, Ethel-
bert Stewart, commissioner of labor
statistics, sald today, in reply to in-
quiries as. to the effect on the aver-
age family of price reductions that
have taken place in the past three
months. {

“There was a drop of 1 cent in the
price.of a loaf of bread in New York
the othar day.” .said Mr. Stewart.
“that is, the price fell from 10 cents
to 9 ¢ents per loaf. Now let us see
what this much heralded reduction
in the cost of living really means to
the average worker with a family
of five. On the basis of October, 1920,
prices the total annual cost of the
food items carried by the bureau of
labor statistice would be to an av-
erage family in the United "States
$682.57.

What Reductions Mean.

“If bread were to drop 1 cent a
pound this would make a difference of
$2.25 per year, or one-third of 1 per
cent’ of his total food expenditure.
When milk drops 1 cent a quart it
means $3.55 per year to the average
family, or 52-00 of 1 per cent. A
drop of 1 cent a pound in the price of
flour saves the average family but
$4.54, or 77-100 of 1 per cent of its
Mod cost, based on October prices
Sugar may fall 1 cent a pound and the
average family saves $2.69 in a year,
ors 39-100 of 1 per cent of the total
food cost. A decline of 1 cent a pound
in the actual retail price of sirloin
steak means but 70 cents & year to
the average workman's family.
though a similar reduction in pork
chops would mean $1.14 a year, or 17-
100 of 1 per cent.

Figures for Other Foods.

“If butter ever should decline 1 cent
a pound, the average workman would
gain only to the extent of §1.17 per
year,

“A drop of 1 cent a dozen in eEgs
would mean 86 cents a year, of 1 cent
2 pound on lard would mcan 84 cents
per year, in each case only 12-100 of
1 per cent. A drop of 1 cent a.pound
in bacon meana 55 cents a year to
the average family, or 8-100 of 1 per
cent.

“For coffee to decline 1 cent a pound
means 47 cents a year. In the case
of rice it would mean 25 cents a year-
tea, 11 cents & year; cheese, 16 cents
a year, and the percentage of total
cost of. these things becomes almost
too small for the human mind to
grasp. To be sure, if potatoes dropped
1 cent a pound, which means 60 cents
a bushel, the average workman would |
feel It to the extent of $8.82 a year,
which after all is but 1 28-100 per cent
of his total food costs.”

But we cannot knock it down by aid-
ing its enemies on Russian soil.
Even our friends in Russia become
suspicious the moment we meddle
within their territory. We simply have
been manufacturing support for the
regime we want to destroy.

“Either bolshevism will be over-
thrown by the Russians themselves
or bolshevism will stand, bateful and
despotic illusion though it is. So long
as we or the French or foreigners
of any kind are messing about in
Russia, the bolsheviki can attribute
the suffering of the Russian people
not to themselves, but Lo us.”
