Gluck Says He Took Bonds
to Philadelphia andBoston.BankerCalled.
Continuing his testimony today In

the trial ot Jules W. Arnstein and
others charged with consDlrine to
briny stolen securities into the District,Jofeph Gluck, formerly a bank
messenger in New York, told of visits
to Boston and to Philadelphia la
company with or to meet Arnstein
and Nick Cohn to turn over other
batches of stolen bonds. The Boston
trip was made about the middle of
October, the witness said, and ha
gave Cohn $150,000 in American
Smelting, Ohio City Gas and Iowa
Central stocks. On the Philadelphia
trip, which occurred about November2, Gluck said he took 200 shares
of Crucible Steel and "odd lots" of
Baldwin Locomotive and gave them
to Cohn.
The witness said his arrangement

with Cohn was that he would receive
8 per cent of the market value of the
bonds on the day that he, Gluck, deliveredthem. On the occasion of the
Boston visit, he said, Arnstein had
told him that if securities could be
obtained in sufficient quantities they
could be disposed of in Europe. one
of the party making a special trip for
that purpose.
