SEES MONARCHY’SRETURN

Berlin Paper Says It Is Likely to

Come Sooner Than Imagined.

BERLIN, December 9.—The time
for the return of the monarchy will
come when the German people will
have “drained to the dregs the bless-
ings of the republican form of gov-
ernment,” says the Kreuz Zeitung,
discuesing the anniversary of the Ger-
man revolutions,

man proletariat in the past two years
has been torn by dissensions which
are constantly growing and that it
is anything but a collective unit, in-
asmuch as a section of it prefers to
celebrate the Russian revolution
while the so-called reformists accap{
the German revolution as marking' a
new era.

_RENT CHARGED CLERKS.

District Committees Informed of

Increases Imposed.

The Association of Chief Clerks of
the government departments has
transmitted to the District commit-
tees of the Senate and the House and
to the District rent commisaion the
iata collected from federal employes
in twenty departments concerning
rent increases since 1917.

Chairman E. W. Libbey, chief clerk
of the Department of Commerce, in
his letter of transmittal, directed
particular attention to sheet J of the
elaborate tabulations ‘of more than
6,000 cages. This sheet showed the
rentals of persons who were renting
different quarters October 1, 1820,
from those occupied April 1, 1917.

Most of the replies to the ques-
tionnaire under this heading reported
that the employes were forced out
of one house into another, and, of the
685 reporting, 516 reported an in-
crease, and, of the 516, 156 had their
rent increased 100 per cent or more,
and the majority had their rent in-
creased 40 per cent or more.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.,, December 9.
—Immediate formation of a §100,000,-
000 export trade corporation will be
considered Friday at a meeting in
Chicago of bankers, public officials,
manufacturers and agricultural lead-
ers, President J. R. Howard of the
American Farm Bureau Fec‘emtion
announced today at the federation's
annual convention here.

“The meeting,” he said, “is to effect
adoption of the corporation’s con-
stitution and select the temporary i
not permanent officers, so that the
organization can function immedi-
ately.

Mr. Howard added that the Amer-
ican Bankers' Association, at its re-
cent convention, indorsed the plan
after a committee of bankers had
given two years' study to export
trade, and had recommended the or-
ganization of the $100,000,000 corpora-~
ation under the Edge act. The Chi-
cago meeting, he said, had been called
by the Bankers’ Association.

Committee Authorized.

After hearing the statement of Mr.
Howard the convention authorized
him to appoint a committee to attend
the Chlcago meeting.

Besides its decision to participate
in the organization of the Trade Cor-
poration, the convention without
discussion or opposition adopted a
resolution asking the Federal Trade
Commission to permit the federation
to participate in a pending case pro-
testing against steel prices being
based on Pittsburgh pricea plus
freight rates. The resolution declared
that this practice “is bgsed on a fie-
titious freight cost,” does not con-
gider the source of raw materials and
{z in restraint of trade, which, it was
said, discriminates against the west-
ern and southern buyers of steel prod-
ucts.
