Due to Expected

Tariff Law Changes.

OTTAWA. Decemher 13..Anticipatinglegislation at Washington which

may either put an embargo on or con-

siderabiy raise the tariff on Canadian
wheat, enormous shipments are being
made from Canadian points to United
States points, particularly to Buffalo and

Dulutfa.
Since December l the shipments have j

been remarkable. Within twenty-four j
hours fifteen vessels, laden with wheat, j
left Fort. William. Ontario, for United j
States ports.

Vn political circles in Ottaw: there
is no surprise at the unprecedented
shipments-. It is stated that "more than
twenty times as much wheat has been
sent from Fort William anil l'ort Arthur.the principal Canadian points of
shipment- to the United States, than
was sent last year."

Ottawa \«t Surprised.
The heavy movements of wheat from

Fort William to the United States have ;
occasioned no surprise to government
officials here, in view of the approach-
ing close of navigation, the possibility
of a duty being imposed on Canadian
wheat by the Cnited States, and the
fact that the wheat movement this year
has been largely an over-the-border j
movement. This has been largely be- j
cause the allied governments have not
been in the market for Canadian wheat |
and the British market has absorbed
hut little of the Canadian product up to
the present time. The heavy movement

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SOCIALIST TELLS WHY
REVOLUTION IS OPPOSED

Italian Editor Replies to Lenin.
Communists in United States
Annihilated, He Asserts.

MILAN. Italy. December 11.*.Merotti
Serrita. editor of the socialist newspaperAvanti, answering today the
accusation of Nikolai Lenin that Serrati'sreformist section of the socialistparty was preventing a revolution,
says:
"The international situation is as

follows: England has nearly 50,000
communists without even one daily
newspaper. In Erance. the communistparty has little numerical or politicalefficiency. In America the
communists have been totally an-
inhilated. In Austriu and Germany
the bourgeois? is reorganizing itself,
and aims at restoration of the monarchy."
M. Serrali insists that because of

this :t is necessary to avoid a schism
in the Italian socialist party. He asks
that the twenty-one conditions for
membership in the third Internationale.laid down by the Moscow Soviets
and accepted by the Italian socialists,
be applied here according to the necessitiesof the situation.

A Berlin dispatch of September 29
said the Freiheit published charges
by Lenin that the Italian proletariat
had been betrayed by t!Te "reformist
wing of the socialist party. Lenin
declared the reformists were "guilty
of sabotage against the revolution in
Italy" at the moment it began to
ripen.

VICE REIGNS IN MEXICO.
State Department Told of Evils in

Tia Juana.
The State Department today was petitionedto protest to the Mexican

government against alleged "vice
conditions" in Tia Juana. Mexico,
across the border from .San Diego,
Calif., and until such conditions were
corrected, to deny passports to Americansdesiring to go there. The petitionwas signed by the mayor and
officials of twenty-four civic and pubIlie welfare organizations of San
Diego and was presented by reprejsentatives of the Methodist board of
temperance, American Federation of
Labor, Anti-Saloon League and other
national organizations, who declared
San Diego was "suffering seriously
because of Tia Juana's misbehavior."
Discussing the passport situation,

the petition said:
"One-day permits are granted free of

charge, and may be obtained without
difficulty, and. according to reports,
the passport offices have even been
kept open on holidays and Sundays at
certain times to accommodate applicantsfor passports."

FARMERS WANT RESULTS.
Co-Operative Marketing Will Come

Before Conference.
Co-ordination of effort and unity of

action In marketing agricultural
products will be the principal subject
before the nation-wide conference of
agricultural representative!! at St.
Louis, December 16, 17 and 18, accordingto Charles S. Barrett, president
of the National Farmers' Union, which
requested the National Board of Farm
Organizations to call the meeting.
Mr, Barrett describes the conferenceas a getting together of the

supervisors of the many farmer's cooperativeagencies now in existence.
"It will not be another one of the

thousands of conferences which have
met in the past only to result In a
discussion of plans and nothing more,"
says he.
Something in the nature of a nationalmarketing board may be

evolved at this meeting and co-operativebuying of supplies also will be
considered.

PRAISE FOR UTSTARMY.
Ex-Austrian Army Officer Says 27th

Infantry Saved Prisoners.
Credit for saving the lives of 1,800

Austro-ITungarian prisoners of war
in a prison camp near Chabarovsk. in
eastern Siberia, during the fall of
1918, is given to officers of the 27th
United States Infantry by Lieut. Col.
Ferdinand Reder of the former Austro-Hur.garianarmy, in an open letterto the press of Austria and
Hungary.

Col. Reder's letter, forwarded to
the State Department by the American
mission at Budapest, and made public
here yesterday, says an epidemic of
Influenza had threatened to convert
the camp into a "vast cemetery" when
personnel of the Amyican regiment,
commanded by Col. C. H. Morrow, took
charge and transformed the "wretched"hospital accommodations provided
by the Russian authorities into a
"model establishment."

RED RIVER OIL CASE UP.
The famous "Red River oil lands

case" V£ps called for argument in the
Supreme Court today, marking the
passage of one more step in the
original suit between the states of
Oklahoma and Texas to determine
which should hold title to valuable
oil tracts lying along their common
boundary. Attorney General Cureton
of Texas headed the notable array of'counsel for the defendant state, havingassociated with him Assistant
Attorneys General T. W. Gregory, G.
Carroll Todd and R. H. Ward. Attorney
General Kreellng of Oklahoma presented
the briefs of that state.
The portion of the boundary involved

begins at the southeastern corner of
Oklahoma and extends with the Red
river for about 1,000 miles.

