engaging the enemy and endeavoring
to keep between the enemjf and his
base.

Blsmra Arater Protection
The facta which contributed to the

British looses hi the battle, said

This message was sent at 7:50o'clock and was received four minuteslater by Admiral Jellicoe. with the requestthat he issue the necessary orders.It previously had been reportedthat Admiral Beatty's appeal was sentearlier.namely, at about 7:15 o'clock,during the crisis of the battle.What the naval experts writing inthe afternoon newspapers describe asone of the key signals of the battlenever reached Jellicoe, according to Ithe admiralty report. This messagewas from the destroyer Faulknor, at1:56 o'clock on the morning of June1. and It probably was lost throu#ffwireless interference. ^Commander 8. M. J. Rundel of the
