Amuse
"PASSION."

"Passion".the screen's newest triumph,built on human nature's oldest
offense.was shown at Crandall's
Metropolitan Theater yesterday beforeaudiences renewed throughout
the afternoon and evening from wait- jing crowds that overflowed the lobby
to the pavement as far as 10th street.
The camera, in holding the mirror

up to nature, has reflected with flesh
and blood realism the France of Louis
XV, with its gay abandon of unlicensedrevelries set against the ominousbackground of a vengeance-mad
people already clamoring at the palacegates. The plot has for its centralfigure that Parisian milliner who
became the Du Barry of history and
one of the most tragic figures in the
love annals of France, though love is
dominated by the stronger passion
for wealth, pleasure and place. As a
slip of a country girl, new to the excitementof Paris, she betrays the
trust of Armand, the student who
truly loves her, for the jewels and
flattery of courtiers through whom
she becomes the king's favorite and
the despot of his court. Her extravaganceand selfish disregard of the
common people stirs class hatred un-
til. because or ribald lampoons and
jeering street crowds, the king, to
appease her vanity, orders her mar-
riage to the profligate Compte Du
Barry, so that, as a member of the I
nobility, she may be "presented at
court." The king dies and Robespierrecondemns Du Barry to the
guillotine. '

Pola Negri, the Polish screen star, I
gives to the character the coquetry I
that was Du Barry's conquering I
charm. The student who honestly I
loved her, th6 king who was besot- I
tedly infatuated with her, the power- 1
jealous prime minister and his sister.who plotted her downfall, and
the cobbler who ruthlessly drags*
her to the knife, are so-tensely human
in their passions, good, bad, but never
indifferent, as to sweep away any
supposed limitation of the screen and
place the production of "Passion" on
a higher art scale even than that
one-time famous stage play produced
by Belasco, with a celebrated actress
as its star.
The rhapsodic adjectives of a press

agent may be questioned, but conservativecritics will agree that, with
the possible evception of one or two
American masterpieces, "Passion" is
the highest example of screen art
and screen drama ever seen in this
city. It is more than that: The
storming of the Bastile. the onslaught
of Versailles by a mob blood-hungryfor the lives of the new king
and Marie Antoinette; the tumbrils
weighted with condemned aristocrats
accompanied by mocking thousands
wrought to demon-madness by the
inspiration of "The Marseillaise".
with more thousands waiting at the
guillotine to revile the agony of men
and women about to die.so charfce
the atmosphere fvith the horror of
truth, that for absolute realism "Pas-
siou gxvecs it iiiui t; tuuvni^mg wi«ceptionof the French revolution and
all it stood for than any history that
was ever printed or any drama ever
staged.
The environment is France, its

streets, parks, palaces and pleasure
grounds. The actors, it is said, were
selected from noted stars, who had
come from everywhere to fight the
great war, and- the film was two

< years in the making. Added to the
screen value of "Passion" is an ex"Icellent orchestra, with a special score
that follows the spirit of the play,
with 'The Marseillaise" as its dominatingtheme.

"THE ED WYNN CARNIVAL."
Ed Wynn has brought his Carnival

back to the National Capital after a

year of success in New Tork and elsewhere.and a Washington audience
at the National Theater last night
noisily expressed its joy. It is a more

amusing, more smoothly running productionthan it was when it played
here before, and Ed Wynn has held
fast to members of his company who
helped to make the Carnival a successfrom the start. The pruning hook
has been used judiciously, and the resultis a swiftly moving entertainment,without plot, to be sure, but
knit together by Mr.^Wynn's own funmaking.
As "Himself," Ed Wynn rambles

joyously through two acts and innumerable.scbnes. He and his companyappear to enjoy themselves as
much as the audience, which is a lot
Mr. Wynn's humor and methods are
peculiar to himself, and, therefore, he
is well cast as "Himself."

last night, both in song and in acrobaticfeats. Then there are Ray Miller'sBlack and White Melody Boys.

Ed Wynn Carnival is a long way in
advance of many of the musical revuesand musical comedies that have
been produced here. It is an entertainmentthat fully deserves the applauseit received last night.

"BLUE EYES."
In presenting "Blue Eyes" Lew

By mistake,
when his name Is demanded, the artist
produces from a pocket of his coat
the card of an Italian count. His two
impecunious friends Insist that he "go
through with it" and the trio proceed
to the Long Island estate as week end
guests of the parents of "Blue Eyes."
It develops that the latter are not
wealthy, but are merely living by
their wits and hope to borrow money
.from the "count" on the theory that
Che latter will fall in love with the
daughter, who Is not a party to the
deception. The real count Is In truth
an anarchist and in capturing the
ringleader of the gang the pseudo
eeunt earns a large reward. He and
the girl exchange confidences and all
ends happily after many complications.
"Blue Eyes" is bubbling over with

music and dance numbers, and has at
least one popular hit. The cast was
evidently selected with ears, for It
