Civil War Veteran Dead.
RICHMOND. Va..J. Thomnsor

Brown, prominent local real estate
man and active in civic affairs, is
dead here. Mr. Brown was a lieutenantgeneral in the United Confederatearmy, commanding the arpiy of
northern Viginia. He was a past
grand master of the Masonic lodge,
member of the legislature and grand
marshal of many Confederate reunions.He was a gradute of Randolph-MaconCollege and joined the
Confederate forces upon the outbreak
of hostilities. He served with Parkers'artillery, taking part in thirteen
battles and being severely injured
once.
