threatened the prestige, position and
power of their Christian service and
success. Conflicts had weakened the
spiritual power of the church. It
was seen in their overlooking gross
immorality in one of their members,
as w»ll as in their permitting the
celebration of the Lord's supper to j
degenerate into **a bacchanalian j
revel." Their factionalism was seen j
in suits between heathen courts. The
spirit of pride exhibited by those]
who possessed certain spiritual gifts.)
especially that of prophesying and
speaking in tongues, served to in-j
crease their differences, discord and}
divisions. Their disputes proved that j
the spirit of arrogance and assumptionwhich has divided the world
into factions and grades was workingin the church, where all should I
have been equal because they were]
Christ's disciples. Pride, envy and j
jealousy destroyed their desire to be I
of mutual service and increased the.
spirit of conflict.

John I>. Rockefeller, jr.. in his industrialcreed, says: "I believe that

the application of right principles
never fails to effect right relations;
that 'the letter killeth but the spirit
giveth life': that forms are wholly
secondary, while attitude and spirit
are all important, and that only as

the parties in industry are animated
by^lPhe spirit of fair play, justice to
all and brotherhood will any plan
which they may mutually work out
succeed." In this position he was
following the ideals of Paul, who
sought to remove the controversy,
conflict and competition between
groups formed by members of the
Corinthian Church by recalling
Christ's principles of co-operation. He
sought to restore right relations by
pointing out the source of their specialgifts and the purpose of their
spiritual endowment.

Paul's contribution of the body,
as an illustration of the church, containsa social message by pointing
out how men can become workers
together for the common good. It
made them realize that they were
not a mere group of folks who ase-nh!e in a meeting house for the
purp* re of advancing their own interests*.ambitions and purposes. They
were vitally connected to a living j
organism, as, members of the church.
.V.thouph each hail a different experience.they all had one part of
t ** c rier.ces in common, for they
o.\ed their faith to the work of the
Ho'y S >irir. who had convinced them
or th.-ir n and revealed nnt.o them
f hrist Jesus. as their l.ord and

The
diversity, dependence and deference
of the various members of the body
illustrate*] the solidarity of the
church that fulfills the instinct of the j
race and the social principle of Jesus
fli.it fellowship is sacred. The value
of the body and the wealth of the II
church are contained in the diversity:
of its members. In the simplest
forms of life there is not much di-
vision. The higher life is diversified.
The work of the body calls for all
its various members to share in its!
activity, so in the church any ad-
v;tin cment is dependent upon the co-

operation all the members. All
rejoice together or suffer together.
This law of the body emphasizes the
community of interest, which pro-;
duces because of the communion of
Spirit co-operation in effort in the:
great work of the church to help in
he establishment of the kingdom of

Clod among men.
The selection from John's gospel

furnishes an excellent illustration of
co-operation. There we see how the!
lad willingly giving his scant supply,
to the Master. co-operated and
worked with the o],rd Jesus and the1
disciples in furnishing the multitude
food. In making his small contribu-
tion the hoy helped the Lord to feed
tli«' multitude who had followed Him
into the desert without providing for;
their evening meal. He fulfilled the!
slogan of Kaher. the secretary of the.
Society of Jesus, "to do anything}
which will lujp Jesus Christ: that is
our business. This is the heart of
Christian co-operation. If we all did.
our parr, as did the lad. we would
then see a miracle performed in the
s rial life of men.

Th«
principles of Jesus offer the only
hope of success to the one who de- i
sires to perform the greatest social
service- by furthering co-operation |for the common good. If preached
