| RICHMOND, Va, May ©21.—Bonds
{for roads has come to the front in
ceonnection with  the gubernatorial

The governor is
vested with no power in the way of
legislation, being merely the execu-

could sign it or veto it, or it might
 Lecome a law without his approval.

The guestion is for the decision of
the peopie of the state at large when

they  elect members of the lower
branch of the legislature, all of the
members of whicn are to be chosen
(this fall. Thut there is opposition
to the bond issae, and that it is
Irowing il an cnormousS rate, is ad-

mitted by the friends of good roads.
' The people of the state are convinced
that a bond issuc means an increase
pin their taxes, and they are pointing
(1o the fact that they are now paying
nearly $L000.000 annually in the way

| of interest on bonds that were is-
sucd more than sixty years ago.
There was a conference of men
from many parts of Lthe state here
this week, called by the Virginia
Taxpayvers' Association, and at this

the sontiment was against any bond

i¥sue for roadz, Replies to letters
from the association shows that 75
per cent of the people are opposed
to the bonds,

Senator  Trinkle and Mr. Tucker
have declared against any increase
in tuxes, and while this tantamount

Lo opposition to the issuance of bonds,
demand is that the candidates shall
make unsequivocal utterance on the
subject.  The good roads advocates
=4y they want only $12.000,000 of
honds next year, these to be sold al
par and to carry 5 per cent interest,
but ii state bonds with that rate of
interest can be sold at par it will be
a feat in finances.

Labor is still plentiful in this city,
with increasing numbers to be seen
on the streeis daily. It is observed
that the exodus of men from the
arms and the rural sections to the
:ity has come to an end, and there
are many who have been here and
who have been thrown out of employ-
ment who have gone to the country
and they are back on the farm at
work. There is reason to believe that
the wages of street car men here will
take a tumble at the expiration of
the present contract in October. The
greatest decrease in the number of
men in any one industry hereabouts
has been in the sawmills, the general
decrease in employment has been 22
per cent, and wages have fallen pro-
portionately.

The c¢ity has been stirred consid-
| erably on the public dance, vice and
the risque movie show launched
when State Health Commissioner Wil-
liams called attention to the vice
conditions—the joyvriding, costuming
lof the young girls, along with the
dance halls. The Rev. C. A, Jen-
kins of Calvary Baptist Church, came
back in support of Dr. Williams and
informed the members of his congre-
gation that they could make up their
minds to take their names off the
church rolls or they would have to
ahandon the dancing places and the
movie shows, except in rare instances.
On the other hand, there are some of
the ministers who see no harm from
home dancing and the maovies, and
they are defending them.

Teachers in the public schools of
the state are preparing to quit the
service after the close of the seEsions
the coming month, and many of them
will gn to other states in which more
compensation is offered. In Danville
the entire force of teachers has re-
fused to sign up for another year,
even at advanced pay, until they have
been given the bonus for the last two
years which has not been given them.

The American Legion of this city is
on the trail of the candidiates for
governor and other state officers.
The soldiers are asking for the bonus
and demand that the candidates de-
fine their position.

With only eight days intervening
before the closing of the lists of

August primary, there have been pay-
ments by none of the aspirants for
governor and only two of the four
candidates for lieutenant governor
and the attorney general. The
aspirants for the minor places were
not slow to settle, and to date there
is opposition for only three of the
eight places to be filled. The final
filing day is June 2.
Favor Taft Appointment.

With the death of Chief Justice
White of the United States Supreme
Court the people of this city and
state are discussing the successor
to that position. On all sides the
hope is expressed that the selection
will fall on former President Taft.

The appointment of Judge Edmund
Warldill. jr., of this city, as the Buc-
cessor 1o Judge Jeter C. Pritchard to
the circuit court, has occasioned a
good deal of pleasure among his
friends, regardless of polities. .
