Forced Weekly Holiday to

yard will be given holidays every Sat!urday, beginning tomorrow, without pay.

Some Discharged.
However, 130 employes were dischargedfrom the local yard today. These dischargeswould have been necessary, it

was pointed out, and are an addition to
those which would have been made
without the five-day plan.
This particular discharge marks a

step in putting the local gun factory
on a basis of high efficiency. Owing
to the cut in appropriations and the
consequent necessity of cutting down
the number of working days to five,

"The department hopes this order

will be accepted in the spirit in which
