Two years ago, though Coburn
fought Tydings in the democratic pri-
mary, both were nominated for the
house and elected members of the
Haeriord county deiegat on,  Mr. Tyu-
ings voted against suffrage ratifica-
tion. Mr. Coburn led the fight for it
in the house. Having steod by the
women 8o valiantly in the ratification
fight in the house of delegates, he i3
expecting the suffragists to give him
tremendous aid toward getting the
nomination for the state senate.

Counties to Held Primaries

The primaries will take place Sep-
tember 8.° These counties will nomi-
nate for LFe state senate: Allegany,
Cecil, Caroline, Charles, Garrett, Har-
ford, Montgomery, Prince Georges, St.
Marys, Talbot, Worcester and Dor-
cheaster.

The eleven other counties and the
firat three districts of Baltimore city
are represented by holdover senators.
Of 'this number eight are democrats
and four republicans. The seats from
Allegany and Cecil are vacant. Ben-
ator Eppler of Allegany resigned to
accept appointment on the state ac-
cident commission, and Senator
Crothers resigned to accept appoint-
ment on the state roads commisaion.

Prohibition again will figure in the
campaign.The Personal Liberty League
of Baltimore city will put all candi-
dates on record, and will not support
an avowed dry candidate. Many city
women will supnort wet candidates.
In the counties the women will stand
by the dry men. Influence of the
women is plainly apparent in this
phase of the campaign, as is evidenced
in Harford county.

WINCHESTER MAN HELD
AS PROPERTY DEFACER

Fred A. Graichen, Glove Maker,
Will Face Charge of Bombard-

ing Home With Crockery.

WINCHESTER. Va., August 6.—
Fred A. Graichen, wealthy Winchester
glove manufacturer and land owner,
has been held technically on a charge
of destroying and defacing private
property, and is to have a hearing as
soon as withesses are able to appear.

His arrest followed a series of police
court trials, Police said he had ob-
Jected to Mrs. Bettie Thatcher, a
neighbor, permitting several roomers
ic lodge at her reaidence, claiming she
naa no boarding house license, while
he had taken out such a license.

After he had been arrested and
fined for disorderly conduct, Graichen
left the police station, went to the
home of Mrs. Graichen nearby, and
was hurling flower crocks through
large front windows and the transom
when police officers, attracted by the
clatter of glass and crockery, ran up
and again arrested Gralchen.

The vestibule of the house, front
porch, steps and sidewalk were lit-
tered with broken glass, shattered
crocks and boxes, along with the
plante and earth. A Junacy commis-
sion pronounced Graichen sane and
responsible for hls acts. The police
lodged the charge of willful destruc-
tion of property against him, and he
was released on §100 bail for trial.

When Mrs. Thatcher saw the wreck-
age at her home she collapsed and
fainted and also sufféered an attack of
heart disease. Doctors attended her
several hours.

Hallman states he has found very

few people who are opposed to hav-
ing their cows tested and has had
no serious difficulty
those who had objections.

In this area work every cow
tested with tuberculln to ascertain
if infection exists. If a positive re-
sult is obtained the animal is rated
a reactor and must be slaugktered
and examined by a federal veterinary
inspector.
against all cattle coming Into its
boundaries which are not .accom-
panied by a test certificate approved
by the federal veterinary inspector
dn the county. Cattle consigned to
an abattoir for immediate, slaughter
are exempt from this ruling.

The Viscose Company was estab-
lished in Roanoke and began work
five years ago. 8Since that time it
has doubled its capacity.

The raw products are obtained from
many parts of the United States and
foreign countries. The company ia
understood to be backed by British
interests. Several other plants are
operated by the company in this
country.
