Kepnedy, a young insurance broker,
was shot to death from ambush last
night in a suburb while searching for
a “lucky penny” in company Wwith

“Mrs, Madalynne Obenchain, a young
divorcee of Evanston, 111, and, despite
a ¥'s work on the case, the police
tonight confessed themselves baffied
by the mystery.

The young man had arrived in front
of his bungalow in Beverly Glen, and
at her suggestion, she told the police,
thé'two began to search for a “lucky
penny” she said she had buried near
thefront gate some time previously. ¢

While they were stooping over dig-
Eing the sand two shots rang out, the
woman told the police, and Kennedy
fell at her feet. " She screamed for
help after she had caught his dying
words, “Good night, Madalynne.”

Drive Away im Machine.

L_ neighbor said she saw two men
drive away in an automobile at the
time the shots were fired and the po-
liee today discovered a clump of
broken bushes a few yards f[rom
where Hennedy fell. The man's head
was shattered, apparently with a shot-
gun charge. A revolver was found by
his side unused and Mrs. Obenchain
gaid it belonged to Kennedy.

The young woman, although only
twenty years old, had been married
8ome two years ago while a student
at Northwestern University. She was
held tcday as a witness. She told
the police she was wholly unable to
exphain the shoocing; that she was
planning to marry Kennedy, having

- obtained a divorce for that reason,
but that the wedding had been delayed
because his family objected.

e asserted, according to police,
that she had been on friendly terms
with her . former husband, who lives
in Chicago, and that he had not op-
posed her divorce because he felt she
would be happier with Kennedy.

Taken to Scene of Shooting.

Péday, .at her own request, Mra.
Obenchain was taken to the scene of
Lhe. shooting. She teld the sheriff she
thought she might throw more light
on ‘the affair if she could go over the
ground, but she made no discovery
that would help solve the slaying, the
polijce said.

Quotas Exceeded Im Two Minutes.

GERMANS SHIP TO U.S. |

helleve Many Unlawfully Enter
Country as Seamen.

Many Germans are shipping at Ger-
man ports on vessels bound for the
United States as seamen at wages, of
1 cent a month, ‘according to a let-
ter seént to Secretary of Labor Davis
by Chalrman Lasker of the Shipping
Board. The belief was expressed by

1204 G St.
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Secretary Davis that the Germans are
permitted to land in this country as
seamen and then flee into the interior.
Until a treaty is signed with Ger-
many, it was explained, it will not be
legal for German citizens to enter the
United States.

Mr. Davis sald he expected to ask
that a hill be introduced in Congress
requiring the registration on arrival
of all foreign seamen.

Court is one of the best paying govern-
ment institutions. Court records for
the last fiscal year show a total of |
approximately ‘50,000 cases docketed,
while the amount of money turned into |
the treasury was $322386.76. Fines|
collected in cases involving offenses |
against the United States amounted to
$89.501 68, while the sum collected in
cases Involving offenses against the |
District laws was $232,356.76. |

Much of the money collected in the
District branch of the court came
from persone charged with traffic
violatlons, it is stated, while on the
United States side bootleggers were
liberal contributors.
