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Gen. Pershing, in his recommenda-
tions before the House military com-
mittee last week as to the necessary
requirements of the Army, stressed
& point most vitdl to the future wel-
fare of our national defense, namely,
that of retaining an adequate train-
ing center in each of the nine corps
areas.

Whether certain military reserva-

tions should be abandoned or mnot ls,

secgndary to the fact that suitable

provision must be made for the peace-'|

time training of our National Guard
and reserves. To properly train our
citizen soldiers, even for defensive
action, will require a considerable
number of specially qualified officers
of the Regular Army. At the present
time the development of the organ-
ized reserves is delayed, due to the
lack of officers available for this duty.
‘With suitable training areas avall-
able, the National Guard will' also
avalil itself of more practical field
training. This component of the Army
of the United States has now reached
a strength of 6,924 officers and 131,938
men. Taken as a whole, the actual
strength of the organization in exist-
ence is now 62 per cent of the au-
thorized strength, and only lack of
funds prevents a larger enrollment.
Officers of the Regular Army are also
assigned to these National Guard
units to assist in their training and
development.

Units of a force recently organized,
which embodies the organized re-
serves into twenty-seven infantry di-
visions, witlh appropriate corps and
Army troops assigned to territorial
areas throughout the United States,
must be provided with competent in-
structors and adequate tralning areas.
Higher officers are being chosen who
will assist in selecting their subordi-
nates from the reserve officers avall-
able to the area. Of the total of
63,897 reserve officers, about 3,000 have
thus far. been actually assigned to
specific units of the organized re-
BETVES.

As feeders for the National Guard
and the organized reserves in the de-
velopment of officers and non-com-
missioned officers for these forces, the
War Depariment is fostering the

T

growth of the Reserve Officers’ Train-
ing Corps and the citizens’ military
training camps. It iz contemplated to
link these two agencies as closely as
possible to the organized reserve and
National Guard eystem, so that their
products will be avallable ultimately
as reserve officers or non-commis-
sioned officers for the units ©f their
own Individual territorial djstricts. .
One of our greatest needs at the

beginning of ‘the last war was of

trained officers, and it is hoped by
means of the method outlined to add
each year enough young reserve offi-
cers in the nine corps areas to take
the place of the trained world war
veterans as they gradually pass out
of the reserve list. Adding all these
factors of voluntary citizen training
from our summer camps to junior and
senior unjts of the R. 0. T. C. in ouy
gchools and colleges, through the re-
serves and National Guard organiza-
tions, it is readily understood why
Gen. Pershing, with his clear-cut
vision of the requirements for an
adequate national defense, stressed
his request before the House military
com:nlttee for adequate training fa-
cllities.

An approximate 1921 service in-
come tax for various grades made on
the basis of the maximum pay and