: to finance American imports into
European countries when Europe is
producing nothing which can pay off
the indebtedness of these imports. If!
Europe were to pay today in low tax
imports to this country, the effect of
these imports would be but a further
curtailment of American production.
Mr. Hoover looks further into the

European situation than a mere temporaryrelief to those who have goods
and foodstuffs ready for import at
this moment. He believes the upbuildingof the European markets on
a sound basis of credit and purchase
is a slow game. He would have
America begin by investing capital in
European industries and utilities in
the belief that an added money-makingpower in Europe would leax} to
an added demand for American imports.

TEACHERS STILL NEEDED,
EDUCATION SOCIETY SAYS

Shortage Serious Menace to Schools J
of the Country, Associa-

|
tion Reports.

Shortage of teachers throughout the
United States Is still a serious menace

to tiie schools of the country, accordingto a report Issued today by the
National Education Association, which
is based on information gathered since
September 1.
Replies received from 1,492 county

and district superintendents showed,
the report said, an actual shortage
on October 12 of 14,086 teachers.
The number of teachers below standardin preparation.those who have
not had at least two years of professionaltraining beyond a high
school course.was reported at 23,318.The replies indicated that in a
large majority jot the states fewer than
one-half of the teachers have had that
amount of training. Some superintendentsreported that only 10 per cent of
the teachers had attained this standard.
The largest number of vacancies,

973, was reported in Alabama. Texas,
with 927, and Pennsylvania, with 727,
Virginia, with 723, and North Carolina,
with 683, were next in order. Nevada
reported no shortage, and Rhode island
but eight vacancies. Pennsylvania reportedthe largest number of teachers
below standard. (
The number of vacancies and the

number of teachers below standard, as
reported, gave a total of 37,404.

it has settled nearly 30,000 claims
since the armistice, characterizes its
achievement as "the greatest episode

I The board when formed was confrontedwith more than 30,000 claims,
the report declares, and on November
1 only 604 remained unsettled. In the
four months beginning July 1 the organizationliquidated approximately
2,400 claims, it says.
The report adds that during the four

months ending November 1 awards of
approximately 138,300,000 were grantedon claims totaling nearly $2<9,000.000,a net saving of about $230,278,000,or at the rate of about 14.3
cents on the dollar.
A total net saving of practically

$3,000,000,000 Is claimed through the
payment of $473,400,000 since January
1, 1918.

Senate, who really fear he will be appointed.
Until these opponents began to take

it seriously, the impression was not
well defined that Mr. Hoover would
be chosen. The activity against Mr.
Hoover is the strongest evidence thus
far that President-elect Hardin? has
him strongly in mind for the cabinet.

It isn't the view of Herbert Hoover
on the league of nations or European
conditions which is influencing Mr.
Harding. The dose friends of the
President-elect say he wants Mr.
Hoover because he believes the countryhas confidence in the former food
administrator and expects him to
choose men of Hoover's executive
ability.
Some significant things have been

happening here, too, on the league of
nations question, which, when pieced
together with the occurences at
Marion, reveal Mr. Harding as anxious
to have America center her plans for
an international association, around
the court which Elihu Root helped to
create.

Mr. Harding lias wanted to know
whether the court wouldn't be sufficient.and the purpose of the conferenceat Marion between Mr. Hardingand Mr. Root and of the meetingbetween Senator Fall and Mr.
Root is to find out whether the court
can be made to stand independently
of the league of nations. Mr. Hughes
will be asked his ideas on the same
thing.

Desire for Advice.
The President-elect wants advice

that will help him harmonize the discordantelements in his party. He
knows how far Senators Borah and
Johnson are committed on the subjectof an international court. They
signed the round, robin in March,
1919, which pledged America to an
international association of some
kind, and Mr. Harding's idea as reflectedhere is that if the internationalcourt can bring about that cooperationof nations Messrs. Borah
and Johnson will hove to approve it.
ai present ine court is tne creatureof the league, and the judges

are chosen through the council and
assembly of the league. Mr. Hardingis struggling to find a middle groundfor compromise, but In his efforts to
do so he has already shown such firmnessas to make the Irreconcilable
group in Washington rather uneasy.That's the' latest development in
the National Capital, and it is fggughtwith the deepest significance for the
future.

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GERMAN CABLE DISPUTE
MAY BE SETTLED LATER

Decision Is Practically Beached at

Conference Here in Favor of

Action in January.

At today's plenary session of the]international communications' conferenceat the State Department it j
was practically decided to postpone
final action on the pending issues affectingthe seized German cables untilanother plenary session to be held
here January 15 next.
There is authority for the statemeatthat the existing differences betweenthe delegates are likely to be

composed satisfactorily and a definite
agreement reached before the final
adjournment of the conferences.
Postponement of final action, it is

stated, was due to the desire of some
of the delegates to visit their home^countries and confer-personally with
tlie authorities before making final
commitments on the issues iP controversy.
Negotiations between the five allied

powers represented in the conference
will be continued during the recess, it
W3.S stated.
The outstanding difficulties in the ]

way of an agreement are understood |
to be the refusal of the Japanese to jconcede the principle of equality of all
nations in cable landing rights on
the Island of Yap, and the refusal of
the French to make concessions to
the United States and Italy of the
German transatlantic cable seized bythe French in 1914 and diverted from
Emden. Germany, to Brest, France.
The United Slates and Italy have

asked for the former German transatlanticcable, now in possession of
the French, in order that it might be
relaid between New York and Genoa,
Italy, and afford a direct means of
cable communication between the two
countries. They have supported theirclaim for this cable with the contentionthat, while neither Italy nor theUnited States obtained any of the
German cables, France now has in her
possession not only the transatlanticline, but ajso several of the formerGerman systems skirting the African
coast.
